•th-it it was the baker's way of politely 
intimating "that bread might' rise in 
price. . These arid like mysteries threw 
.the whole town into a panic.^ *

hallowed'acre about St. Giles' church'; 
the second-led them to a baker's oven. 
Alterations at the church- had necessi­
tated the removal of several large 
tombstones of a date tod ancient to 
admit of their being claimed by kins­
folk of the dead.

Dp ,Tphn Gorrle, a native of Cbnrlea 

ton, fl. C , was practicing medicine iu 
Apalaehjcola, Fla. He was a soieritlfif 
man and fond of making eiperiment.^. 
He conceived the idea of artliiclally 
cooling^ the air in the rooms occnpled 
by fever patients by taking advantage 
of the, absorption of heat from sur-. 
rounding, objects by e.'qjaridirig'volatile 
gases. He was so successful as to 
make actual Ice as early aa 1845. 

In 1850 in t^e;Madrson hotel, In his 
home town, he publicly exhibited his 
machine and made Ice with i t He was 
granted the.first patent for an ice .mak­
ing machine in the same year. The 
New York papers made fun of the in 
vention, and Dr. Gorrie could riot get 
enough money to enable him to mako. 
experin:ents along large llnesV He died 
In 1855,' without having seen the suc­
cess of the line of work which he had 
begun. 

Jacob Perkliis, an American engineer 
living In England, had made some sue 
cessful experiments ".-ith cooling appa ' 
ratus several years before. Professoi 
Alexander Q'wining, In America, and 
James Harrison, of Austraijn., aa vrel' 
as several French scientists, came 
along about the same time with experl 
mental machines. 

But the first Ice factory pf Impor 
tance In the world was estabiis'nea m 
New Orleans In 18(56, and it became 
tue forerunner of the thousands of 
pUints now being operated. The Aus­
tralians were first tP think of freezing^ 
mesit to preserve It for long keeping,' 
bat the notion •was adopted in the 
United States withtont a momenffl de­
lay,—Exchange.

Time Killing Methods of Officials Im 
Continental Europe. 

"Americans who grumble about'hav-' 
Ing to wait a long time for books when-
applying; to a public library,''. said a. 
Boston literary woman, "should try to». 
work or study in a foreign library, par­
ticularly in Germany. 

"The typical continental librarian* 
takes no account of time. The reader, 
worker or student must turn In his o r 
•her application for books at least a day 
In advarice. The men who search for 
the books applied for are aged, totter­
ing creatures who have been shufiling: 
around the dusty piles of books-for 
years,-and the word hurry is' not in. 
their vocabulai-y. . 

"The most priceless books and mari-
uscripts are kept in places which are-
perfect fire traps, and disorder pre-
domiriates in every department When< 
you speak about the impossible meth­
ods employed the librarians tell youi 
that they are too poor to introduce any 
modern indexes or catalogues. This is^ 
to some extent-so, but as a matter of*' 
fact they would not change i f they 
had all the money in the world at their ' 
disposal. , 

"Theydo not wish to encourage the-
comrriori people to use books. The-
learned are among the aristocracy, and. 
the.spread of the knowledge which is. 
hidden in those wonderful literary rim-
seums is far froni the purpose of the-
men at the head of Europe's libraries. 

"There may be some delay in our l i ­
braries, but our people in the lower 
walks of life are certaiuly ahead of 
the common people of the old world iri-
the riiatter of getting books'when they 
want them, and generally free o f 
charge." • -
