Remarkable Plant In the Wilds of 
Borneo, 

A famous rarity in the vegetable 
world of Borneo is the Rafflesia, the 
buah pakmah of Malays. The plant 
is one of the most degraded of para­
sites, and so completely does it sub­
merge itself in the tissues of its host

Open Air Schools In London. 
London is deeply interested in open 

air schools and is doing some experi­
menting along that line. Schools out 
of doors have been conducted for poor 
children in that city since early last 
summer and have proved to be a great 
success. 

Each school wil l accommodate 75 
children, divided into three classes of , 
25 each. The staff consists of one head { 
teacher, three assistant teachers, a 
nur.se, cook and helper and a janitor. 

Of course there are buildings which 
are occupied a part of each day, as 
well in pleasant as in, unpleasant wea­
ther. But unle.=s the weather is hope­
lessly bad almost all the time is spent 
in the open'air. , A blackboard on an 
easel is set up on the grass and the 
chairs of the pupils are grouped be­
fore it. 

The children are small and -the 
course of study is light. There are 
games too, calisthenics, nature study 
in the open, and the results of all 
these in physicvl imTirovement are 
said to bo very gratifying. The chil­
dren have their mf̂ ftls on the premises 
and spend the entire day there.
