In Miniature Trees That Are Grown 
China Bowls. 

. i n the window of a florist stood some 
quaint china bowls, in each of which^ 
grew a tree—not alshrub, but a full 
sized tree, dating back maiiy years. 
"Yes/ ' replied the florist to the; writ-

: er's inquiry, "they are real trees-^aks, 
maplM and beech tre.es.; "We get thiem 
from Japan, where the secret of how 
to rear them is known only to a few. 
They are raised from seeds or special 
ly selected cuttings, which are watch­
ed and tended with that marvelous 
patience inherent In the eastern races, 
Fifty years lifay pass before the tree 
is considered salable; During this pe­
riod "the plant Is trained and its nat­
ural tendencies subjugated to the wil l 
of the rearer. The gardener prunes 
and trims and rears and directs with 
what Carlyle called genius—'an infi­
nite capacity for taklug pains.' A w a y 
ward- twig may be bound up for two 
or three years to In.sure Its correct 
growth. .Periodically the tree Is re­
potted. Each time, this happens the 
roots are carefully examined and use­
less fiber cut away. Everything Is 
done to concentrate the life of the 
tree In the smallest possible space. 
And In tlmc,^'after years of labor, the 
plant loses Its ability to send out long, 
lusty shoots and becomes a delightful 
miniature of its larger brethren."—

T H E N I G E R I A N B A B Y . 

Water Soaked Inside and Outside at 
, the Morning Toilet. 

.Matrons of the west may be Inter­
ested to hear the details of the Nige­
rian native baby's morning ..toilet 
Anything over three mouths old Is no 
longer a "baby" to the native mater-
familias and is bathed with the other 
children, generally a numerous brood, 
in the chill moruiug air before sunrise.

Towels do 
not form part of the household equip­
ment. The bathiug process finished, 
the Infants are subjected to a sort of 
water cure treatment.

Growing Tobacco In Maine. 
It has apparently remained for Pope-

Gib bs to demonstrate in his own gar­
den, situated about a niilo from the 
Soldiers' home in Togu.s, that tobacco 
can be successfully grown" in Maine. 
Last year Mr. Glbbs raised about 
eighty pounds of tobacco from seven-
tj'-nlne plants. - This .year; he raised 
very nearly the same amount fromi 
only^ thirty-five-plantSi the season be­
ing much more favorable for the-
growth of the plant Mr. Gibbs had 

' no dlflaculty in disposing of, the tobac­
co which he raised last year and .which 
was generally conceded to be of excel­
lent quality., He cured it In his barn,, 
which has a ventilator and 'Where by 
opening the doors he was able to get 
the. current of air .uecessarj* for the-
best results, the conditions being quite-
as favorable as in the best tobacco-
curing plants of the .south. The opin­
ion was very generally expressed last 
season that while Mr. Gibbs was sue-, 
cessful in raising tobacco in this state-
it would not be possible to mature the-
seed here. This year he has disproved 
this Idea by maturing a tobacco stalk 
more than seven feet high, with an ex­
ceptionally well developed Cluster o f 
seeds.—Kennebec Journal.
