W E S T C O A S T WHALING. 

Industry Is Steadily Qrowing on Van­
couver Island; 

One of the most important, of Van-
; couver Island's industries' at the pres­
ent time is whaling. . T ^ ^ Pacific 
Whaling Co. has three stations, ,oiie 
;at Secbart, i n Barkley Sound,'one on 
the'west coast of! Vancouver ; Island 
and one at Nan.iimo, this being a 
winter ;;Station'only. ' The company 
has two steam whalers. The .crews 
are mostly Norwegians • who work on 
a percentage basis earning big wages. 
In August, .1908, the captain of the 
St. Lawrence, hunting fTom-:Kyuquot, 
earned $430, arid the, seamen forward 
averaged ;, $80 each. The; whaling 
grounds are; close off-shore, and the 
steamers during this season have 
brought in from three to five -whales 
a day; From Apri l to August the two 
stations took 500 wJiales. The steam-

' ers are fitted with a small harpoon 
gun at the bow,' and when the steam» 
er steams up to a whale the gunnel 

• sends , a harpoon tipped with ari' ex­
plosive bomb into the whale's car­
case,, ki l l ing the. mammal, >which is 
then pumped full of air and buoyed 
until; , when tlie' , day's hunting ,is 
done, the - whole killed are taken in 
tow and the steamer returns to the 
-whaling depot, -where the; oil is ..ex­
tracted and the .'carcase convertijd by 
patent process into fertilizer; ' 'Theoil 
is shipped mostly to Glasgow,' the fer­
tilizer to Honolulu. The duty of 8 
cents.a gallon on;,oii has so far pre­
vented the company from seeking a 
market in the United States..; Experi­
ments are being made to can whale 
flesh for sale in the Orient, particu­
larly Japan, where" there is a demand. 
An . odd sperm whale is occasionally 
taken, the spermacetti adding to the 
profits. The stations employ about 
100 men, mostly. Indians and Japan­
ese, and produce 500 barrels of oi l a 
week arid from 150 to 200 tons of fer­
tilizer a month.' The other cpmpanies 
which propose to engage are the 
Queen Charlotte comp<any, which has 
located a station at .Ross harbor, on 
the south of Queen Charlotte islands, 
and the Prince Rupert Wbaline Co. 

The-earnings of the Pacific .Whaling 
Co. during 1907 were $119;657.29;' this 
year the earnings -will far exceed-that 
sum: ; Deductions were made of $2i5,-
320.29; as reserve account, $4,515 for 
deterioration- of the Secbart plant, 
'$1,200 for the deterioration of the 
steamer Orion and a similar n.mount 
for the St. La-wrence,; the .Kyuauot 
station having not been used before 
that time. .

^ Round Eyes, an Ojibway Indian, 
discovered bloom at Silver Lake,and 
Eoland Lake in the Montreal river 
district, when hunting many years 
ago, writes J . S. Crate in The Toronto 
World. H e did not know what i t was. 
that he had found. 

Round Eyes *"had a step-son named 
Mickle Taylor, a; half-breed, who went 
out to Haileybury at the time the 
first, silver discoveries were'^made a* 
Cobalt;', There:he saw bloom, and rc4 
;membering;th'at his father bad found 
.similar sariiples up the Montreal riv­
er,- he investigated, and this le^ to 
the first discovery of silver i n that; 
country. ;:' .';';,.-;-;:";,.'',_,_ ' 

In March, 1904., Thomas SaVille? a 
clever.young tourist guide,' came into 
the country -with an Indian chief, 
Francois •:White:^Beai:, of the. Ojibway 
tribe, - and; cimped ovijr night at 
Round Eyes' place:' During the night 
the step-son, - Mickle, , showed them 
samples taken from' the discoveries 
around Silver and Bolarid Lakes. To 
use Mr . S.iville's own words: 

"We took some of the samples and, 
showed themtto Rinaldo M«cConnel of 
Ottawa,' and he' told; us to keep it 
quiet: "We started in when the ice 
broke in 1904. We st.aked some claims 
and then went out to Temagami, but 
came back in the fall "of 1904. I have 
been here ever' since." 

Mr . Saville was the first prospector 
in the district, and it was/^due to his 
discoveries that the. rush: into ..the 
Montreal river commenced.; Owing to 
the great public interest among min­
ing men in Cbbalt arid 'the .phenomen­
al surface discoveries in .that; camp, 
interest did not de-velop in' the Mont­
real river country as , quickly , as it 
did in the older camp, but the. volume 
of the mo-vement into ithe, ;C0untry; 
steadily increased unti l in the spring 
of 1907, ;it became almost a stampede. 
How extensive was this rush in the 
Montreal river wil l , be .understood;
