, A New Nortl'jefn Fruit. 
The list offruitsi-thatcan be growm 

in the Prairie Provinces is- gradually 
being increased. One pf the latest 
things to attract attention is the H i p -
pophae -berry. This plant is a native 
ot ;Lapland' and • other -parts- of nor­
thern Europe.. It has been grown as 
ari' ornamental shrub for -some time, 
but only recently has attracted atten­
tion as an edible fruit.' Prof.' Hansen, 
who was sent to' Siberia and other cold 
climates by the U;- S. Government to 
secure new .plants for the northwest­
ern states, first introduced the plant 
tothe northwest of the United States. 
The honor of introducing it into the 
Canadian West belongs to the Buch-

, anan Nursery; Co., of Winnipeg. M r . 
ID. W. Buchanan, who for years has 
! devoted a lai^e pprtion pf his time 
i to the-testing-and.study ing of plants 
I likely to prove of value here, got hold 

of the Hippophae berry some years 
ago and has given it a thorough test 
at the nurseries at St. Charles, near 
Winnipeg. The test has proved that 
so far as hardiness is concerned, the 
Hippophae berry is entirely at home 
in this climate.- The'plants have nev­
er sho.wn a trace of •vv̂ .jnter damage i n 
aiiy year. They combine extreme 
hardiness with, a prolific fruiting 
habit. One of the curiosities at the 
Provincial Horticultural exhibition 
in Winnipeg last year was one of these 
plants, bearing a prodigious quantity 
of fruit.. 

The Hippophae is a strong growing 
shrub, with small foliage of a silvery 
green color,' and yi^low, minute flow­
ers, succeeded by bright orange color­
ed-fruit. The fruit is larger than the 
currant and is easily picked.- Whi le 
it might not be relished by every one, 
to most people the fruit would be 
considered highly palatable and plea­
sant.' The shrub is-dioecious in bloom, 
some of the plants producing only 
male blossoms and others only female 
blossoms'. It is therefore necessary to 
plant a number of the shrubs i n prox­
imity. Owing to extreme hardiness 
this plant promises to be of consid­
erable value in the'Prairie Provinces. 

'It is also useful as an ornamental 
shrub, and may be used for hedges 
or screens with good effect. . 

U . S. Silver In Canada. 
The request of the executive com­

mittee of the National Trades and 
Labor Counci lof Ottawa, recommend­
ing that the Minister of Finance be 
requested to tako steps to decrease 
the circulation of United States sil-ver 
in Canada, is tbe revival of an old 
agitation. Some years ago the F in­
ance Department and the Government 
came to an arrangement by which the 
banks agreed to' collect American sil­
ver and ship it ^ack to the. States. 
But the effect was not commensurate 
with the cost and so the plan waa 
stopped.'

Franco Is Dotted Al l Over With Theso 
Curious Habitations. 

"There are no fewer than 2.000.000 
cave dwellers In France," writes a 
traveler. "Whether you travel-'nortb. 
south, east or west you find these cu­
rious imitations of the homes of prim­
itive man. They stretch for fully sev­
enty miles along the valley of tht 
r.olre, from Blols to Saumur. and as 
the train proceeds you can catch a 
gUrapse from time to time of their pic­
turesque entrances, surrounded by 
flowers and verdure. As likely as hot 
.vou will see the inhabitants standing 
or sitting in front of their mysterious 
looking caverns, and. uuiesj you have 
learned the country you will be in­
clined to imagine that they possess 
some of the characteristics of the 

'troglodytes of old and that their 
homes are mere dens. Not so. as you 
will find on visiting them. - ., 

"They are nearly all well to do peas­
ants, owners perhaps of some of the.f 
vineyards that deck. the slopes' on a i l ' 
sides, and their. habitations are, as a 
rule, botn healthy and comfortably 
furnished.. These singular houses are 
remaricably cool in summer without 
being in the loarrt damp, while iUiWln: 
ter they can be warmed much more 
easily and better than ordinary apiart-
ments. T'le health of the modern 
troglodyte i.s, as a rule, excellent, and 
it Is not-uncommon to find centena-

! rians amoug thorn. This, however, is 
by no. means surprising when we con­
sider that their, homes are not only 
healthful to live in, but :are also com­
fortably furnished and flttal up.
