Toronto Murder Proved Too Much For' 

Creator of Sherlock Holmes. 
One of the most deplorable tilings' 

about a mysterious murder is the 
manner in which the general public, 
loses its head and manufactures evi­
dence out, of airy imaginings There 
has been repeated precisely what.hap-
pened in this city a dozen years ago, 
when a prominent young man of 
Parkdale was shot' in,, th6 doorway of 
his own home under most mysterious! 
circumstahcea. . The great grief Of hia 
family was augmented in a most ter­
rible degree by the base and morbid 
suspicions of the local public, not un­
assisted by one or 'two indiscreet po­
lice officerŝ , .. . . 

It subsequently turned out that the 
murder has,been committed in_a man­
ner exceeding the sensations'̂ f the; 
crudest melodrama by a young wo­
man in men's clothing who took this 
nieans of'avenging a fancied insult.jj. 
Then the public mind was relieved, 
but people turned about and made a 
heroine of the young woman. 

It is interesting,; to note' that, in -
connection Avith tliis case the ser--
vices of Sir A. Conan Doyle were en­
listed and .shown .to be much less 
efficient than that of his creation,. 
Sherlock Holmes. At the time the 
murder occurred Doyle was lecturing 
in America under Major I'ond's man­
agement. It occurred to the city edi­
tor of a morning newspaper that an 
opinion from him would intensely in­
terest the public. He was pretty 
sure of an answer, because the nove­
list was booked to appear in Toronto 
and his management was far too as­
tute to let slip such a chance for pub­
licity. , So a plain storv of the crime 
was sent to him, together with new.s-" 
paper clippings covering all available 
points in the story. Conan Doyle cour-' 
teously replied, stating that it would 
be-impossible for him to formulate a 
theory, that the facts were all so cur­
ious ais to admit of many theories. 
, By the time he came to Toronto the 
mystery; had been'unravelled, and in 
an interview be told the reporter of' 
the journal in question that there was 
one very good reason why he never 
publicly attempted to solve real mur-
derŝ . - : V • • 

"You see," said he, "in my stories, 
I reach my solution first, and invent 
my details afterward." 

It.will be seen that tbe demand for 
Sherlock Holmes, whenever a capital 
crime occurs, is a bit illogical.

; An Ecclesiastical Joke. 
The name Cowley is one to conjure 

with , in Church of_ England circles 
in the Canadian West. It is a name 
borne by clergymen, and education­
ists, and comes down from Archdea-; 
con Cbvt'ley, who was' for fifty years • 
a leader in missionary work on the 
lower Bed River, both among In­
dians and white men. In those days 
of .'laying the foundations he was. the 
bishop's right-hand man. In parti­
cular he was the bishop's examining 
chaplain. It. was his'duty to exam­
ine candidates for the ministry; and 
test their fitness intellectually, mor-. 
ally, ahd physically for the 'work in 
that strenuous country. Candidates 
say he never failed to put them 
through a rigorous examination, but 
Svhen the candidate , was successful 
he used to -vvind up with an eccles­
iastical joke.

No student was ever known to an­
swer. It took his breath away, and̂  
generally wheri he admitted he could 
not answer he asked the examiner to 
tell him.

"Butwhere are we told that?" 
"Why in, the Psalms does he not 

say that certain conduct vexes his 
soul a thing that is raw?" ' 

And the way the austere examiner 
enjoyed this little joke showed the 
nervous candidate that his examina­
tion had been satisfactory. 

Canadian on Airships. 
Mr. Cas%!.: Baldwin, the young 

Canadian aeronautic expert, wiio is 
at present associated with Prof. Gra­
ham Bell in h.'s experiments with 
aeroplanes at Baddeck, Cape Bceton,. 
was a visitor in Toronto the. other 
day. While there he gave a couple 
of lectures on the aeroplane- and ex­
plained what is now : being accom­
plished at Baddeck and elsewhere 
v'xth the new craft. One side of it 
on which he dwelt lightly was its at­
tractions to sporting men. According 
to him automobiling is not to be. com­
pared with it for sheer pleasure and 
zest. And indeed Mr. Baldwin's ac­
count of the sensation of gliding 
through the air is enough to make 
anyone want to go out and get an 
aeroplane right away. He pointed 
out that one of the finest things about 
it was its perfect smoothness and its 
sense of freedoni. ' High speeds were 
attained,, but one never had the us-
nal, sensations of speed. There was 
no roughness, no jolting, but just a 
snsooth, easy glide. He said that 
he expected it , to become quite a 
.sport, and that in this way much of 
its development might come, just as 
the racing motor had taught many 
useful lessons in motoring.
