• I n a country where,.a,great corpor­
ation has beconie the fetich that the 
Hudson Bay. Co. has to Canada,: it is 
.pf̂ rhaps only natural that stories con­
nected-with its discipline of employes 
should be only half told, if told at_̂ all. 
There is one of these halt-told,.stories 
connected with Lord Strathcona's boy 
davs on the Labrador, wiucli is spe­
cial favorite with all hi.s biographers.
