Land Clubs Increase. 
A land movement of silent but ex­

traordinary development was reveal­
ed recently wlien a convention of land 
clubs was lield at Westminster Hall, 
London. Many districts have started 
these clubs for the reconstruction of 
English country life. At this meet­
ing they were federated into a union. 
The movement is an'effort to restore 
great tracts of unused land to the peo­
ple and arises from the difficulty 
throughout England of buying land. 

The small holdings act having prov­
ed worthless, agricultural laborer 
formed these clubs. Many members 
of the Government ure interested in 
the scheme and strong representation 
will be made in Parliament that the 
Government should buy land and set 
up model colonies of small holders, 
appointing a commissioner for every 
county land club. Norfolk is well or­
ganized, having 5,000 members in its 
club with a balance of $5,000 in the 
bank. Recently three notices were 
given in this county of three compul­
sory sales. 

Few Beds In Bagdad. 
About GO per cent of Bagdad's pop­

ulation possess no beds. These poor 
people rest on blankets spread on the 
floors of their houses in the winter 
and on the roofs in thesummer. Owing 
to the excessive heat of these ̂ egIons 
sleep is made impossible elattwhere 
than on the roof or in the op*n gar­
dens. It is an interesting sight to see 
how the women at sunset emerge from 
their houses to prepare tho evening 
meal on tho roof and spread the bed­
ding for the night' Inasmuch as the 
climate is very dry, there is little to 
fear from exposure to the night air. 
While a considerable number of the 
roofs are surrounded by latticework 
to Insure a certain amount of privacy, 
by far the larger number are qu-Ite ex­
posed to the gaze of curious and In­
quisitive neighbors.
