Indians Die of Strange Disease. , 
Seventy-twO Indians dead from a 

strange disease at Fort Chippewyan, 
and several hundred in.the. other four 
posts of the Hudson Bay Co. in the 
Mackenziê river district, is the startl­
ing news brought'from the north by 
Angus Brabant, inspector of trading 
posts for the Hudson Bay Co. in the 
Mackenzie river district, who arrived 
in 'Winnipeg recently. 

Hunters on the trail are suddenly 
stricken with it, and trappers in the 
bush are seized with fatal results 
within a few hours. 

In a country where some 85 per 
cent, of the people gain a living di­
rectly from the Hudson Bay .Go. by 
the furs they sell.it is a serious.thing 
when the fur catch is practically no­
thing. That is the condition this 
year, and Brabant says that less than 
one per cent, of the people' are en­
gaged in trapping. They have all 
turned, to fishing, but the fish, too, 
are exceptionally scarce. Lynx are 
said to be responsible for the scarcity 
of fur for once every seven years for 
some unaccountable reason they trek 
towards the east, covering a swarth 
some two hundred miles in width and 
killing off every animal in that swarth 
from west to east. 

This has been the hardest winter 
ever experienced in the Mackenzie 
river district, according to the oldest 
Indians. For two months the ther­
mometer averaged 38 below zero, and 
freqdently dropped to 70 below. 

The Rise of Melville. 
The fact that the Grand Trunk Pa-

cific is spending large sums of money 
on its terminal facilities at Melville, 
the town from which the line to, the 
Hudson Bay will start, directs renew­
ed-attention to this point Melville 
is situated in one of the most fertile 
portions 'Of Western Canada', and naid-
way between the Great Lakes and the 
Rocky .;Mountains. Six 'months ago 
Melville did not exist, except""on the; 
maps of the railroad company, but 
to-day there are over 1,200 people liv­
ing in the town, and every train from 
the east and west brings in more set­
tlers and investors, attracted from all 
over the Dominion by the possibilities 
of another financial centre rising out 
of the prairies. Those who have stu­
died the situation closely predict an 
immensely properous future for Mel­
ville. By many it is believed that it 
will be a metropolis before the Grand 
"Trunk Pacific is completed from coast 
to coilst. 

Planned to'Massacre All Turk Liberals 
London;—A , despatch: to. the Daily 

Telegraph from Constantinople says 
that: in an interview Enver Bey, one 
of the leaders- of the Young Turks, de­
clared that they had : proofs/ that a 
massacre of all Turks suspected of 
liberalism had been projected in Con­
stantinople, and was"~ only prevented 
by General Schefkets hastening the oc­
cupation of the city. Enver Bey said 
that lie' had now no fear that Abdul 
Hamid ,'\vould become the center of 
new revolution. He believed that as 
a result of the courtmartial there 
would be ari additional hundred t exe­
cutions .and as many more sentenced 
to imprisonment at hard labor. The 
executions would be public in various 
parts of the city, as it was necessary 
to,,: show , a. salutary example. The 
former , sultan,, Enver Bey asserted, 
had already: been punished and ..would 
not be put on trial, 

Uncle Sam to Conserve Water Power 
Washington.—A-., highly important' 

announcement was made by Secretary 
of the Interior Ballinger bearing on 
the subject of consorvatioh of water 
power and protection of water pov/er 
sites!' It shows th'at the administra­
tion is fully alive to the importance 
of protecting power sites throughout 
the covmtry. 

Secretary Ballinger lias ordet'ed the 
director of the geological survey, to 
make at once an investigation of water 
power sites within the public doinn in 
and hot in forest reserves, with a view 
to recommending legislation to, protect 
these from falling into the hands, as 
'the order says, of monopolistic and 
speculative interests. 

Castro Proceeding Against Frarice 
Paris.—Cipriano Castro,̂  forninr 

president of Venezuela, is reported to 
be consulting- with lawyers-hefe with 
a view to bringing a damage su;t 
against the French government ior 
his recent expulsion from Martiniquf . 
As the government has the power to 
expel; foreigners at its discretion.. 
Senor Castro,it is said, purpOses ba.-;-
ing'" his action on the. fact that he \yas 
forcibly placed on board a ship at 
Martinique and compelled to, rCtur i' 
to France without being given the 
option pf choosing his destination. 

Morris Committed for Trial

murdering his.brother Chas. J. Mor­
ris, on a homestead south of (> here. 
The crown. is endeavoring to establish 
as a motive for the crime, a quarrel 
between the brotltera, .Ernest having 
sold a team of horses owned by 
Charles without the knowledge of the 
latter.

$820,760,000, showing a deficit of . 
.?78,810,000.l It is pointed out that the 
increased 'expenditure is due mainly 
to old age pen.sions and appropria­
tions for the navy. « 

Dealing with the last year's finances,. , 
the. chancellor says that nearly alt 
branches of trade. iand industry suf-:̂  
fered a serious depression. The foreigiv 
trade returns showed a diminution,in 
values to the amount of nearly $5'70,-
000,000 as compared with 1907. 

The chancellor adds.that it is im­
possible to prophesy any immediate-
rapid recovery, but he is of the opin­
ion that there are some indications 
that foreign trade is beginning to im­
prove. The revenue for 1908 fell' 
short of the budget estimate by 
$7,510,000. • : : .
