McCarthy, late of the customs at' 
Trinidad, ; as :;adviser., As to the 
Canadian commissioners, i t would 
undoubtedly be a great advanta.ge 
were one ; of them Mr . Fielding, the 
author of the preferential policy. 
He: has a better grip of the problem 
In its wider aspects than any other 
Canadian, and no- one can question 
his keen imperial: sympathies. 
. S i r Daniel w i l l , we believe, be ac­
cepted:/-with favor by most West 
Indians l is one knowing for many 
years the ful l requirements of .colonies 
in respect of their agrieultural pro­
ducts, sugar, coffee, cottoni cocoa-
how they may best be handled and 
the markets best suited for them.
