The'"act to- amend the Land Act in 
which provision is made fof" the per­
petual, .tenure of. timber land now 
held iinder special licence, will, it is 
expected be introduced in the legis­
lature' by Hon.Price Ellison, Chief 
.commissioner of lands. 

Section' 6. of the amending act pro­
vides'that, special timber licences 
shiill be translerrable and renewable 
froriî  year to year while merchant­
able/timber in sufQcieht quantity to 
make it commercially valuable exis­
ts on the land covered by the licence. 

It is provided. that the holder of 
any.licence, who wishes to renew un­
der the provisions oi the amendment 
act granting, perpetuity of tenure 
must surrender his old licence, with­
in two years from April lst.l910,and 
in applying for renewal under the 
condition's he must pay a fee of $20 
each in addition to all other pay­
ments which rnay be due. 

.. It is provided that all renewals 
are / subject to. the payment of such 
rental or, licence fee and to such ter-
imposedms and conditions,regulations 
,and restrictions as are fixed and /im­
posed by any statute or order-iu-co-
uncil in force at the t.ime renewal is 
made or at any/time the'realter.

shall be forty feet and compensation 
for the right-of-'way must be made to 
the owner ot the land affected before 
entry can,,be made.on the land. ; 

In that section of the amending act 
referring to. land/only is' a clause 
providing: that "all ''crown grants here­
after issued .,for lands, the right to 
which was acquired' siibsequ'ently to 
April;.:17th; 1896,shall /contain pro 
vision: that jn the event of any oi 
the lands so. granted being divided 
into - lots contaihing 1 acre or less, 
oiie fourth ; of all the lots shall bt 
re'verted to. the crown; 

The. Premier in moving ;the second 
reading of. the , amendments to the 
Placer Mining Act, explained to the 
Houfse last week,that the object was 
to'allow free miners to obtain leases 
ii'pon lands ..on which timber and coal 
claims had been filed.sub.ect to. con-
'ditions~as. to paying for loss and 
••damages. This is a priveledge that 
can work no harm to the owners of 
such claims, and in some instances 
at least will enable gold bearing 
ground to, be worked by the miners.

is,wanted for the murder of two wh­
ite men at Hazelton five years ago. 
riiese outlaws are,also, believed to be 
responsible for the death of/ the Mc 
Leod boys of Bdmo.D(toEi.aqd for the 
disapperance/ of. eeveral̂  white 
men who hayie' ventured / iipon .i;hfe 
upper reaches o'i'''the -Port N̂elson 
river never to return. 

The British Columbia Government 
has set a price on the outlaw's head 
of $1200, and although Whitestein 
knew nothing of Gun-a-Noot and the 
reward ofiered; for. his capture-until 
he got back to Fort St. John, yet 
he is confident thiat the band he en­
countered in the wilds is this ident­
ical bunch. 

The, prospector,who has been a 
irontiersman all his life and has a 
good knowledge of Indians and ,their 
habits and customs,ra,n, across the 
outlaw band on the banks of the 
Sikanni river as he was returning 
-rom a venture north alon the Fort 
"Nelson river towards the headwaters 
of the Liard. He found traces of 
where the band had wintered on the 
Fort Nelson River and ̂ shortly after­
wards they ran into the camp'of the 

'tfihe on the' Sikaniii. 
The first thing about ' tbe tribe 

which struck, the prospector and his 
two companions as peculiar was the 
suspicion with which they were reg-
by the Indians when they "entered the 
whichcamp. The prospector had been 
accustomed to being cordially re­
ceived by the, Indians, who generally 
paid little attention to his movemen­
ts in the country. 

The moment he and his compan 
ions entered the camp of outlaws 
big Indian gave the alarm to the 
camp when he caught 'sight of the 
prospectors by shouting out in good 
English "White .man". Tbe general 
suspician with which they were reg­
arded by the entire tribe struck the 
prospector as, extrbadinary. 

Entering into conversation,with the 
band of which there were 100 or more 
men, Whitesstein discovered ânother 
curious fact which aroused his sue 
picions of the band'and led to bel 
eve that they were outlaws,tliat was 
that they appeared tb know nothing 
of the,Indian tribes at Fort St John 
and other central points in the Nor 
them Country. 

Unlike Fort St John Indians and 
other Indians of the north, the tribe 
understood perfectly when a ..map 
the country was produced an,d the 
prospector began to ask questions 
He found that they were well: acqua­
inted with various trails through the 
mountains from the coast and/con­
cluded that this tribe originated 
irom some point on the coast.,During 
the day or two that the prospectors 
camped near. the Indians they were 
unmolested but the Indians however 
kept close watch on the white men. 
and. the prospectors were never out 
of sight, of one or other of the Indi­
ans until they struck camp again.It 
was not beforethey reached Fort St. 
John;and told the settlers there of 
their encounter that they learned ol 
the reward for the capture of 
Indian outlaw.
