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Word was, received liere tliis weelc 
that the government will commence 
worlc upon the construction of the 
wagon road from this point to Ques­
hel Forks as soon'as weather condit­
ions will permit;' The Public Works 
Department intends to send in one or 
nipre competent men to cruise out a 
route in the near, future. A large ap­
propriation is being asked for the 
ĉonstruction of the permanent road 
between these points. This road,when 
completed will place Quesnel in dir­
ect communication -with a great ag­
ricultural and mineral country. It 
will assure the delivery of freight 
in. Quesnel Forks and the Horsefly 
country, at a reduction from'the pres­
ent rate in-faster time. The country 
to be traversed presents no seribiis 
obsticles to the building of a per­
manent wagon road.

Jones and P. B. Carson which was

• SURVEYING ON THE NAZCO. 
Still another of British Columbia's 

exploratory surveyors has reported 
the results of last season's bperat-
ions in the field,by means of which 
a large area of desirable surveyed-
land,-much of which is well adapted' 
to the purpose of agriculture,is pla-

.ced at the disposal of purchasers or-
preempters. 

The surveyor in this case is Mr. 
Henry Fry.P.L.S., whose operations 
(before he was detatched for the sur­
vey in tue locality of Crown Mount 
ain.on Vancouver Island) have been 
principally in the valleys of the 
Blacicwater and the Nazco rivers,in 
that section of the province upon 
which tbe attention of settlers and 
investors is concentrated at present 
Northern Cariboo and Lillooet. 

"Work has begun," says Mr.Fry in 
his report to the Surveyor General, 
"on the west boundary of last seas­
on's work in the Euchiniko valley,on 
June 19 th and continued west tor 7 
miles to the shores of Bat-too-nee 
lake, this lake was traversed but as 
the shores were found to be steep 
side hills and the land only fit tor 
grazing, the survey was stopped at 
th.s point; the valley continues,how­
ever,west for about 20 miies with oc­
casional isolated patches of first-
class land. 

' On July 12 work was begun in the 
Blackwater valley,at the South boun­
dary of our work done in 1908; the 
survey was carried up the BlacKwater 
river three miles above its coniluence 
with the Nazco;the river has been 
carefully traversed and the whole 
woric made continuous. 

"One mile west of the end of our 
survey on the Blacicwater river, an­
other stream comes in from the Sou­
thwest, the Bae-zac-ko, and in this 
valley there is a considerable area of 
good land which should be surveyed, 
but on account of settlers coming in­
to thĉ Nazco it was, decided for this 
yeaiFto follow up the latter valley. 

"This was done,and the land sur­
veyed for ten miles South, until a 
junction was made with A.H.Green's 
survey of the Indian reserve. The 
valley from this point South incre­
ases greatly in width,and the quality 
of the land improves,but as our app­
ropriation was expended the party 
j-eturned to Victoria.

.R. B. Gosnel, writing in'the 'Van­
couver "Province" upon efiQcient land 
clearing in. British Columbia,suggests 
that the state might co-operate in 
the work of clearing timbered lands 
for settlenibnt. Mr Gosnell points out 
that the Government have gone so 
far,as to purchase powdey. in car 
load lots and selling it to farmers at 
cost. 'l 

We suggested, some weeks ago in 
our editorial boliimn, that the gov­
ernment should 'purchase a number of 
power clearing outfits and place 
them in the field Wherever a sufficient 
number of settlers would warrant, 
charging a nominal price for the ser­
vice. Powder is useful to remove 
Pacific Coast fir stumps which grow 
in large sizes but is hardly necessary 
ill the Interior where the timber does 
not attain the .same size. 1° this 
whole upper country clearing that 
will be hard work indeed for man 
and. horse could he handled rapidly 
aiid easily by power .'A small stump-' 
ing engine such as are in use in the 
state of Washington would tear from 
•the ground ''any of the' stumps on 
ground which is fit for'agricultural 
purposes at an average rate of about 
six an hour. Some of our contempor-
araies ventilated our suggestion,wh­
ich is entirely practicible and feasible 
for, the clearing of lands in the Nor­
thern Interior. ,

W.P.Hinton, General Passenger Ag­
ent of the G.T.P.., states that a gr­
eat movement of settlers will comm­
ence this summer to the fertile vall­
eys drained by the Naas and Skeena 
Rivers,lying adjacent to and north of 
Prince Rupert. These valleys arc 
principally important as fruit grow­
ing districts and arc already gaining 
the attention of people from Oregon, 
Vancouverand Victoria,and all parts 
where fruit growing is carried no. 
Already many settlers have taken 
land in these regions,and have grown 
cerials,fruit roots and grasses which 
compare favorably with those grown 
farther soiith. 

