" " Quesnel, in common with many of the prosperous settle-
ments in British Columbia, apd Western Canada in general

 came into existence about the year 1859 as a base of supply.

"A Hudson Bay Co'!s post was established 'here after .the
removal of that company’'s depot from Fort Alexandria,a

'point on the Fraser River. about 25 miles South of here.

This occurred during -the days of the Gold discoveries in the
Barkerville region,about "the year 1862 and  the subsequent
stampede - to' that section. During those days the young
towns of Quesnel and- Barkerville were places of great impor-
tance in ‘Br.tish Oolumb1a, then New Caledonia. They grew

" and flourlehed like - the - .green Bay tree; money passed freely,
dance . halls and theatres were -on every hand.

The town takes its name from one Jules Maurice Quesnel

a -leader in the -service of the North West Company,a fur-
‘trading corporatlon which estabhshed posts in New Caled-
- onia after-the famous exploratory journey across the Rock-
ies by Sir Alexander ‘Mc Kenzie. Quesnel “was a member of
the party under Simeon Fraser who first established thc
posts of the North West Trading Co., in New Caledonia

about the year 1807,

'In° the year 1863,through the efiorts of Gustavus B.Wright ’

. the Cariboo Waggon road was completed to this place. Two
-years later its ‘construction terminated at Barkervrlle In
‘the year 1867 this town is referred to as the rival, for com-
mercial supremacy, of Fort St.James, the chief trading post
and capital of New Caledonia, and the residence of the Col-
ony’'s Govenor, Peter Skeene Ogden.

In 1871 the first C P. R. survey was run through this dis-
trict,from which time on the town of Quesnel formed the
distributing centre of a vast territory; the hub of .a wheel
‘whose spokes were some of the longest roads and trails on
the continent of America, .

The ‘‘boom’’ days however went bye; the town lost many
of its industries, its‘inhahitants and its pretentions and
,palsscd through a long period of temporary oblivion.

The Klondyke rush in the years 1897-98 again stimulated
" the town’s commercial life but the utter 1mpossm1l1ty of the
telegraph trail as a practicable route to Dawson became ap-
parent after fortunes had been squandered and hv-es lost
on the endless route and Quesnel ceased to reap gain from
the trade of travel bound to the Yukon. 7

The remoteness of this region restricted the development
of its marvellous natural resources to thcse of the gold
mining and fur trade industries.The fact that the country

contained millions .of acres of agricultural land aroused but

passing interest which died altogether on the location of the
C. P. R. over its present southern route..

Such were conditions until five years ago- when the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway Co., placedtheir survey parties in the
field and in three years succeeded in locating via the Yellow-
head Pass the shortest transcontinental linehaving the low-
est gradient of any on the American Continent.

With the marvellous precedent of a great country’s rapid
development upon.the advent of railroad transportation,as
established hy' the construction of the Canadian Pacific Ry.,
the possibilities of the great areas of agricultural and tim-
ber lands of the Northern Interior aroused the intercsts of
capitalists internationally. The country.awoke, shook off the
state of lethagy which the re-action of the goldcn“boom"
days had left it under and realized its great potentialities.

And it is thus that we find Cariboo to-day.A district yet
fabulously rich in gold;laden with timber and sgricultural
land. The extent of the district’s mineralization in the baser
metals is as yet unknown,but from showings which are being
made lode mines will figure in the reports of the Minister of
minesg to Carihoo's credit in years to come,

This by way of introduction.- Quesnel and the Quesnel
district has been subject to the passing flights of prosperity
invariably associated with those sections which gain their
distinction and existence from placer mining.

Conditions have changed with the promised abvent of
rheap transportation and Quesnel now stands on the thresh-
«d of a stable and assured reign of prosperity,supported by
a vast agricultural and mining district.

The Town

The heauty of the town's location is oftcn commented
upcn by the travellér who {inds himself suddenly confrunted

with a view of the place from the bhox seat of a stage coach”

or the deck of a river steamboat. The view which we re-pro-
duce above is taken from the East side of the Quesnel River
showing the bridge in the foreground. The townsite is ideal
and wonderfully level and is bounded by the Quesnel and
Fraser Rivers. The land available for any extension to the
townsite, which may bhe needed in days to come, is ample for
a city of any size. The bench upon which the townsite is
located is clevated about 30 feet above the level of the river.

