* MURDER A7 LYTTN

A dastardly. murder ‘was committed
in Lytton some time Wednesday. ev-
ening, 16th inst., when Mr. J. B.
Barrick, a general merchant of ‘that
“town, was cr uel]y done to death. The
crime was discovered by a couple of

Indian hoys . about ‘eleven o'clock
Thursday morning.  The murdered
man ‘who lived all alone and occu-

pied a room in the back of his store
was apparently about to retire and

cvidently had gone to the front door
upon hearing the murderers’ trying
to Jorce the door of his store.  This
door had been sccured by placing an
old box stove across it as the keys
had been lost, the keys being found
the next morning. under an empty
coal oil box. The crime was appar-
ently committed with a sawed off
handle of a pick, this being found
covercd with blood close to the body.
Several crashing blows had been gi-
ven, fracturing the skull, three large
wounds on the side of the head tes-
tifying to the violence used.

Robbery was undoubtedly the mo-
tive of the crime ‘as burnt matches
were found underneath the till which
however, was intact, the murderers
hcmg probably frightened off hy the
ringing of the till beil.  The till con-
tained quite a little money and scv-
eral C.1.1%. cheques, the day previous

being the monthly pay-day. Coroner
ganson and Constable Burr left on

Thursday night’s express to investi-
rate.  So far no clues to the perpe-
trators of the foul crime have heen
found. Coroner Sanson cmpanclled a
jury and adjourned same until more
evidence could be secured.. The local
Constable, ¢. Titzgerald, had heen
called to Spence’s Bridge the pre-
vious night, so the murderer had am-
ple time to mnke his cscape. Chief
Constable Burr is remaining there to
work up any evidence that may be
seeured.

The murdered man,
“seventy years of age, was an old-
timer and a well known man, having
kept a store at Nicomen [or several
years and came to Lytton about
three years ago. THe leaves a  wife
and two girls, the youngest heing
‘about eleven years old.
