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The steamer "Charlotte" met with 
an accident Friday morning while 
Captain Alexander was lining his ves­
sel through Fort Geoirge Canyon, and 
is now lying at the foot of the Can­
yon safe, but with some three feet of 
water in her hold. ^ 

Captain Alexander came down in 
the steamer's" skiff last evening bring-
ihg word of the unfortunate, but not 
wholly serious accident, to his mana­
gers and owners, the James Held Es­
tate. 

The accident occurred at 8 o'clock 
in the morning, and was caused by 
the cable slipping off the pin on the 
snore as the steamer was' giving way 
to the current. When the steamer 
lost its hold on shore the current 
swung the bow round and the cap­
tain was unable to control .her long­
er. She struck on. a rock and stove 
a hole in the side allowing the wa­
ter to pour in.. With considerable 
siiill Capt. Alexander beached his 
boat at. the foot of the canyon and 
after sending two men to Fort George 
to notify.Capt. Bonser of the "Cnu-
co" to come and get his passengers, 
hurried to Quesnel ,to arrange for 
shipping wrecking,.material by- the 
steamer .'.'Quesnel," to repair tue 
craft. T • • . 

As customary all the passengers 
were walking over the portage at the 
time the accident occurrea and no 
one was injured,' and the cargo is not 
damaged. The Charlotte was heavi­
ly loaded this trip, a great part oi 
tne cargo being a shipment bi lum­
ber. Irom .Harry Joyce's mill. 

The steamer Charlotte, is the old­
est vessel on the river, being >,built 
in 1897, and this is the first accident 
she has ever sustained m her four­
teen years of service. She has ,the 
reputation 07 being the fastest steam­
er, on the river and has ariiple and 
commodious accommodations, for .30 
passengers. She is,-iiO feet long, 
with a beam of 22-feet; She has 
liirge power engirie's'ahd makes from 
i.6 to 20 miles an hour with the cur-

., rent. C. G. BiTrrie is t$e chief en-
• gineer, and his engines .p&sed^^iarst-
class inspectwh -at the commence­
ment of.this'trip Tuesday at Soda 
Creek. , ' - ' 

For years the ['Charlotte" has run 
between Soda ,. Creek and Quesnel, 
making her first trip through Fort, 
George Canyon last season after the 
Dominion Government had cleared 
the canyon of the larger rocks by 
blasting. Several successful trips 
have already been completed this sea­
son. 

This accident need cause no anxie­
ty on part of any future trips to 
Port George as. there will'be a new 
arrangement of. lining, thus avoiding 
similar occurrences in the future. 

Among the -passengers this trip 
were A. J . Avison, Miss Pearce, Miss 
Taylor, Mrs. Scott and two children, 
Mr. Kelly,' Sr., and Junior, Mr. A. 
Fraser, Mr. A. J.' St. John, Mr, T.S. 
Fairhurst, and Mr. McDonald. 

, While there were not; many in at­
tendance, the pdstponed^raeeting of 
the Conservative Association Thurs-, 
day evening, was one of ..keen inter­
est and the discussions brought 
forth many pertinent questions and 
some heat.

After a general discussion in regard 
to means, of securing funds for the 
hospital, which seems to be the most 
potent question before the communi­
ty today, the meeting was declared 
adjourned. 
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The Str. "Chilco," after arriving 
at Fort George on her last trip, 
went up the Nechaco river and 
brought down a raft of logs for the 
Clarke saw mill, after which she 
took a load of frelgnt to Giscombe 
Porta.ere, the chief part of which was 
for Seeback and Hamilton,, store­
keepers at that point. One of the ar 
tides of cargo was a wagon by 
which the portage this summer to 
Summit Lake will be made with 
greater ease than formerly. 

The steamer, upon its return to 
Port George took the Templeton sur­
vey party up the Nechaco river some 
miles and tlien met with more diffi­
culty with the boilers which have 
been the cause of much delay this 
season. Captain Bonser sent a wire 
via Blackwater to Quesnel to the ef­
fect that the "Chilco" would have to 
lay up a few days at Fort George 
to make repairs, consequently break­
ing her scheduled return. She is now 
at Fort George.

THE SWIIFI filVE 
Russel Pe'den, of Port George, ar­

rived In town this week from Swift 
River after completing a contract for 
the delivery of over a million feet of 
lumber for the Quesnel Hydraulic 
Gold Mining Go. He informs us that 
the dam at Swift River is now com­
plete with water running over the 
waste7weirs. It is one of. the finest 
structures of its kind yet completed 
in this province. The credit fcr the 
successful completion of this great 
engineering enterprise is principally 
due to the well known constructor of 
the Quesnel Lake dam, Mr. J. J . Ni­
xon, who superintended the work of 
construction. To Mr. H. B. Fergu­
son, engineer in charge of the work, 
is also due a liberal share of credit 
for Its construction. 

