St. John, N.B., Juno 2.—Thc po­
lice yesterday arrested a boy fiend 
who has been torturing children in 
this vicinity for the past fev/ weeks. 
Ho is Charics McLaughlan, 16 years 
of age, and he was arrested in his 
home after he had jumped from a 
high window in an attempt to 
escape. The boy was then taken 
to the police-station and positively 
identified by tlio children he ill-
treated.' 

No case for a long time has caus­
ed such a sensation as this one. Mc­
Laughlin who is a dime novel flend, 
would approach little children on 
the streets and l)y the promise of 
candy would induce them to accom­
pany him to secluded places, and 
then would strip them of their cloth­
ing and beat them almost into in­
sensibility. Pour cases are already 
reported against him, and tlicrc may 
be more. 

In all the cases his method was 
the same, and the children beaten by 
him were very seriously injured. In 
at least one case that of little James 
Ingraham, 7 years old, it was fear­
ed that the boy would die, as lie was 
very badly beaten and frightened. 
Wlicn arrested, McLaughlan llrst de­
nied the charges, but when he waw 
confronted by his little victin:.s, he 
broke dawn and confessed. He could 
give no reasons for his actions.

They 
will then proceed to Phoenix, and 
from there they will go to Green­
wood and Rossland, u-vnd it is expect­
ed that the tour will be (inished by 
June 2. By tbat tinic all of the 
students will liave been distributed 
among the various mining cami:s. Dr 
John Bond Porter, who is in charge 
of thc party, appears to be a great 
favorite with the students.
