FOREST TIRES.

The aunual report of the Supérin- -
tendent - I‘orestry, which forms
part of the annual report of the le-

partment of the Interior, lately is-
sued, show ; that the Dominion For-:
"est Service is year by year enlarging
its staff of .fire-fightors and stcaduy
gotting into better shape its meuans
of protecting the pubhc forests with-
in its jurisdietion. ‘

During the year 1909 .the. number oi
fire rangers employed was 96, as eg
ainst 47 during the previous year.
Nearly half of these (45, to wit) were
employed in patrolling the Rocky
Mountain country from the- Interna-
tional bhoundary up- to the Peace,
Athabasca and Lesser Slave regions.
The Railway Belt in British Colum-
bia was guarded by 37 rangers, while
in Saskatchewan 14 were employcd
As in most previous years the larg-
est number of fires—those, at least,
whose causes were known—arose, from
the building and -operation. of - rail-
ways.
