Hi therto consideration of tarifl 
legislation practical ly has been con­
fined to the House. By an agree­
ment reached yesterday by the Sen­
ate committee objections are not con­
fined to the reciprocity measure sole­
ly, but because of its intimate rela­
tionship to the tariff question arc ex­
tended to include the free l i s t meas­
ure. Hearings wi l l extend through­
out the week.
