New Westminster, May 25.—A par­
t icularly brutal and atrocious crime 
of murder is being tried in the As­
size Court in this city today before 
M r .

Aneas Mack, an Indian, -is 
charged with thc murder of Wi l l iam 
Bernard, a half breed, in this city on 
the night of September 21, last. 

• In outl ining the case to the jury 
this morning, M r . W. Norman Bole, 
K . C , crown prosecutor, stated that 
Peter Sigh, another Indian, charged 
with being accessory after the fact, 
had turned King ' s evidence; and was 
prepared to tell what he knew bf the 
affair, thus making the case for thp 
crown very strong. 

Actording to M r . Bole, the accused, 
the deceased arid another Indian were 
drinking together on the waterfront 
on the night of September 21. Mack 
and Bernard started to fight and the 

accused being the stronger man is a l ­
leged to have knocked Bernard down 
and kicked him repeatedly. Ho is 
then alleged to have thrown, the ap­
parently lifeless body Into the river. 
Sigh was- in his boat on the river at 
the time and heard the splash as the 
body entered the water. H c rowed 
to the spot and found Bernard cling­

ing to a pile of the wharf and nearly 
helpless. Ho helped him into his .boat 
and attempted to care for h im. 

A l i tt le later Mack appeared and, 
seeing Bernard in Sigh's boat, order­
ed tho latter to row out. into the r i -
ycr under penalty of death. Sigh 
complied and when they were out in 
deep water it is alleged that tho ac­

cused. Mack, picked Bernard up and 
threw him into the Fraser River . 
Sigh was cowed and apparently made 
no effort to save the man. 

The police were summoned, but 
found only some blood stains and a 
couple of hats on the, river bank. 
Bernard's body was found later near 
Eburnc , iri the North A r m of tho 
Frasor River, and later Mack and 
Sigh were arrested. T h c two men 

aro being tried separately. M r . W. F . 
Hansford is appearing for the accus­
ed.
