M r , Rogers was one "of the pioneer 
residents of Barkervil le , and probab­
ly the: best known business man ; in 
the interior of the province. .Besides 
conducting a large general store, he 
was also proprietor of a wholesale 
l iquor store, a restaurant, butcher 
shop and blacksmith: shop, and was 
largely interested in various mining 
properties in the district . " We liavo 
been unable to get authentic informa­
tion about him, but friends here 
state he has iieon a resident of this 
district for upwards of forty years', 
coming into the country overland 
from Edmonton , H e was a native of 
Eastern Ontario . 

In politics deceased was a Conser­
vative, and represented Cariboo in 
the local house for a period of eight 
years. He- was also a member of 
Gariboo Lodge No. 4, A . F , & A , M , 

Personally the deceased was a gen­
ial , whole-souled gentleman. H e pros-" 
pored in his business enterprises, and 
was generous to his friends, as many 
who have cxperioncod financial diffi­
culties can Jiestify, H e was never 
married, but is survived, we believe, 
by a brother and a sister, and also 
by some nephews, none of whom are 
resident'in this section.
