T h a t the Chinese charge d'affaires 
wi l l be able to secure indemnity for 
many of the victims i s doubtfiil here, 
for i t is a fact that'since Chentung 
L i a n g , Cheng visited this country, 
five years ago, and advised his coun­
trymen- to become Mexican citizens, 
almost a l l have taken out regfstra-

M r . W . . H . Webb came - in from 
Steamboat Monday and brought en­
couraging news from that district . 

• N o t only has he located promising 
claims on L ightn ing Creek, which is 
almost on the boundary, but he has 

,. made the first discovery of iron ore 
in the Cascades, the location being 
about three-quarters of a mile south 
of the boundary. A mile and a tiuar-
ter south of the boundary, M r . Webb 
encountered white quartz, the fii st 
found in the Steamboat district. 'J'his 
quartz is very-s imi lar to that v/hich 
encouraged the owners o'f the Stand­
ard mine in the Thunder Mountain 
district to proceed with development, 
which in ' the end proved eminently 
successful. He is quite sanguine re­
garding the future of Steamboat and 
has' organized -the Lightn ing Creek 
Mining Company in Seattle to take 
over a l l his claims. None of "the 
stock of this comiiany is for sale. 

M r . Webb is an old-time miner in 
the Steamboat district. H e has madc 
many tr ips there but was looking for 
placer. L a s t summer he was in the 
district and states that at the Invi­
tat ion of ,Dan Greenwalt he hammer­
ed off a chunk of ore from discovery 
claim and tested it himself. When 
stakers were flocking into the dis­
trict , Webb went toward the bound­
ary and prospected up Lightning 
Creek, as he had found fairly good 
placer showings there. H c has claims 
at the top of the mountain, at an 
elevation of about 7 , 0 0 0 „ f e e t . 

H i s iron claims have a vein fifty-
five feet wide, and if they turn out 
well, thc discovery will bc an im­
portant onc. 

" T h c prospects are that Steamboat 
is good." M r . Webb stated yester­
day, "but. of course, tlie presence of 
ore in substantial quantity has yet 
to bc proven. I have ten men ready 
to go on with development on our 
properties as soon as the snow goes.
