WHAT OUR FARMERS 
ESCAPED 

As time passes Canadian 
farmers have more and more 
cause for satisfaction with 
the issue of the voting on 
the 21st of September last. 
Our neighbors are now near 
the end of a wheat harvest 
which is estimated to be 
about twenty-five per cent, 
greater than the one they 
took off last year. For the 
consumptive market for that 
wheat the United States far­
mers and grain dealers are 
by no means putting their 
trust in the home demand. 
They are making sales wher­
ever they can find buyers, 
and have no prejudice against 
doing business in this wheat-
producing country. 

As the wheat harvest in 
the northern tier of the wes­
tern states comes earlier than 
that in our prairie provinces, 
the farmers in those States 
have first access to the world 
demand for new crop hard 
wheat. The duty of twelve 
cents a bushel is supposed to 
keep their grain out of this' 
market, where our flour in­
dustry is as ready as that of 
any other country to grind 
the first offerings of new 
wheat. Unquestionably, if 
the duty were removed, there 
would usually be a large vol­
ume of United States hard' 
wheat shipped to our mills in 
the interim between the be­
tween the beginning of har­

vest in the north - western 
States and the beginning of 
harvest in pur western prov­
inces. This year not only is 
the hard wheat crop across 
the line good, but the grade 
is high. As old wheat that 
grades well has now become 
scarce here, our millers are 
not loth to buy in Duluth if 
the price is low enough. And 
they are finding that it is 
low enough. Among recent 
grain transactions was the 
purchase at Duluth of a car­
go of No. 1 hard spring wheat 
for a Canadian flouring mill 
company. This shipment, 
delivered at Port Colborne 
duty paid, costs exactly the 
same price as Canadian No. 
1 hard wheat laid down 
there. That is to say, cash 
wheat is now higher in Can­
ada than it is at comparable 
points in the United States, 
by the amount of the duty, 
which is 12 cents a bushel. 
If the reciprocity agreement 
was now in force, the Cana­
dian millers' demand for the 
wheat would be filled by off­
erings from across the liae, 
and the price here would be 
at least 12 cents a bushel less 
than it is, and probably more 
than that. 

Then, too, what would have 
happened to our barley grow­
ers had the pact been estab­
lished? This year the United 
States has a barley crop of 
about 200,000,000 bushels, 
and the current market price 
there is just about half what 
the reciprocity press said a 
year ago it was going to be. 
The malting trust can now 
make its own price across the 
line. Last winter Mr. Hugh 
Guthrie said reciprocity was 
dead. Many Canadian elec­
tors who were beguiled into 
voting for it rejoice that it 
is dead.

CARBOLIC ACiD ANTIDOTE. 
Tincturs of Iodine, It Is Claimed̂  Qlvss 

Remarkable Resulti. 
Among cases of accidental poisoning 

those caused by carbolic acid are the 
most frequent. These generally arise 
through mistaking a solution of car­
bolic acid for some medicine or, as 
occurs very often, for some alcoholic 
liquor. 

The remedies generally employed In 
dealing with this kind of poisoning 
consist in washing the stomach with 
alkaline water or pure glycerin, fol­
lowed by the ingestion of alkaline sul­
phates, oil and white of eggs beaten 
up. Some years ago, however. Dr. 
Maberly showed that tincture of io­
dine, administered In fairly large 
doses, may give much better results. 

On one occasion when called in to 
attend a young negro who. thinking 
he was drinking whisky, had swallow­
ed a quantity of a strong solution of 
carbolic acid and who consequently 
was severely burned about the lips and 
throat, Dr. Maberly hurriedly made 
him swallow a teaspoonful of tincture 
of Iodine In a cupful of water. A few. 
minutes afterward the patient was 
able to swallow some milk without any 
dlflBculty, speaking became easier, and 
he very soon completely recovered. 

Tha same immediate and complete 
effect wag obtained on administering 
tincture of iodine in doses of fi ?e drops 
In water in the case of a three-year-
old boy who had Just swallowed some 
carbolic acid. 

Similar success was met with In a 
third case of carbolic add poisoning, 
the victim being a child of two years 
of age. In this Instance the lodina 
treatment could not be begun till thir­
ty hours after the Ingestion of the poi­
son,' The alarming symptoms soon dis­
appeared under the Influence of tinc­
ture of Iodine given every four hours 
In doses of five drops tn a teaspoopful 
of water. The little patient was cured. 

The tincture of iodine neutralizes ths 
carbolic or phenic acid by forming 
with it an lodophenate, insoluble and 
therefor© harmless.—European Edition 
New York Herald.

IRON IN WATER, p j i 
Il Is One of the Moat Powerful FIsvor* 

ing Agents Known. 
What would you consider one of the 

most powerful agents with which to 
flavor water? Would it be iron? 

