T H E PRESIDENTIAL 
CONTEST 

(Victoria Colonist) 

As yet there is no very 
great open interest being ta­
ken in tlie presidential con­
test in the United States, 
although the date of the el­
ection is o n l y about two 
months away. ^We judge, 

• from what appears iri the 
press of that country, that a 
great amount of wire-pulling 
is going on ; each of the can­
didates is endeavoring to ef­
fect as many alliances as 
possible, and it may be as-

; sumed.that a very earnest 
private canvas is being con-
ducted. But as yet no fea­
tures that can be called 

- spectacular by any stretch of 
language have developed. 

• Most people expected M r . 
.Roosevelt to put up what is 
-called a whirlwind campaign; 

but if it is his intention, to 
engage in one, his plan must 
be to have it, culminate on 
the eve of the election. 
There are many signs of bit­
terness between the Taft and 
Roosevelt factions. It is ftir 
greater than any hostility 

V manifested by either of them 
towards Mr, Wilson. If an 

" outsider may form an opiii-
. ion, we would say that tlie 
political managers are not a 
little at a loss as to what 
course they Avould be best 
advised to take ; also that at 
the present time the outlook 
seems to be more favora])le 
for Mr. Wilson than for either 
of the others. We think that 
both the President's and the 
ex - President's supporters 
would much prefer the Dem­
ocratic candidate to win, la­
ther than that Mr. Taft, in 
the one case, or Mr. Rooto-
velt, in the other, should 
come out victorious. A tl iree-
cornered fight is always a 
difficult one. Our Neighbors 
have hardly had any experi­
ence in that direction that is 
of any value to them under 
existing conditions. 

Mr. Taft's supporters rest 
their hopes of success upon 
an appeal to those who are, 
or fancy they are, benefitted 
by a high tarilT, and they 
seek to weaken Mr. Roose­
velt by efforts to connect him 
with the trusts through the 
medium of election contribu­

tions. Their chief objection 
to Mr. Wilson is that his suc­
cess will be an assault upon 
United S t a t e s industry. 
They also assail the Roose­
velt jplatf orm as revolution­
ary, a contention that seems 
ridiculous to persons accus­
tomed to the British system 
of government, except in the 
single item of judicial recall. 
Mr. Roosevelt's supporters 
allege that Mr. Taft has 
gone over bodily to -the peo­
ple whom he was elected to 
oppose, arid that he has con­
fined his oflficial exertions 
solely to protecting "the pre­
datory rich," and to making 
his re-election sure. Against 
Mr. • Wilson they make no 
more serious charge than 
that his political position is 
in point of fact no more pro­
gressive and no more ia the 
general public interest than 
is Mr. Taft's. Mr. Wilson 
and his main supporters are 
pursuing a wholly ciignified 
campaign. They stand for 
a lower tariff, but not for 
anything resembling f r e e 
trade. On the whole their 
position is a very moderate 
and reasonable one. With­
out expressing any opinion 
asrto the other cahdidates, 
we feel it can be safely said 
of Mr. Wilson that i f he is 
the choice of the people next 
November, the nation will be 
the gainer thereby, for as 
president he would do much 
towards lifting national pol­
itics out of the sordidness 
that has enveloped them of 
late years. 

A N Edmonton paper says 
that the- country has out­
grown its .postal facilities. 
This is true not only of the 
area in which the Albertan 
eapital is situated, but of ail 
the west. The Canadian 
post office department is a 
money-maker, and it ought 
not to be so until the people 
of the country everywhere 
have the postal accommoda­
tion they risquire.

English,Nobleman Who Died Recently 
Had a .Distinguished and Varied 
Career In Politics—Occupied Sev­
eral Government Positions Until 
He Became Governor of New Zea­
land—His Son a Maori Chief. 

' The death of the Earl of Onslow 
has just taken place in his 59th. year. 
Lord Onslpw had been in ill-health 
for a considerable time, the cause be­
ing primarily due to overwork. Though^ 
suffering from a feverish attack which 
had'kept him in bed for three months, 
he went to Hampstead to see hi.:, 
younger son. the Hon. Huia Onslowj 
who a little while ago met with an 
accident in the Tyrol. It was at 
Hampstead that Lord Onslow died— 
at Beechworth, the residence of Vis­
count Craniey, his eldest son and heir. 
Lord Onslov/, a man of many accom­
plishments, hfld ft varied and distin-
guithed political career. He succeed­
ed his grand uncle, the third earl, 
while ."itill nt Eton—where he was dis­
tinguished by wGflrini;! a beard—and 
his first appoinlment was as Lord-in-
Waiting to Queen Victoria in 1880, in 
the Earl of Beaconsfield's .Administra­
tion.

onial Secretary, and for his services 
upon that occasion he received the 
K.C.M.G. He administered the af­
fairs of New Zealand with much suc­
cess. With the object of getting infor­
mation at first hand he visited every 
corner of the Dominion, no matter how 
remote—an'exaniple recently followed 
by Earl Grey in Canada. 

Lord Onslow completely won the af­
fection of the Maoris, for he. took ad­
vantage of every opportunity to visit 
the native settlements and promote 
their interests. .It was at Government 
House, Wellington, that Lord On­
slow's younger son, the Hon. Huia 
Onslow, was bom, and as a compli­
ment to the Maoris the boy was given 
the native name which he bears. So 
pleased were the Maoris that 
they insiited upon making the 

! baby a chief, with all the tra-
j ditional rites and ceremonies. From 
j time ti time ' the Maoris send 
I presents to their English chief, and 
i during King Edward's coronation cele­
brations in 1002 the 18 .young chiefs 
representing the Maori tribes visited 
the Hon. Huia- Onslow at Clandon, 
Lord Onslow's seat in Surrey. Lord 
Onslow was keenly interested in agri­
culture, and at his model farm at 
Clandon he was able to put to the test 
of oxpGrienoG his views upon the pro­
fitable culture of the land. He Avas 
founder ol the Land and Globe Own­
ers' Association for the Voluntary Ex­
tension of the Allotments System, 
which anticipated much subsequent 
legislation. With his team of bays 
Lord Onslow was a well known figure 
at meets of the Four-in-Hand. Club. 

1 He was a skilful shot and an ardent 
I motorist. 
; Lord Onslow took great interest in 
I municipal affairs. On the formation 
1 of the L.C.C. in 1895 ho was elected 

on alderman'and became the lender 
i of tho Moderates, a position which 
! he filled for three years. He was 
I also for a period an alderman of 
\ Westminster City-Corporation, and ho 
l.was Lord High Steward of Guildford. 

In 1909 Lord Onslow sold a portion of 
his estate in Surrey to enable his suc­
cessor, as he stated, to meet the heavy 

' new cha.nges on landlords imposed by 
the budget of that year. Owing to 
the general trend of legislation, he 

! said on that occasion, "the best policy 
I of the landowner, to use a Stock Ex­
change phrase, is to 'get out'."
