The Yuletide in the North 
Country 

De;u- Mr. Editor—If I may be per­
mitted I would like very much to give 
my impressions of my first Christmas 
season spent away from home and 
among strangers. 

On Christmas morning I awoke in 
the.Occidental hotel in your town, a 
stranger in a strange land and among 
strange people, overtaken by time 
and circumstances between the star­
ting point and the objective of my 
journey to the north lands, and I un-
jntentionally formed part of what 1 
consider one of the most cosmopoli­
tan crowds of people that it was ev­
er my privilege to see. Iput in the 
day in.the lobby of the hotel, unno­
ticed apparently by the crowd which 
continually passed in and out of the 
big doors — business men, profess­
ional men, laborers and nondescripts 
—in an unending stream of joyous, 
rollicking, careless humanity, appar­
ently having the one common object 
of making themost of the day given 
over to festivities andg(ladness. The 
day thus spent was not without îts 
pleasure, amusement and instruction 
as 1 watched the laughing, joking 
line of men .passing in to the big 
punch bowl, and out again to con-
dnue the jollity at other places. The' 
absence of drunkenness or rowdyism 
was particularly noticeable. During 
the entire day 1 saw one nian quietly: 
led lo the door and told to go f.n.ci_ 
get some fresh air. Old gr"ey-h.ni;t-eci 
men, tiny children, Indians and the 
Asiatics were mixed together in oVe 
common ma:ss of fun-loving humaia-
ity. Altogether! consider it one of 
the most instructive, good-natyred 
crowds of people it was ever my prir 
vilege to be associated with. 

But the climax of the day was in 
r.he dining room of the hotel, when 
the customary Christmas dinner was 
served to any and every one who 
cared to come and eat. The l,arge 
room was'decorated in a beautiful 
ind tasteful manner ; the usual ev­
ergreen decbratidns were disjpensed 
with, and the ornamentation vvas 
carried in exquisite taste with bun­
ting, tinsel, and flowers. At the 
head of the table, in the seat of hon­
or, was probably the oldest man in 
the county, a veteran of'59, and one 
of theyoungest business men of the 
town, a man of 1910. 

And then down the long line of 
tables, which probably accommoda­
ted one hundred persons', were seat­
ed representative ladies and gentle­
men of the neighborhood. As one 
of the guests of the house I was for­
tunately seated near" the head of the 
table, and consequently had a good 
view of the cheeiful and hungry ap­
pearing assembly, that dwindled to 
the kindergarten class at the foot, 
near the kitchen, where the food did 
not have to come so far to reach the 
augliing, fun-loving children. San­
ta Glaus, in all his punctilious regu-
ations for the observance of the 

day, could not have .wished for a 
more joyous and happy throng. 

One man, who probably had more 
wine than vvas good for him, added 
to the amusement by his careful and 
udicrous attempts to appear as so­

ber as his companions. 
I must say, Mr. Editor, in conclu­

sion, that I would not regret tbe 
companionships and comtorts pf 
home so very much if I could be as­
sured of as happy and comfortable 
a Christmastime as I spent in Ques­
nel in T912.

Synopsis of Coal Mining 
Regulations 

jr-OAL mining rights of the Dominion, 
^ in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al­
berta, the Yukon Territory, the North­
west Territories and in a portion of the 
Province of British Columbia, may be 
leased for a term of twenty-one years 
at an annual rental of .f 1 an acre. Not 
more than 2,560 acres will be leased to 
one applicant. 

Application for a lease must be made 
by tne applicant in person to the Agent 
or Sub-Agent of the district in which 
the rights applied for are situated. 

In surveyed territory the land must be 
described by sections, or legal sub-divi­
sions of sections, and in unsurveyed ter­
ritory the tract applied for shall be 
staked out by the applicant himself. 

Each application must be accompanied 
by a fee of $5 which will be refunded if 
the rights applied for are not available, 
but not otherwise. A royalty shall be 
paid on the merchantable output of the 
mine at the rate of five cents per ton. 

The person operating the mine shall 
furnish the Agent with sworn returns, 
accounting for the full quantity of mer­
chantable coal mined, and pay the roy­
alty thereon. If the coal mining rights 
are not being operated, such returns 
should be furnished at least once a year. 

The lease will include the coal mining 
rights only, but the lessee may be per­
mitted to purchase whatever available 
surface rights may be considered neces­
sary for the working of the mine at the 
rate of $10.00 an acre.
