T H E GERMAN RAID. 

The German naval raid on three 
English coast towns, only one o( 
which was fortified, is oflicinTly re­
ported ̂ to be an event "without mili­
tary significance." This implies that 
an attack without warning on a,civil­
ian population, and the slaughter .of 
a number of, non-combatants, is .not 
war and does not contribute to thp 
final issue, Britain has a coast liiw 
of some thousands of miles with hun­
dreds of cities, .towns and villagea 
easily assailable. Water or air craft 
will be abic from time to time to 
reach these exposed communities and 
kill number's of people. As we point­
ed out some days ago it wllL always 
be much easier to land a force on the 
British coast than .to get it : away 
again. It is still easier for ships to 
throw shells ashore in the night or In 
foggy weather and tben run , away. 
Bombardment of undefended towns 
without uoticc to the iuhatiltaiits Is a 
military or naval innovation, in"̂ keep­
ing with German operations in Bel­
gium. Whether we call it barbarism 
or culture may depend upon the point 
of view. The main thing is that it Is 
the German way in this war and must 
be expected to continue. 

Germany will not agree with the 
British statement that this incident 
has no military significance. With 
their fatal gift for misunderstanding, 
the German authorities suppose that 
Britain will be terrorized by. this 
demonstration. They expect that the 
British people will now insist that 
their tjoldiers must be kept at home.. 
By repeating the experiments they 
hope to limit British activities to 

>• home defence, leaving France and Bel­
gium to fight their own battles. If 
this were to be the result of this 
raid it would have great military sig­
nificance. 

Germany is wrong in this as in all 
her judgments. These five or . more 
cruisers will prove to be the finest 
British recruiting officers yet evolved 
!by the war. Men who had not yet felt 
themselves called to the front will 
rush to the colors by hundreds of 
thousands. They will not seek leave 
to serve at home, but will ask to /be 
led to Berlin, They know that Ger­
man cruisers may. not strike twice in 
the same place. Cruisers may. often 
elude the pursuer In the mist. They 
are not within reach of the man with 
the rifle and bayonet. But the British 
people also know where, they can find 
the enemy and hold him to account. 
Somewhere on land between the Eng­
lish Channel and the Prussian capital 
tho German roust face the avenger for 
the last struggle. That aspect of the 
case has military significance. 

Further wc should say that this In­
cident has great naval signiflcn|ce. 
According to British accounts at least 
three battle cruisers and two armored 
ships havo boon at large for at least 
a couple of days. They got past tho 
British lines and cruised along the 
British shore. Evidently ihcy were not 
bottled up. Probably they could have 
got out into the Atlantic if they had 
chosen to make that journey instead 
of sailing to the Durliam and York­
shire coast and back home. This docs 
not prove British negligence, for the 
blockade line must extend hundreds of 
miles in.a sea which Is much obscured 
by storms and mists. If th«Be three 
German dreadnoughts and some small­
er cruisers, with attendant destroyers, 
have escaped, wc know better 1 ^ 
was known before that British dcfeuvO 
needs every ship thnt the nation pos­
sesses or can provide. 

This raid will please the Kaiser. It 
follows his orders.

AFTER T H E WAR. 

Much has been written about the 
devastating effects of the war and the 
enormous destruction of wealth. Be­
cause of these things many persons are 
apprehensive that when peace comes 
the restoration of things to their nor­
mal condition will so engross capital 
that general prosperity may be slow 
in returning. While there has bepn a 
great deal of destruction, the devast­
ated area is not large relatively to 
the'rest of Europe, If we include all 
Belgium and all that part of France 
lying north of the Aisne and cast of 
the'Mouse In the Western devastated 
area, Â C havo .only about 20,000 
square, miles, A liberal allowance for 
the devastated area In the Eastern 
fleld would be 30,000 square niilcs, 
making a total of 50,000 square miles 
which, up to date, have felt tho de­
structive hand of war. Tbo populatlorl 
of the area thus allected will not ex­
ceed 12,000,000. Great irreparable 
damage bas been done, and much that 
has been destroyed will never be re­
placed, but the loss of a beautiful 
building will not of necessity have 
any permanent effect upon the . pros­
perity of the people, and the struct­
ure will not have to be replaced im­
mediately. The restoration to normal 
individual prosperity of the people of 
the dcvo stated areas will not take 
long. The wounds of war soon iical, 
although the scars may long remain. 
It is unlikely that tho devastated 
area will be very greatly enlarged by 
future operations, so that wc havo 
now available some measure of the 
work of necessary restoration. 

