100-mile House 

A new and s t r ik ing element has 
been ejected into the already com­
plicated political situation in .the 
Rhineland by the alleged organiza­
tion of a secret parly w o r k i n g for 
the annexation of this German terri­
tory to France. Overtures w i l l be 
made to tho I'rSnch gov« fnmen t , it 
is said, to take the Rhineland iirto 
France on the same basis us Alsace-
Lorraine. 

Track- lay ing on the P. G . F.. has 
now nearly reached the • 100-mile 
House, which was the objective 
aime-1 at this year. It is intended 
to complete twelve miles of light 
grading this season, and tha goal 
set for next year is W i l l i a m s Lake, 
which wi l l l ikely be made a freight 
and passenger division. This point 
wi l l no doubt be the most important 
station between Squamish and Prince 
(ieorge, owing lo the broad stretch 
of country for which ib t^-ilt be the 
dis tr ibut ing centre. In addition 
there is a fine farming region direct­
ly tributary' to Wi l l i ams Lake , which 
makes certain the establishment of 
probably one o f the best small towns 
in B . C . •—Clinton correspondent of 
the Ashcroft Journal .

P;,it-
Uillo, .Min i s t e r ol" Lands, that the 
provincial government h*s complet­
ed arrangements lor the purchase o 
the land holdings of the .Southern 
Okanagan Land C'ompany, for the 
purpose of inaugurat ing a larg-e 
scale agricul tural settlement in the 
lower Okanagan \ ' a l ley . T h e ' p r o 
perl.y comprises 21i,000 acres of fine 
land'on both sides of the Okanagan 
river, ' together with a stretch of 
bench land on the west side of Oso-
y,o,o.Siil-i!fax.<).-ve..rijgjjigailjQ'̂ ^^ 
width, ahd running for a distance o 
ten miles t'rom the outlet of.the Ok­
anagan river to the internationa 
boimdary. The townsiles of Oso-
ypos and Fa i rv i«w are included in 
the property. 

The lands are said to be ideally 
situated in the garden region of the 
province, 'with abundant water close 
at hand for i rr igat ion needs, the en­
tire 22,000 acres being open land, 
all ready for the plow, and capable 
of being jas i ly transformed into a 
second Okan.ig.-m distr ict . 

It is understood th.Tt the pu/'chase 
price is $350,000, on the basis of 
$15 an acre, or 100,000 less than 
was offered for the property four or 
five years ago. 

There were 8,000 men called up 
under the Mi l i t a ry .Service .Act in 
Alber ta .

For grazing and industrial purnose.a. 

areas exceeding 6<0.acres may be leased 
by one person or company. 
PRE-EMPTORS' FREE GRANTS ACT. 

The scope of this Act is enlarged to 
include all persona Joining and serving 
with His Majesty's Forces. The timo 
within which tbo heirs or devisees of a 
deceased pre-emptor may apply for 
tltlo under this Act is extended fiom 
one year from the death of such person, 
.IS formerly, unUl ono year after tlio 
conclusion of the present war. T!ii.<i 
privilege is also made retroactive. 
TOWNSITE PROPERTY ALLOTMENT 

ACT. 
Provision la made for the grant to 

persons holding uncompleted Agree­
ments to Purcbaso from tbe Crown uf 
Kuch proportion of tho land, if divisible, 
as tbo payments already made will 
cover In proportion (o tho sale price of 
the whole parcel.
