The Barkerville Quartz

' Transactlon

A Musiness deal of some magni-
tude, and one which-means much to-
the mining activity of this district,
was consumated last week, when R.
A, Btyce, M. E., representing Tor-
onto and-New York capital, secured
in option on the Proserpine quartz
holdings, in the Barkerville district.
Che negotiations had besn going on
fof gome time, The deal comprised
the Independence Group of three
claims, owned by E. E. Armstrong
and the Imperial group of five claims
owned by F. J. Tregillus, P. Carey
wnd J. H. Blaxr. The price ranges
tnto six f'crures. )

- The property is a gold quartz pro-
position,  Altho there have been a
oumber of veins discovered on these
claims, there -are apparently two
large main veins, striking in a horf
westerly direction, .running with or
cutting the [ormation . diagonally.
Mr. Armstrong originally discover-
ed these veins on the Grouse Creek
slope, by an ingenious method of
pan: prospecting. Contrary to the.
theory of some geologists, who claim
the-rich placer deposits of Cariboo
were made by glacial drift, Mr.Arm-
strong contended that the Cariboo
gold is local, and that the placer de-
posits that made Caribbo famous
were eroded from two highly miner-
alized zones running in a north-east-
erly and south-westerly direction,
known as the Lightning and Willi-
ams. Creek belts., And when we
come to consider the gold deposits
in the creeks cutting this formation,
it would seem to confirm this theory.
Working along these lines, Mr. Arm-
strong began.a systematic search,

panning: from-the.creek: beds up’ the« ;

mountain. sides. "Once above the
ed, mchcﬂmrr he hdd reached a pomt
above the veins. ~In this way ‘the
original discovery was made.

Adopting this method, Messrs.
Carey, Blair and Tregillus located a
aumber of claims on the strike, and
after several seasons of prospecting
and crosscutting picked these veins
up, approximately 4000 feet north-
westerly, also a number of other
veins.” . At this point they sank a
shaft 30 feet, crosscutting the vein
at the bottom where it is 12 ft. wide
and slightly expanding. A number
of cross channel samples taken. at
this depth show an average value.of
from $17 to $20. DBelow the 12-fool
level all signs of surface oxydlzation
disappear, and the quartz is highly
impregnated with an arsenopyrite
sulphide. Whether the silica carries
values aside from the sulphide has
not been definitely determined, but
as there is considerable visible crys-
taline gold it would indicate that the
stlica carries values as well.

These veins are entirely new dis-
coveries, and unlike the bull quartz
veins, which were crudely tested in
former days, these veins are blind.
The bull quartz, being harder than
the surrounding formation, natural-
ly was less subject to erosion, while
theze veins are highly mineralized,
softer than the schist formation, and
consequently wore faster; they are
therefore capped over with the rock
formation, or a heavy overburden.
