The success of the Fa ir depends 
upon the loyal support of everyone, 
a i d if this is not assured, and there 
is not sufficient community spirit and 
pride in the district, it were better 
to have no fair at all than a poor one. 
The following statistics speak for

1919 — 25 " 253

the grain exhihii.s? W h y nolhin<; 

Why 
nothing, except one exhibit, from 
Dragon L a k e ? W h y so little from 
down the road? W h y no entries in 
no less than 20 classes? W h y only 
one collection ? W h y no Pre-emp-
tor's collection ? W h y no loaf ol 
bread baked by a g ir l? W h y no 
sheaf of oats? Where are the other 
35 competitors who exhibited last 
year ? 

Competition was keen in cabbage 
and carrots ; there were beautif'ul 
Howeri. for this time of the year; the 
bottled home prodifcts did not pro­
duce the number of entries expect­
ed; and there was no competition at 
all in the poultry section. 

Gate receipts brought in $33.35, 
as against $22.60 last year. At the 
close of the exhibition some of the 
exhibits were sent to the hosoital, 
the balance being sold for the bene­
fit of the hospital, and producing 
$30 as against $27.55 last year. ' 

The directors extend their thanks 
to M r . A . J. Elliott, for kindly act­
ing as auctioneer, and M r . J. A . Era­
ser for sending his tearn to deliver 
the exhibits sent to the hospital.

If men are allowed to; go 
around making unjustified state­
ments with regard to such a volun­
tary officer, it will soon be that no 
public spirited man will consent to 
hold such ofiices, and be subject to 
unwarranted abuse.

S ir—Al low me to correct an error 

appearing in your journal of Sept. 
17, 1919, in reference to the aims 
and objects of the Cariboo Industrial 
Association. This should read Car­
iboo Improvement Association. This 
organization is non-political, and in̂  
so far as the item states that its aims 
and objects are for the whole mining, 
district, especially.to setureiniprp^^^^^ 
ed t ra n sp o r ta t I't) n • f̂  ̂ -j I i t i es.'̂ i sjfferM 
correct. But the organi;^atibn-takes' 
exception to the statement that we 
are requesting the government to-, 
divert the main line of the P. G. &' 
E . at Wil l iams Lake, and from there 
go through the Harpers. Camp, 
Quesnel Forks , Swamp River and 
Barkerviile district. 

T o make such a demand/uhtil the 
feasibility and resources ofthis part 
of the district are reported-bn by ex­
perts, and the potentialities that can 
be developed into railway tonnage 
ascertained, would be absurd, nar­
row and bad politics. The conten­
tion of the Cariboo Improvement 
Association, branches of; which are 
to be organized throughout the Car­
iboo district, is that whereas'the P. 
G. & E . railway is to be,built by the 
taxpayers of B. C , that it means a 
cost of several Ifundred dollars to 
every average sized family- in the 
entire province. That it is an in­
vestment of vital importance to the 
people, and should be entered into 
with the same caution as though we 
were investing our private funds in 
my other business em erprise, with 
equal consideration for returns on 
the investment. The only difference 
is we elect the government as trus­
tees to act for us, and unless they 
initi.-ite a policy of sound business 
principl^^-s, irrespective of politics or 
ihe pull of a settled community in 
any particular part of the district, is 
not only bad business, but detrimen­
tal in selling securities to complete 
the road. 

The Cariboo Improvement Asso­
ciation contend that to saddle the 
entire province will] a liability, in­
stead of an asset, in order to cater 
to the votes of any section of one or 
two electoral districts, is a .misap­
propriation of funds, and demand 
that before any further expenditures 
are made that a thorough investiga­
tion of alternative routes be made 
by competent judges, who will report 
to the government, these reports to 
be the basis of ths government's fu­
ture policy with regard to the route, 

It will be the object of the Cari­
boo Improvement Association to se­
cure reliable data, and to give fur­
ther publicity to the merits of tlio:j 
alternative routes as soon a.s such 
information can be gathered in, and 
to co-operate with the government 
and give whatever practical assist­
ance may be within its power in se­
curing information that may be of 
service in assisting the government 
in the proposed investigation.
