end of the’ bunk house, about twelve
feet away, with his back toward
Johnson, and the bullet entered be-
tween his left-ribs and travelled up-
ward, passing through his left lung
and out under the shoulder blade.
The victim was brought to the local
hospital, but died that evening from
shock and hemorrhage.

" A jury was impanelled, and an in-
quest ‘held yesterday morning. A
number of witnesses were examined
but no evidence adduced of any sus-
picion of foul play. There had been
no quarrel between the men; in fact
they were reported to be chums. A
verdict that Lofquist had met death
from a bullet wound accidentally re-
ceived from a gun if the hands of
C. Johnson, was returned -by th.
jury, who added a rider thereto that
the construction company be reques-
ted to prohibit the keepmg of fire-
arms in camp.

ConstableGreenwood laid a charge
against Johnson of inflicting griev-
ous bodily harm, before Lofquist's
death teok place, and the trial was
held at 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon
before Magistrate Lunn, In view
of Lofquist'n death since the origin-
al charge was laid, it was with.
