For more than four months 

New York speculators have 
held six and a half million 
pounds of granulated sugar 
in Halifax warehouses, ŝays 
the Calgary Herald. This is 
only a portion of their hold­
ings, the balance having 
been shipped at a profit. 
While this ehormous quan­
tity was being held there, 
the people of Nova Scotia 
were paying 25 cents a pound 
for sugar and were told that 
the cause of high prices v/as 
shortage of supply. 

By no process of legitimate 
reasoning can it be argued 
that this sort of thing is 
right. Sugar is a necessity 
of life and as such the peo­
ple are' dVititled to free and 
unrestricted use of the sup­
ply, subject only to the rec­
ognized and legitimate rules 
of open competition in the 
markets of the world.
