PREMIER M E I G H E N A N D 
L A B O R 

Gnfe of the chaf acteristics 
of Canada's new Prime Min­
ister is that, whatever his 
audience, he wafetes no time 
in platitudes. He is no rhe­
torician, no congocter of 
empty phraseg. With ob­
vious sincerity and plainness 
of speech, he gets to grips 
instantly with the facts or 
the principles of his sub­
ject, and he Unfailingly 
leaves an audienae with con­
crete ideas on it. Whether 
or not his hearers agree with 
his views, -they have always 
Ihe deep satisfaetion of be-

' ing treated seriously, as men 
or women of sound discrim­
ination, and a bond of re-

•formed: through the compel­
ling directness of his argu­
ment.. The Trades and Labor 
Congress delegates who 
heard Premier Meighen 
speak briefly on labor pro­
blems received sane, sober 
counsel as from a sincere 
friend. 

The main issue in Canadian 
. Labor circles is the policy to 
be pursued in further ad­
vances. -There is a minority 
in some unions which favors 
distinctly radical action. It 
has natural affiliations with 
the One Big Union, thel.W. 
W., and other more or less 
Bolshevist organizations. But 
the great mass of Canadian 
Trades Union members are 
conservatives. They own 
homes or other ' property. 
They have families to be ed­
ucated' in good citizenship. 
Their stakes in the commun­
ity are not small, but large. 
They are personally interest­
ed in good government, in 
maintenance of prosperity 
and employment, and in 
measures promoting stabil­
ity. Premier Meighen en­
deavored to impress on the 
Congress the vital import­
ance to them, as well as to 
Canada at large^ of sane pro-
gressivism. The inescapable 
truth that nations, like man, 
cannot live alone.bids Can­
ada to look abroad, and so 

ad just her internal life that 
she can make most progress, 
while avoiding injuriously 
cutting loose from those 
whose competition we must 
meet. Premier Meighen laid 
down also the good old Bri­
tish doctrine of individual in­
itiative, individual effort, 
and individual reward. The 
only alternative to this is a 
sort of Communism which 
would rob everyone of na­
tural rights. If there is to 
be real progress, there must 
be security, opportunity and 
rightful reward. Govern^ 
ments : have a function to 
perform ih regulating, as far 
as they can, what may be 
considered . as rightful re­
ward. But this is naturally 
a question of administration, 
not of principle. Canadian 
Labor's best interests un­
doubtedly lie with the main­
tenance of Canadian indus­
try, the encouragement of 
capital to develop the coun­
try, and the . promotion of 
general "confidence. This 
solid basis cannot be depart­
ed, from without direct and 
immediate injury to the 

The .expulsion of Kamen-
eif, the Bolshevist emissary 
in" London, is the result of 
breach of faith.' When he 
came to London, he gave as­
surances that there would be 
rio propaganda, but the find­
ing of seventy-five thousand 
pounds for the London Soc­
ialist organ was part of his 
work.

Tho 
time wichin wliloh the heirs or devisee.^ 
of a deceased pre-emptor may apply 
for title under this Act Is extended 
from for ono year from' the death of 
siich person, as formerly, until one 
year after the conclusion of the present' 
war. This privilege is also rnade re- , 
troactlve. 

No fees relating to pre-emptions are 
duo or payable • by soldiers on pre­
emptions recorded after June 2G, ]!)18. 
Taxes are remitted for five years. 

Provision for return.of moneys ac-
- cruod, due and been paid since Augu.st 

4, 1914, on account of payments, fees 
or taxes on soldiers' pre-emptions. 

Interest on agreements to purchase 
town or city lots hold by members of 
.(Vllicd Forces, or dependents, acquired 
direct or' indirect, remitted from en­
listment to March 31, 1920.
