With Wal 
St. almost at a standstill, and a mi­
gration of a large percentage of her 
population to the ouliside world, and 
with the Bear Lake farmers retired 
to their native haunts, the historic 
old town is plodding her way thro 
the quietest winter in years.

Although we are passing thro a 
depression at present, no one famil­
iar with the ins and outs of mining 
at Barkerville believes lhat the pres­
ent Inactivity is the quiet that spelis 
oblivion, but, on the contrary, that 
we are on the dawn of a better day. 
Gold mining'at Barkerville, in sym­
pathy wilh gold mining Ihe world 
over, has had its depressions, due to 
a combination of circumstances 
whereby gold bullion was in prac­
tice reduced from eighteen to eight 
dollars per ounce; this has not been 
propitious or attractive to gold mine 
investors, but at the present time 
the zenith of high .prices has passed 
and the pendulum commenced to 
swing the other way. It is there­
fore only in the order of things that 
it now swing to the other extreme, 
and if so may mean depression, dis­
organization and disaster lo many 
other individuals, but will \iut gold 
mining on its feet, The^ question 
lhat naturally arises is, " Is there 
any gold at Barkerville in case the 
cost of operating drops to normal or 
below?" A well-known geologist, 
at a recent meeting of the Canadian 
Mining Institute, quoted statistics to 
show that of all the great gold quartz 
mines discovered there have been 
but two exceptions where the eros­
ion or placer deposit was not first 
discovered, and led to the discovery 
of the mother vein. These except­
ions were in Soulh Africa and in the 
Porcupine dislrict, but he suggest.'? 
that the placer deposits of Porcupine 
vvill yet be found lying between the 
present gold area and James Bay. 

There are no accurate statistics of 
the gold production of the Barker­
ville and Stanley districts, all sta­
tistics previous to ISGS'having been 
destroyed in the fire of that year. 
Late gold commissioners estimate 
the amount around fifty millions, 
but old timers claim that, due to the 
royalties imposed and for private 
reasons, nol over fifty per cent, of 
the gold was ever accounted for, and 
estimate the total production close 
to,one hundred million. Whal was
