A CONTRAST. 

Both Ontario and British 
Columbia held plebiscites on 
the liquor question within the 
past few months. In Ontar­
io, a majority of the vote fell 
against the repeal of the On-
ario Temperance *Act. In 
British Columbia a majority 
of the ballots were polled 
against the sale of beer by 
the glass in licensed premises. 
In both provinces there has 
been a clamor, engineered al­
most entirely by the liquor 
i.aterests, to allow local opt­
ion to prevail, and to permit 
the free sale of beer in those 
municipalities and districts 
which voted "wet.". 

In Ontario where there is a 
government which does not 
fear to have a policy on ma_t-! 1" 
ters of moment to the pub­
lic, Premier Ferguson has 
been quite definire in his re­
ply. His answer is "No.

group who, in the attorney-
general's words spend' 'every

Mr. Oliver, in casting his 
vote against the Roth well 
resolution, explained his.act­
ion by stating, his convi(itioh 
that the province had voted 
from a local option stand­
point. That might explain 
his vote as a private mem­
ber. It cannot explain his 
failure, as leader of the gov­
ernment,,to take a stand one 
way or the other. Many an 
evil has been; done in the 
name of party; and the Oli­
ver gove'rrirnerit, in . times 
past, has;been nô whit̂ backr 
ward in taking advantage of 
any opportunities the party 
system offered. But now, 
when there is need for party 
leadership and a party poli­
cy, both are absent, and the 
lobby works its will with an 
undirected Legislature. Here 
is an issue which concerns vi­
tally the administration of 
the law in the province,' yet 
neither party nor cabinet can 
be committed, to a policy re­
garding it, and the principles, 
which lie at the roots of par­
ty government ahd cabinet 
government, party responsi­
bility, and cabinet responsi­
bility, go by the. board. • 

But even considering Mr. 
Oliver a private member and 
not a premier' at all,, arid 
there is some reason: for do-
ng this, now that he is drop-, 

ping a premier's resp'orisibii-
ties, it is difficult to see how 
le can justify his vote of Tu­
esday. He adrriits that his

buckets on an endless chain'started 
on their circuit, irresistibly tearing 
into the earth, each scraping out 4 
cubic I'eet of gravel , conveying it to 
the dredge, and there dumping the 
material into "a large "hop'pei^'Tli'a'f^ 
feeds into a great revoK'ing screen. 
Inside the screen, under high pres­
sure, jets of water wash the fine ma­
terial, including the gold , ihrougb 
the screen onto amalgamating sluice 
like tables. F r o m these tables the 
mate'rial drops into a flume, and any 
gold escaping the- tables is here re­
covered. The flume then carries all 
fine material to the pit, dumping it

The Antler dredge is not a I:irge 
dredge, comparatively speaking, but 
it is one of the largest manufactured 
of this particular design, and co.'U 
approximately .$180,000.00. T o in­
crease the size requires an entirely 
different design, hence a much, lar­
ger investment. So. smooth does 

j according to depth required. Al tho 
this ladder weighs a great many tons 
it can be manipulated by a chi ld. T o 
watch this pre-historic: monster dijf-
i^ing so intell igibly, adjusting it.'Jell 
to conditions, procecding'methodi* 
callv to where it can devouf iTiateri* 
al lo the greatest advantage, con­
vinces one, like-the philosopher who 
looks out upon- the'.work.'i of nature, 
ahat back of all there is .soma great 
intelligence. But a glance to the 
top of the dredge reveals the secre«. 
Here in a winch room, in command 
of a dozen levers, an ever - watchful 
wincbman, over- looking the buckets, 
has complete control, a n d is the 
source fronv which the buckets re­
ceive their sk i l l . A crew of t w e n t y -
five men operate (he dredge^ in three 
sliifts; this is exclusive of the vvood 
cutters, ' T h e capacity of ih'e dredge 
is.-2,000 yards per 24 hours. A c -
c c d i r i g to the dr i l l ings , the j^rourd 
averages G6 cents per c u b i c - y a r d ; 
a l lowing for inaccuracies, a n d cut 
t ing the values to 50 cents per cubic 
yard, il should leave a good margin 
of profit for the investors'. N o so 6 
of min ing can be figured on w'.tb 
such accuracy. One (he ground is 
dri l led, the dividends can be figured 
almost to a cent. If it does not paft 
out it is due to some one in author* 
ity, either in the dr i l l ing or diagnos­
ing , mak ing an unpardonable blun­
der. ' 

The scow was built and the m a c h 
iiiery assembled on the old China 
Creek tail ings. Al though meeting 
with several drawbacks dur ing its 
construction, now that it is operat­
ing the splendid weather is assisting 
materially in making up for the lost 
time. O w i n g to a misfortune to the 
builders, who lost their factory by 
fire about the time the dredge was 
to be t u r n e d out, a serious set-back 
occurred, in consequence of w h i c h 
the machinery was manufactured in 
various factories, necessitating con­
siderable adjustment in assembling. 
The entire machine is run by t w o 
ocomobile boilers and engines, im­

ported from Germany^ which are 
conspicuous both for efficiency and 
economy, burning less than five 
cords of wood per 24 hours. M r . 
C . W . Moore , who has b u i l l several 
dredges in the Y u k o n and A l a s k a , 
had charge of construction.

Up to the sixth eentury A.D. all raw ailk was imported 
Into Europe from China, out the Byzantine Emparor 
Justinian induced two monlca to travel into China to 
procure silk worm eggs and thougli the exiport of them 
•was punishable by. death, these monka succeeded In 
bringing back a quantity concealed in the hollows of 
their pilgrims staves. 

From Byzantium, silk cultivation spread into Oreece 
and Syria, thence into Spain, and thence successively 
into Sicily, Naples, Northern Italy and France, being 
established in Italy In tbe sixteenth century. 

Various determined attempts have been made, prin­
cipally between the years 162̂  and 1839 to establish
