It was nice of Amy Johnson to 
time her arrival In England from 
Cape Town just when Britain need­
ed something to cheer her up a bit 
after digging down for the $95,000,-
000 she owed—and paid.

Financial papers in the East are 
talking about a revaluation of gold, 
th'̂  suggestion being made that it 
be increased from $20.67 an ounce 
to $30.

produciiiig; steadily aince February. 
Tonnage last year at this time of 
these mills Was quite small, Pioneer 
having a 100 ton mill and Reho a 
25 ton mill, the latter hahdling a* 
bout 45 tons and the Pioneer say 
125. In 1933 the aggregate tonnage 
Of these mills will be close to 600 
a day. Another straight gold mihe 
coming along well is Big Slide, near 
Ciinton. 

Gold mines aro to be found in eV'̂  
ery part of British Columbia, but 
attention just now is being featur--
ed on Bridge River and Cariboo dis­
tricts, and in the Sheep Creek area 
'of the Kootenay country, because 
of the success of tlie mines enum­
erated. Much interest is being tak­
en and next summer will sec much 
new activity since it has been de­
monstrated that very profitable op­
erations can be carried on. Many 
low grade gold deposits in the pro­
vince are yet to be developed. ' 

These are all lode gold develop­
ments. In placer, jadyance has been 
made during the season, and there 
is reason to expect that recovery of 
gold by tills mctliod of minhig will 
also show a further increase in 1933. 
Placer operations are. hahdJcapped 
by having to close down during the' 
whiter months, but on the ottier 
hand their development does not 
take as long as a quartz proposifelon. 
It gives quicker results but may not 
be so permanent."^ Increased val­
ue of gold will iiaean' that large 
dredging operations irtay be poss-
sible, where now the average value 
per yard is too low to warrant large 
expenditures. — Western Canada 
Mining News.
