John A. Fra.«;cr, M.P. for Carilwo,

"You gel an idea of what is hap­
pening .ground Barkerville," he said, 
"from the fact that "only 43 votes 
pô ed there in the federal election 
of 3930. while in August last 1,443 
people got their mail at the Bark­
ervile post office. 

Mining has affected all lines of 
trade. Eighteen camps will operate 
in that area with a payroll of about 
$2,.500 a day. Winter supplies for 
these camps, greatest of which Is 
the Cariboo Gold Quartz, call for 
the farm produce for 100 miles or 
more aromid, the first time there 
has been such a market to these 
out of the way ranchers. The high-^ 
way between Quesnel and Barker­
ville is busy day and night with 
freighting trucks and automobiles. 
So many individual placer miners 
have been working that general 
.stores now have -scales - and take 
jDayment in gold dust. 

All through the great gold d-s-
trict of Cai'iboo, which attracted 
the world's argonauts in the early 
sixties, there is new Ufa and great 
enthusiasm. Mr. Fraser has reason 
to hold his head high, and he will 
probably hold it higher In the next 
year or two.—Western Canada Min­
ing News.

Nathaniel Rolph died .suddenly at 
his home here about m'dnight on 
Satuday of lost week. Although he 
had been in failing health for the 
past three years, he wa.s fcelln5 
fairly well' until within a few Jiours 
before hs death. A little over four 
years ago, while acting as chief 
clerk for the public works depart­
ment, it was necessary for h'.m to 
undergo a major abdoniinal oper­
ation He returned to his duties af­
ter some months in the hosp't̂ Tl, 
but a short time later suffered a 
stroke which left him partially par­
alysed. Some months later it be­
came necessary to amputate his 
right leg below the knee. Notwith­
standing all this, he remained very 
cheerful and bore his afflict ons 
with gi-eat fortitude. 

Mr. Rolph, who was in his 71.st 
year, was born in Quebec City and 
was educated at McGill University, 
where he obtained his B. A. degree. 
For eighteen years he was account­
ant for the C.P.R. in Toronto, Mont­
real ahd Vancouver. An expert in 
this line of work he was made gen­
eral travelling auditor, his-, work 
taking hlm-from the Atlantlcio the 
Pacific. Though well past military, 
age he enlisted in 1916 and served 
for three years with the 102ud Bat-
tallion as Company Quartermaster 
Sergeant. He was awarded the Mer­
itorious Service Medal. 

He came to Quesnel in tho winter 
of 1919-20 as chief accountant for 
Murdock Si Co. during the i-ailway 
construction which brought the 
roadbed into Quesnel. When the 
work closed down Mr. Rolph ac­
quired a piece of land on the Prince 
George-Quesnel highway, about five 
miles from town. After remaining 
there for a time he was appointed 
as clerk in the local public works 
department. This post he held until 
forced to retire on account of i 1 
health. 

Mr. Rolph was juarricd tw'cc. 
First at ClarcncevlUe, Quebec, to 
Mi.̂ 5 Alma Eetellc Bush, the mother 
of his four children, and.sccoiul at 
QuosncI to Miss Agnes Janet Young 
Gregorx who survives hlni. His fir.st 
wife died while he was on act ve 
••lervicc, and the four children, who 
.siwvivn are. Mi.ss Janet and Everett, 
of Kamloops; Arthur, of Kclowna, 
and Leonard, of Quesnel. 

The fimeral took place from .St. 
John's Aiigllcan Church on Thin-.s-
day afternoon and was largeiy at­
tended. Rev. E. C. Munn ofV-icl:it̂ -{i. 
The pall bearers wore John A. Fras­
er. M.P., A, F. Peerf;. Rev. (y'urrie 
Thomson. G. E. Johnston. Louis Le­

1934 Bright Outlook 

for School Sports 

The pp-st year has been a very 
sticcescful one in the athletic life 
of the local students, and next year 
gives even brighter promise. 1933 
saw the local boys win the high 
school hockey championship as well 
as winning the majority of games 
played with junior anc? senior ag­
gregations. The boy's basketball 
team succeeded in winning the 
championship and they are on .their 
way to gain the high .•school title 
for 1933-34 as well as keep he Rob­
inson Cup for Senior men. The girl's 
team lost to the Prince girls last 
year, but th's year's team has yet tc 
lose a game. The only major reverse 
sufTcrcd by Quesnel this year was 
i.n IJie realm of Canadian Rugby, 
where the Prince George boys de­
feated the locals. La.si, year the lo­
cal lads carried off thc Cariboo 
track and field t;t!e at Quesnel for 
tlie second .season. 

The'coming year promises well in 
Lite rounding out of a fine lot of 
fiitiu'c citi'-jcns. To obiahi both in­
tellectual aud healthy students tho 
Student Asfjociation demands good 
ca.s.s work before a student can 
particip.'itc in tlic varied atlilel-ic 
activities. A student witli one de­
merit mark is on approbation, but 
the second neglect of work means 
that llie student is automatically 
out of all athletics for the week and 
cannot come back until liis work 
is up to standard. It usually only 
means one of these dismissals from 
the team to make thc boy or girl 
come up to scratch with his or lier 
studies. 

Next year the boys will have a 
much lighter team and only a few 
of the older players to the meet the 
threat of both Prince George and 
Williams Lake in hockey. Of last 
year's team Ronny Moffat is at right 
wing and Dinty Johnston at left. 
Newcomers will probably be Mac 
Johnson in goal, John Dowie and 
Herb Gardner defence and Felix 
Heaiy of last year's second string 
at centre. Rod Grierson, John Healy 
and Lloyd P-erce wiil probably be 
the relief string, but there are five 
other lads looking for berths. The 
team will feel the loss of such stal­

warts as Duclos, Kelly, Williams, 
Elsey, McNaughton, Strand and A. 
Fraser, of last year's championshig 
team. , 

Prince George remains the only 
stumbling block to the boys and 
girls basketball championsh'ps and 
the completion of this series will 
see whether Quesnel regains the 
girls title they lost last year. The 
locals have never had a smarter or 
smoother working aggi-egration as 
this year, but, there may be anoth­
er much better. 

In the spring the local boys will 
challenge the Prince squad to a 
series of Canadian Rugby games, or, 
failing that, soccer football. Most 
of the boys rate rugby as one of the 
best garnes they have yet played. 

KEEP CARIBOO HIGHWAY 
CLEAR, COUNCIL URGES 

The following appeared in The 
News Herald, Vancouver: 

"Support of the Vancouver Board 
of Trade to a request by the Bark­
erville .Jistrict Board of Trade, urg­
ing upon the provincial government 
the absolute necessity for keeping 
the Qucsnel-Barkei-ville road open 
during the winter months, was as­
sured in a resolution passed by the 
council of tlic Vancouver Board on 
Thurday." 

"If the road is permitted to be­
come blocked by snow, not only w.Il 
it seriously effect the mining in­
dustry of the Cariboo and throw 
many men out of work, but it will 
a'so mean a big loss to thc Pacific 
Great Eastern Railway, to Vancou­
ver merchants and result in increas­
ed unemployment generally, it will 
be ix)inted out to the government.

Vancouver Board the Barkerville 
Board emiJhasized that many Van­
couver citizens have invested a large 
amount of money in the Cariboo 
mines."
