Walt Deegan, v/ho came here 
about a year ago, with a six-horse 
outfit to build a ditch at Barker­
vU'e fo rthe French Creek Placers, 
died suddenly Thursday morning at 
Barkerville of hear failure. Word 
was sent to Buckley's drug store 
that Deegan had been siezed with 
a heart atack. Mr. Buckley hurried 
over to Deegan's house andciuickly 
summoned Dr. Taylor. But by the 
time the doctor arrived Air. Deegan 
had seccumbed. 

A native of Arizona, he came to 
Alberta about 25 j'car.s ago and 
acquired a cattle rancli near Ba.s-
sano. He was a-ssociatcd with Guy 
Vv'eadick in the first Calgary sl-iii|a-
])ede and for years afterwards acted 
in the cai)acity of Albert.a judge-— 
there are three judges at these r!o-
d'eo.s. one reprcvsent ng Alberta, one 
the U.S. riders and one rcprcsenthig 
the a.s.'jociation.

Gets Away to a Flying Start When, in the years from 1914 to 
1918, men served in the Canadian 
Anny, they felt that they were ren­
dering a valuable service to their 
Country. Their fellow countrymen 
gladly admitted their service and 
sought means of seiving also. After 
demobilization, those v/ho retm-ned 
proceeded to re-adjust themselves 
to civilian life, but the idea of Ser­
vice persLsted. 

For several years it was felt that 
one great means of .serving tlrs 
community would be the erection of 
a Comnnuiity Hall, adequate to the 
needs of the community. In 1930 
the v.'ork was begun and the foun-
diition con.structcd, but because the 
bulUUng W P S costly..and becau.so of 
the unfavorable ou.t'ook at the be­
ginning of the depression period, 
nothing further v.'ys done. Now, 
however, with our iJojiuIat'on in­
creasing, with the out'-ook bright­
ening, and with the needs of such 
a building increasing, it has been 
felt (,hat the Hall should be com­
pleted this summer. 

Accordingly, new plans have been 
drafted to make the building less 
expensive without in any way tak­
ing from its .stability or value, and 
to make it of greater service to this 
community. There will be floor 
space of fifty by sixty-five feet in 
measurement in the Main HaU, with 
a large .stage at the east end and 
a gallery along the south wall with 
room for two rows of seats. In the 
ell to the south of the maJn hall, 
there will be a kitchen,'an ante-, 
room .suitable for meetings, card-
drives, banquets, etc., and a ladie.s 
room, while above these there will 
be rooms that will .icrvc' for a ciub 
or lounge. 

It.is estimated that this building 
will cost altogether in the neigh­
borhood of .$7,000.00, .and .at least 
$1,000.00 more will be needed to fur­
nish It for its many uses. The Cari­
boo branch of the Canadian Legion 
has built the foundation at a co.st 
of approximately .$2,000.00, and ha.s 
.supplied the site. In addition, the 
Branch will subscribe another .$1250
