ELIIVUNATING NEEDLESS 
EXPENSE 

0 N MAY 10 th, the spring as­
sizes will be licid in Prince George. 
In view of the manner in which 
Quesnel .and district has grown in 
the past few years and the urgent 
need for cconomp in every form of 
national expenditure, a good case 
can be made out for holding an 
Assize Court in Quesnel. Next week 
an important manslaughter trial 
will be heard in Prince George. The 
case will probaby take two days at 
least to decide; witnesses' expenses, 
counsels' fees, police costs will all 
be increased in propcrtion and the 
cost of the case maŷ  w'cil run into 
hundreds of doiars. 

Two years ago an expensive mur­
der trial was held in the northern 
city, every person involved having 
to make the journey from Quesnel 
and Australian. Furthermore, there 
arc many cases in the Cariboo ne­
cessitating a hearing before an As­
size Court which could well be 
heard here, and the added expense 
of the extra journey to Prince 
George saved. It is not suggested 
th.at the Prhicc George Assizes be 
abolished,-but we strongly advocate 
in the interests of economy . and 
convenience, the holding of a sitt­
ing of the Supreme Court in Ques­
nel when circumstances warrant it. 
Jt is a far less expensive procedure 
lor a judge and his small staff to 
.journey to Quesnel, than it is for 
prisoners, police, v;itncssc5, and 
•counsel to make the trip to Pi'incc 
iGeorge.