Mr Hiuton also expects that there 
will be a considerable movement to­
wards the Stewart, Kispiox, Bulkley 
Plcsant, Lakelse.Francois Lake and 
Nechaco Valleys, where altogether 
there is over a million'acres of till-
ablFlands.

He was ele/ated to the bench 
as judge of the • County Court of 
Cariboo in lS89,and in' the same year 
was appointed Stipendiary Magistr­
ate. In 1891 he was a senator of the 
University of British Columbia,; 

He was married in 1871 to Char­
lotte, the third-daughter--of Rev.A. 
G. Pembcrton, rector of Kensal 
Green, London,England. 

The,late Judge Ocrnwall assisted, 
materially in the development of the 
agricultural resources of the province 
In connection with his son H. P. 
Cornwall, he was the largest and 
most successful stockralser in the 
Province and contributed in no small 
degree to its agricultural prosperity. 

THE AMENDMENT TO 
THE PLACER ACT. 

;0: 
The amendment to the Placer min­

ing Act, introduced by Premier Mc-
Bride, places sonie restriction on 
placer minets to which they have not 
heretofore been subject. Hitherto a 
placer miner has been allowed to 
stake his claim on another person's 
property with a certain amount of 
impunity. This amendment provides 
that,in the event of a lease being 
granted of land already lawfully occ­
upied,' a free miner shall give-ade­
quate security,to the satisfaction of 
the Gold Comniissioacr,for any loss 
or damage which may be caused by 
his entry upon such land; and after 
entry he shall make full compensat­
ion to the occupant or ov/ner of such 
land for any loss or damage which 
may be caused by reason of such en­
try; such, compensation,in case of 
d'spute.tp be determined by a cou,rt 
having jurisdiction in mining . dispu­
tes, with, or without jury. 
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EDITORIAL. , 

The winter still retains its grip 
upon the Northern Country but signs 
are daily becoming visible which 
point'to the approach of Spring. 

The tree' tops show the faintly 
yellow- tint of forming buds,the sun 
shine carrys more warmth and a 
warm wind blows,, at times,signs of 
the approaching break-up. 

With the spring will come the real­
ization of the fact that this district 
is again attracting the attention of 
the public at large. Many years ago 
the pioneers of Cariboo,then the 
most important section of the prov­
ince,discovered alluvial gold >in vast 
quantities in the Barkerville country. 
There followed the famous gold rush, 
which resulted in the recovery of 
about fifty million dollars frohi the 
diggings of Cariboo and Cassiar. No 
one could judge,in those days,the ex. 
tent of the country's richness in gold 
yet the hills and valleys were 
stripped of their wealtn,the flourish­
ing mining camp relapsed into a 
.state of senile decay,mining operat­
ions were limited to a handful of 
hydraulic properties and several deep-
digging drifting propositions .which 
have .-never proved productive or. suc­
cessful ventures, commercially.; The 
gold excitement passed and CafiboO[ 
ceased to be heard of. 

During the coming year history will, 
repeat. itself, Cariboo will again be 
visited by a great influx of people. 
-This "rush" of 1910 will differ diam­
etrically from that of the early 
days in the fact that the in-comers 
are ncit looking to strip the-district 
of its gold but are bringing gold 
with them to invest in the land they 
seek for their future homes. 

The district,pregnant with latent, 
resources in common with the -whole 
of the 'Northern Interior has lain 
dormant since the be.ginning of things 
simply for lack of transportation 
facilities. The G.T.P. is providing the 
lacking element for the development 
of a.great country,and the people are 
conring in thoiisands to populate and' 
develop it. The centre of interest is' 
Fort George at the junction of the 
Fraser and Nechaco rivers,and that 
old Hudson's Bay post will,during 
during the coming summer,present 
the spectacle of a Canadian "boom" 
town in process of evolution. 

Quesnel will also be greatly benif-
fitcd by the geueml development of 
the northern part of the district. 
There is land for the mult'tide in 
Cariboo, The land is good, fert'le, 
and without need of irrigation, and 
will raise heavy crops of all grains 
and vegitables that will compare well 
with those raised in any part of the 
province. Barkerville has also taken 
a new lease on life, the mining in­
dustry is again a prominent factor 
whilst the promise of cheap trans 
portation promises a great, revival of 
the industry in low grade properties. 

Quesnel will continue, to be the 
main distributing point of the. whole 
upper country until the completion of; 
the G., T..P. by which-.-time this'' 
place will occupy the centre of the 
finest agricultural section of the dis 
district. With, these bright prospects 
ahead of the town the needs of the-
community should, be better attended 
to. Government assistance should be' 
granted towards the proposed bos-, 
pital, a form of fire protection 
should be instituted here. An up-
.sct price should be placed upon the 
lots in the townsite and allow the 
sale of them on demand. These uni 
many other measures would help the 
town to grow and prosper.