QUESNEL AND SURROUNDING TERRITORY.
Quesnel is situated at the junction of the Fraser and the
Quesnel rivers, 220 miles North of Ashcroft on the C. P. R.
the ncarest railroad point.Sixty miles to the East lies the
town of Barkerville, whilst ninety miles North,at the con-

fluence of the Fraser and Nechaco rivers the foundations of
the future city of Fort George are being laid. A cable ferry
here provides transportation across the Fraser River to the

Soutbern terminus of the Quesnel-Nechaco waggon road,now -

practically completed. This road gives direct communication

between this point and the heart of the Nechaco country,:

ending at Fraser Lake. Work will commence this Spring on

the construction of a waggon road between Quesnel‘andvf‘

Quesnel Forks, following the gencral direction of the Ques-
nel River for a distance of about sixty miles. This road will

open’ up ua great agricultural area and will also place this

town in direct communication with the Horsefly and Quesnel

-Liake region which is rich in alluvial gold deposits and heav-

" ily timbered. There are large stretches of agricultural- land

in the valleys® of the Quesnel,Fraser, Blackwater ‘and Cotton-
wood rivers and in the areas lying between. Of this land
much is found. timbered with poplar, jack pine and spruce,
Meadow lands are found scattered through the country: on
which wild-hay grows rankly. The poplar covered land:is, as
a rule very productive and easily cleared by the aid of fire.

The soil is a black loam with clay sub-soil.” W.J.Bowman,
Professor of Agriculture in the University of the State of
Iowa, who visited this district in October of last year,in-
forms us that the soil in this d1<:.tuct is of a compnsi*ion

.to guickly germinate -vegitable . llfe
Grain crops are sown here from April 20th. to the lst.,of

May. Potatocs usually early in June. The grain harvest

7  takes place in the mi. .dle of August or early in Septemher
" Of the grains Oats are found to be the most prohtable crop’

as.-they iind a. ready local market. Wheat is hanled to Ques-
nel in the winter time and sold to the grist mill. Summer
frosts are very-rare occurrances in- this section and cause no
Serious damage to crops or garden truck.

Transport:tion

Since the year 1868 when the Barnard Stage Co., organned
the first transportation service to the Mines by way of the
old Yale road, travel betwecn the lower country and North-
ern (Jarlhoo has been by means of the stage coach and River
steam:.oat. The British Columbia Express Co., who operate
the presest excellent service have done much to provide

~ Cari.oo with the best possiiile facilities in accordance with

the muil regulations. The summer service is twice- -weekly,
beginning at the opening of Navigation about May 1st., and
ending on Nevem er 1st.,
service during the winter months

During the summer the stage service ends at Soda Creek g

point (0 mles South cf here where the Cariboo Road frret
stri es the Fraser River. Fr m Soda Creek the passenger
embar.s on one of the tleet of river hoats which ply on the
great system of of watcrways of which Soda Creek at pres-
ent forms the foot of navigation.During the coming season
companies are placing specially constructed motor cars on
the road. and the British Columbia Express Company are
promising to land their passengers as far north as Fort
George in three days travel from Asheroft, which will mean
that Quesnel is less than two days from the C. P. R. in rime
of travel. The stage fare from Ashcroft to Quesnel is §$37.50
and from Quesnel to Fort George $12,50.

The Business Houses:

The Hudson's Bay Co's sales shop. The establishments of
the Hudsons Bay Co., in Western Canada are divided into

four separate brancies; the Fur Trade posts; Sales Shops;

Mail Order and De.artment stores and wholesale estahlish-
menis. The New Caledun.a district, which covers their whole
territory west of the Rockics, under the General Manage-
ment of Mr James Thompson of. Victoria possesses two
wholesale depots, and one large department store, Next
comes its sales shops and we believe that foremost amongst
these for both appearance and efficiency of service should be
placed the Quesnel branch. The exterior presents little
change from the time when Quesnel centred around the post,
all the picturesqueness is there, with well kept garden and
grounds. The manager,Mr.W.L.Collins has a practical know-
ledge of the country's requirements from many years exper-
ience, and keeps the stock and store up to the state of cffic-
iency consistent with the growing needs of the country.

JAMIES REID LTD,

The mercantile firm of James Reid Ltd., traces its foun-
dation from the cflorts of one of the most distinguished of
the pioneers of Northern British Columbia,the late Senator
James Reid who came to Cariboo in the year 1862 as a pros-
pector.After a somewhat chequered period in his carcer this
dauntless pioneer started a small store here,which,by. judic-
ious management, prospered and grew into th the firm "which