The dam was built for the Quesnel 
Hydraulic Gold Mining Co., under 
the management of Mr. H ^̂ ' Du 
Bois, the well known placer mining 
expert of Philadelphia, and raises 
the level of the water to a height of 
forty-Hve feet, from which elevation 
it is carried by means of ditches, 
syphon pipes and flumes for a dis­
tance of eighteen miles. Thc ditch 
carries five thousand miners' inches 
of water to feed monitors for the 
hydraulic mining of thc Gold Mining 
Co.'s group of leases on Twenty-Mile 
Creek and Quesnel River. 

Actual mining operations will lie 
commenced on the ground one year 
from this . month. — The company's 
mines, when in operation, will rank 
amongst the largest placer properties 
in the world, and from the prospects 
obtained, will, we believe, be am­
ongst the richest. 

The development of the young anl 
prosperous city of Port George, is 
proceeding with a rapidity and vigor 
very much in excess of tli.; '.•'':;ie'-'ta-
tions of our representative, who vis­
ited that embryo city this 'week. At 
"Old Port George," tbe name given 
by the Northern Development Co., cf 
Vancouver, to their townsite addi­
tion which adjoins the Hudson's Bay 
Co.'s property on the south, the ac­
tive work of building a.section of the 
future city of Fort George, has gain­
ed considerable headway. Among tho 
promoters of this townsite, Messrs. 
B. A. Laselle, W. C. Fry and W. P. 
Cooke are old timers in the Cariboo, 

-whilst Mr. M. C. Wiggins of Toronto 
another of the partners, is an exper­
ienced real estate operator. On th's 
property many buildings have been 
put up, amongst which may be not­
ed two banks, tho "Tribune" office, 
several real estate offices, whilst 
there are now in course of construc­
tion, or plhnned, a sash and door 
factory, pool room, two hotels, a 
restaurant, an amusement hall, and 
many more offlces and residences. 

At CentralPort George, which ad­
joins tho Indian Reserve on tho west, 
tho Natural Resources Security Com­
pany, who are also owners of the 
townsite which bears thc registered 
name of Port Gebrge, on tho Nocna-
00 River front, ,and of thc McGregor 
addition, are spending largo sums of 
money in the development of their 
townsite. At present they have ab­
out thirty men at work clearing • tlie 
streets and erecting temporary qunr-
ters for the accommodation of thc 
people who have invested iii tlicir 
lots and are visiting-the new town-
site to view their holdings. .Air. h\-
den, general manager of the com­
pany, informs our representative that 
his company intends to spenci a sum 
of $100,000-in the immediate develop­
ment of their townsite; Lumber is 
now being delivered on the ground 
for the construction of a hotel which 

'is"t9 co.st tliirty thousand dollars, 
'rhc^townsite is at a height of about 
seyeiity'-feet;above the.-Nechaco river,, 
sî oamboat landings ij'eing graded to-, 
the wat?r edge,to give accest; to the 
streets from the river; It is practi­
cally assured that tho Grand Trunk 
Pacific Railway Co. will locate their 
townsite on; tho Indian Reserve, which 
embraces an area of thirteen hundred 
and sixty-six; acres, in the event of 
which the Natural Resources land 
will lie directly to the west of their 
site. At the present time the North­
ern Development Co.'s property is 
being bisected by thc survey of the 
British Columbia-Alaska Railroad, 
which will build from Lytton to Port 
George. 

TheFort George Lumber & Naviga­
tion Co.'s mill at South Fort George 
is running to its full capacity in order 
to cope with the great demand for 
Ikmber, and orders are reaching Jas. 
Reid, Ltd., here daily for further or­
ders to be shipped north by steam­
boat, 

The Observer predicts a population 
of two thousand people in Fort 
George before another year has pass­
ed. The knockers in that northern 
burg are few. South Fort George is 
populated by an enthusiastic people 
each and every man of whom speaks 
confidently of the .-.days when street 
cars will be running over the routes 
now marked and marred by surveyors 
stakes and tree stumps. At Central 
Fort George the same thing applies 
on a larger scale but as yet there is 
little building activity in that sec­
tion of the townsite. 

We expect to see the town of Fort 
George ultimately cover the whoio 
flat at the junction of tho Fraser and 
Nechaco rivers. 

Carl'eton̂ ^ Place, May 19.—'I'h-Irty-five 
building.s~wero destroyed and ovcr a 
hundred people are homeless owing 
to a fire which started in a barber 
shop on Bridge Street here. The 
flames, fanned by a strong wind, 
spread rapidly. The best business 
section in tho town Is reduced to 
ashes; tho finest residential district 
ruined; the Presbyterian Church re­
cently constructed at a cost of twen­
ty thousand dollars; the Zion church 
costing forty thousand' dollars; the 
Masonic Hall, and the residence of 
James Gillis, costing fiftec\ thousand 
dollars, are among the buildings des­
troyed. Tho estimated loss will 
reach half a million dollars. The fire 
department from Almonte responded 
to call for aid.