A half part per million of iron in 
water is detectable by taste, and more 
than four or five parts make a water 
unpalatable. In some mineral springs 
Iron is the constituent which imparts 
a medicinal value to the water, but] 
ordinarily It Is undesirable. 

More than 2.5 parts per million In 
water used for laundering makes a 
stain on clothes. Iron must be remov­
ed from water from which ice Is made 
or a cloudy discolored product will re­
sult An Iron content of over two or 
three parts per million in water used 
In the manufacture of paper will stain 
the paper. 

Iron is harmful in water used for 
steaming, for It Is In equilibrium with 
acids which inside the boiler become 
dissociated, with the result that the 
free acids corrode the boiler plates, but 
the amount of iron carried In solution 
by most waters is so small that the 
damage it does to steam boilers gen­
erally amounts to little. 

Waters having high Iron content 
have in some places caused an Im­
mense amount of trouble and expense 
when used as city supplies, for they 
favor the growth of crenothrix to such 
a degree that the water pipes become 
clogged with the iron sheaths of the 
organism. The removal of iron from 
water Is sometimes easy and some­
times very difficult.—Geological Survey 
Bulletin. 

Twining of Plants. 
One of the peculiarities to be noticed 

In connectlou with the twining of 
plants is the fact that with very few 
exceptions all the individuals of oue 
species always twine tn the same di­
rection. Most plants twine In the op­
posite course to the movement of the 
sun or the hands of a watch. Such 
twiners are the morning glory, wis­
taria, wax plant, trumpet creeper and 
many others. Among those which 
twine In the opposite direction the hop 
and wild bindweed, or climbing poly­
gonum, are familiar examples.—Har­
per's Weekly. 

Horse Markings. 
Among horses, Irrespective of tha 

question of breed, white Is much moro 
commonly seen on tho hind legs, or on 
one of tbem, than on tbo fore logs. 
And when tho latter aro white It la 
practically always true that you will 
flud white on tho lilud legs too. Ac­
cording to tho Horso World, when 
markings are present both behind nnd 
In front those ou tho hind limbs are 
usually the more extensive.

T SEPULCHERS OF WAX. l 

Tombs That .Bees Sometimes Ereot In 
Thoir Hives. 

' Bees have a very Ingenious and sani­
tary way of disposing of a, mouse or a 
slug that may happen, by accident or 
design, to find its way into their hive. 
When the Intruder is killed the prob­
lem arises how to deal with the body. 
If It Is impossible to expel or dismem­
ber It they wiU proceed methodically 
to Inclose it ia a veritable sepulcher ol 
wax. 

In one of his hives a beekeeper dis­
covered three such tombs side by side, 
erected with party walls like the cell 
of the comb, so that no wax should 
be wasted. These tombs the prudent 
"sextons" had raised over the remains 
of three snails that a child had Intro­
duced Into the hive. As a rule, when 
dealing with snails, bees will be con­
tent to seal up with wax the opening 
of the shelL But In this case the shells 
were more or less cracked and broken, 
and they had considered It simpler, 
therefore, to bury the entire snail. 

They had further contrived, In order 
that traffic might not be impeded in 
the entrance hall of the hive, a number 
of galleries exactly proportionate, not 
to their girth, but to that of the male 
bees, which are almost twice as large 
as the workers.—London Standard. 

STRAIT OF MAGELLAN. ' 
Place Names That Dot It Breathe cf 

Its Tragedies. 
The history of the toll of the strait of 

Magellan began when the flrst primi­
tive canoe capsized and fatally spilled 
its dark skinned Amerinds into the icy 
waters of this southern archipelago. 
The flrst .white man's toll was paid on 
his maiden passage through the strait 
by the man whose name the strait now 
bears, and the price exacted was one 
of the flower of his fleet and the deser­
tion of others, which turned tail for 
home before the bitter blasts from the 
western unknown. 

Since that long 300 years ago these 
wild and forbidding regions have ex­
acted their heavy toll of life and 
property from every maritime nation 
of the globe which has sought to use 
these "ends of the earth" as a high­
way. The very names given by explor­
ers to these parts are a clew to its his­
tory and character—Mount Darwin, 
Beagle channel, Mount Sarmlento, 
Desolation island, Thieves bay, Port 
Famine, Mount Misery, Unfit bay, Last 
Hope Inlet, in many oases spelling trag­
edy In its worst forms.—Outing. 