It is to be hoped that tho result of 
the war will bo such that no need will 
bo. felt to replace the arms and -muni­
tions of war that will have been ex­
pended In it, and that the necessity 
ior the maintenance of great bodies of 
soldiers will no longer be folt.'Reduc-. 
tion in armies and armaments will 
lighten tho burdens of the people and 
leave fre© an enormous amount of 
capital and labor for use In the pur­
suits of peace. There Is just as much 
actual money in the world as ever 
and the expenditures of the war have 
put in circulation vast sums that 
have been locked up against such a 
contingency. Wo aro strongly of the 
opinion that, if peace is established 
upon anything like a permanent basis 
and any other basis would be Intoler­
able, all the factors for a period of 
great prosperity will bo found to bo 
present.—Colonist,

VON MOLTKE IS BID'.-TRACKlilD. 

GERMANY'S CHIEF ANTAGONIST. 

An Italian diplomat who has been 
in Berlin recently says that the Ger­
man authorities recognize this as a 
war to the death with Britain—that 
France and Prussia are minor antag­
onists. Tho truth of this.view has 
been fully recognized by the British. 
It Is Britain's life against German 
predominance. Since the war began 
the^Anglo-Saxons have had plenty of 
evidence of German malevolence to­
ward them, and .particularly of the 
long course of secret proparation 
mode by the German authorities for 
a war with Britain. German power 
had arrived at such a strength that 
the Kaiser and his Government felt 
they could soon venture with reason­
ably good chances upon the great con­
flict with Britain thot would makc; or 
mar Germany's future, and the out­
break of hostilities lay at the mercy 
of casual events, such as Arclulukc 
Ferdinand's assassination, 

Tho Prussian ambition being for 
world-power, tho Prussian dictators 
of German policy could not but clash 
with Britain sooner or later, Britain's 
command of the sea, commandii\g 
flnanclal position, and latent mllitaryi 
strength mado her a towering moun­
tain In the path of German progress. 
As the protector of small nations,./thri 
champion of democratic libcrtios, the 
apostle of, the "live and let live" 
gospel, Britain has checked the inso­
lent display of the Kaiser's mailed fist 
on many important occasions, the 
most recent being that in 1911 in Mo­
rocco, The former German Chancel­
lor, Prince von Bulow, says quite def­
initely that Germany avoided inter­
vention in the Boor War only bccaiiBc 
her naval power wao wot suRlcicntly 

T H E HAGUE,-German nt-wapapors 
which have just been received here 
shoAv that the German press, although 
prohibited strictly " from, criticizing 
any acts of the govornmcut during 
the war, is much displeased by the 
sudden change in 'the leaderehip of the 
German military forces, Thoy state 
that Count von Moltke has been ''po­
litely side-tracked" as chief of the 
general staff and that supreme com­
mand has been given to "a v;ar min­
ister whose behavior towards the 
Reichstag in the ,Zabern incidcut, was 
Insulting." 

Iu the short biographies of Major-
General Von Falkcnhayno, which the 
papers are permitted to print, they 
refer, in the most guarded way, to 
what they term his failure, up to Lho 
present time, In the operations on 
the western front. 

"Von Falkenhayno was appointed 
temporary chief of the German staff 
on October 25," says the Berliner, 
Tageblatt. He, therefore, has held 
the position since th© fall of Antwerp. -
During this period have occurred the, 
battles of the Yser and Dlxmudo, Inij 
this serious tirao, therefore, Von Fali' 

The pulp nnd paper industry in Ca­
nada will profit greatly from the war 
situation. An increasing demand for 
Canadian supplies is already noted, 
due to the general stoppage of Europ­
ean supplies. It is probulblc,'also that 
a market will be developed for a large 
amount of small sized timber, to be 
used as pit props in the mining of 
coal in the British Isles. The usual 
supplies from the Scandinavian, coun­
tries arc, at Icjist temporarily, cut 
off to a considerable extent. Eastern 
Canada has vast quantities of timber 
suitable for mining purposes, and the 
securing of this market would mean 
a: very l.irgc development. On the 
other hand tho demand for lumber 
and building materials has fallen off 
seriously, on account of the general 
cessation of l)uilding operations. .

Synopsis of Coal Mining 
Regulations 

Coal miuing rights of tho Dominion 
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al­
berta, tho Yukon Territory, the 
Northwest 'J'erritorlcG and in a por­
tion of tho Province of British Co­
lumbia, may l)c leased for a term of 
twonty-onc yearn at an annual rental 
of -U an acre. Not more than 2,560 
acres rwill be leased to one applicant. 

Application for a lease must be 
made by the applicant in person to 
the Agent or Sub-Agent of the dis­
trict in which the righti? applitd for 
are situated. 

In surveyed territory tbe land must] 
bo described by sections, or legal sub­
divisions of sections, and In unsur­
veyed territory tlie tract applied for 
shall bo staked out by the applicant 
himself. . " 

Each application must be accom­
panied by a fee of .f5 which will be-
rofundod if the rights applied for are 
not available, bub not otherwise. A 
royalty shall bo paid on the mer­
chantable output ot the mine at the 
rato ot five cents per ton. 