Stevenson's Name. 
No modern write." is better known 

by his Initials than Robert Louis Ste­
venson, but "R. L. S." was arrived at 
after considerable experiment. Ste­
venson's baptismal names were Robert 
Lewis Balfour, and the third name 
caused the difficulty. Until he was 
about fifteen he signed himself "R. 
Stevenson." After that ho occasional­
ly used Stevenson. "R. L. B." In 1868 
he asked his mother to address him as 
"Robert Lewis," but a year or two 
later, as he expressed it in u letter to 
Mr, Baxter, "after several years of 
feeble and Ineffectual endeavor with 
regard to my third initial (a thing 1 
loathe)," he finally abandoned it alto­
gether. Stevenson when about eight­
een changed the spelling of his second 
name, from "Lewis" to "Louis," but 
Lewis he remained at all times in the 
mouth of his family and friends. 

Origin of the Moss Rose. 
The reputed origin of the moss rose, 

according to the Persian legend. Is so 
pretty a tale that It will have a ro­
mantic interest for all who love that 
old world and delightful member of 
the great rose family. It appears that 
in the long ago the angel whose task 
it was to tend the floors, wearied 
with his labors, fell asleep beneath a 
rosebush and- on waking, refreshed 
with its perfume and the shade It hnd 
afforded him. bade It ask for any boon 
It wished. "Give us," said the roses,

veloped the fiowers witb It, telling 
them that this green covering, being 
the emblem of modesty and humility, 
would make the moss rose the fairest 
of Its species and Its queen for all time.

Victoria, Aug. 29-—During his re­

cent trip to the interior in search of 
material proper to be added to the 
provincial archives, Mr. O; E . Schol-
field, the archivist, had some inter­
esting experiences and gathered con­
siderable information that wil! be of 
value to the future historian of Brit­
ish Columbia. 

This work, says Mr. Scholefield, 
should really have been done about 
ten years ago, when more of the pi 
oneers were still living, and when 
their recollections were still fresh 
Much that would have been of his 
torical importance has been irrevo 
cably lost by this delay, but muc 
remains to be gathered up and pre 
served. The archivist made a simi 
lar trip last year, and intends to 
make others as opportunities offer. 

On the present occasion his first 
stopping place was Kamloops, where 
he examined the sites of the old H 
B. Co. forts. From there he went 
to Ashcroft, and thence to Quesnel 
where he was successful in obtain 
ing some very valuable information 
notably from Mr. John • McLean 
who reached the district in 18.58 by 
working his way up the Fraser river 
and who was one of the company o 
pioneers who discovered .Keithley 
Antler, Grouse, Williams, and other 
valuable gold creeks. Mr. McLean 
talked very entertainingly of the In 
dian war of 1858, of the scarcity o 
provisions among the pioneers, and 
the discovery of gold. 
' From Quesnel the archivist went 
to Barkerville, where he spent near 
ly a week. It is hard to realize 
now, says Mr. Scholefield, that fifty 
years ago Barkerville was a thriv­
ing, bustling, wide-open town, with 
all the appurtenances to be expected 
in a civilization where gold was 
plentiful, and female society scarce. 
The prosperity has departed, but the 
spirit of hope survives. The pres­
ent inhabitants are quite convinced 
that good times will come again 
with the advent of the railroad. 

Among the citizens from whom in­
formation was obtained ,here were 
John Pomeroy, Simon Reid, and 
Messrs. Hodgkinson and Isaac, the 
last-named of whom has been in the 
district since 1865, and has not left 
the land of his adoption during all 
the intervening years, Mr. Muller, 
who is associated with Mr. John 
Hopp in hydraulic mining in the dis­
trict, gave testimony that the old 
miners certainly knew their business. 
"They must have smelt the gold," 
is the way Mr. Muller puts it, and 
they went after it in a very thoro 
manner, considering the appliances 
at their disposal. Nevertheless they 
seem to have overlooked enough lo 
render the hydraulic proposition rea­
sonably profitable. 

In Barkerville, among other things, 
a number of photographs "of the early 
60's were secured. The people all 
took great interest in the object of 
Mr. Scholefield's researches, and 
gave him every assistance in their" 
power. Especial courtesy was shown 
by Mr. John Stevenson, a pioneer 
of the pioneers, who now holds an 
important government office, and 
who went out of his way to give 
every help possible. 

Richfield was also visited, where 
the old courthouse still stands. This 
proved to be rich in historical docu­
ments, many of which, through the 
courtesy of Mr. Grain, the govern­
ment agent, Mr. Scholefield was en­
abled to bring away with him. Rich­
field was the first town on Williams 
creek. The population afterwards 
moved to Barkerville and Cameron, 
which latter was situated about a 
mile below Barkerville, on a site 
now covered tv/enty-five feet deep 
with tailings. The.name of Cariboo 
Cameron was well known in the 
early days. He made a fortune in 
the gold diggings, but lost it in the 
saw mill business in eastern Canada. 
Then he returned to Cariboo, bent 
upon repeating his former success, 
butidied soon after. ' 

l̂ ôrt George and 150-mile House 
were also visited, but the findings 
at these places were not so plentiful 
or so valuable.