Tho portion operating the mine shall 
furnish iho Agent with sworn-returns, 
accounting for tho full quantity ot 
raerchautablc coal rained, and pay ihe 
royalty thereon, If ihc coal mining 
rights arc not being operated, such 
rcturno should be furniGhed at least 
once a year.

AMERICA WARNS GERMAN-
AMERICANS. 

What the Ofiicial Press Bureau would 
call "a certain liveliness" is being 
displayed in tlio city of Louisville, 
where Col. Wattenson, enircncbod in 
I bo oflicos of the Louisville Courier-
Journal, is spraying the front of tho 
attacking German-American Alliance 
uith verbal shrapnel. In thia com­
bat tho plight of the Alliance ia not 
less hopeless than the plight of au-
;̂ ther Alliance that might be uicntioii-
jd, or the plight of the Gorman 
armiec in the field. It b«H no chaiico 
)f ultimately routing tho valiant Co­
lonel, who liasn't lost an argument 
.or twelve years. Tlic Alliance is 
charging the Colonel with being a bit-
tor nnti-Gorriian partizan, and asserts 
that ho is violating the neutrality in­
junction of his friend President Wil-
:ion. It threatens to blacklist him 
Old his paper because of its unfair-
acfls to ihc Gernian cause. To all of 
which ihc Colonel makes various 
atlnging ynd ample retorts. 

In a two-Column article which he 
•vrote a few days ago concorning the 
ictlvltlcs of the German-American 
Alliance of LoulKyllle, Col. Wattcrson 
•Ircw attention to ayphasc of iho situ-
ition that hos been; created by Gcr-
inan-Amcricans Jn.''tlie United States 
rjjat has escaped general attcuiiou, 
vnd this is the possibility, even tho 
;ortainty, if the Gormau-iVmcricana 
:ontliiuo their present campaign, of 
iuruing. the whole body of non-Gcr-
raan opinion against them, aud mak-
ng them, iu oflect, white negroes. If 
.he Alliance can blacklist Americans 
who disagree with it tho AmericanB 
jau blacklist ibo Gorman-Americans. 
If the Gorman-Americans aro going 
io carry into municipal. State and 
.lailonal politics their Germanism, 
aud vote for the politicians who ap­
prove ot tho Gorman attitude in tho 
present war, then the other Amcricaus 
:an as easily unite to vote against 
any German sympathizers. In short, 
.ho whole political life of tho United 
States may be torn In tho future by 
.he quarrels that ought io be confin­
ed to the battieficids of .Europe. 

When ihc war began Col.- Waticr-
•on warned iho Germans in the Unit-
jd States of the danger of rushing 
forward to identify ihomBclvcs with 
i.hc Kaiser and his hosts, not only be­
cause ihc l-Calser was wrong, but bo-
cause the. groat masses of iho Ameri­
can people, exclusive ot Germans and 
Austrians, h.TVo already given thclr 
jympalbics to iho; Allies, The Gor­
man-Americans, however, did not 
tako this advice, but patriotically al­
lied themselvos with tho Fatherland. 
Instead ot bowing thoir heads to ihc 
adverse judgment of the American 
people not of Gorman blood, tbey do-
Bod it. Thoy organized into various 
societies. Thoy wrote letters to news­
papers, called public meeting, and 
even started ncwopapcrs of their own 
when thoy became convinced that 
thoy could do uothlng io niako head­
way with tho papers already in exist­
ence. 
. This naturally bad the cflect of 

loading some critics to say that the 
so-called Gcrman-AmerlcaUQ were not 
American!? at all, that they wore more 
Gormanc. than anything else ; thftfc 
thoy were ImporlaliGts, not Demo­
crats, that they arc not true colonists, 
aud thai thoy only await the arrival 
of the Gorman colors to flock to thorn 
aud renew their allegiance io ihclr 
Fathorland. As Col. Wattcrson says, 
thcso men, if ihcy aro honost, ought 
Lo bo over iu Germany fighting for 
the Kaiser. If thoy arc sincere, they 
would fight for Germany against the 
United States, should ever ihe issue 
arise, Thoy are not real American 
citizens. They aro hostile aliens, who 
take the view thai ihe acts of Ger­
many arc not subject io iho judgment 
of any other power; that German ne­
cessity is iho solo arbiter of Ger­
many's acts. Thoir American eiti-
zenehip is a mo^ veneer. They may 
be a long svay from Germany, but 
their hearts are right there. 

Col. Wattcrson is oue who believes 
that, iu tho event of Germany beiug 
victorious in ihc present war, the Un­
ited States antl Germany would surc-
be atwaras- soon as Germany was 
ready for war, the final struggle bo-
twcou Militarism aud Dcmouracy.
