BRITAIN DID IT

HE GRADUAL but sure climb of

Great Britain from the slump
T cuused by the world-wide depres-
sion has caused the  wonder and
envy of thiec whole of the civiiized
wrld., No countiy was harder hit
than Gread Britain, and tliic mau-
ner in which the Government, pub-
lic men and workers rallicd to cope
with the situation demonstrates
why Great Britain has always been
looked as a leader -in times  of
troublc or distress. The following is
an exerpt from an cditor:al which
appeared in The Christian Scicuee
Monitor, published in Doston:

The process of restoring confid-
ence in Britain has been exh bited
in two stages. IL began wilth the re-
moval of certain causes of fear, and
passed on to the reestabiishment
of positive hope. The [ust  sbage
scemed all negative: {he cubiing
down of state cxpenditure, the re-
duction of salarics and of the du'e,
the increasc of taxution—a general
tightening of the belt. Then, grad-
ually and at first almost imper-
ceptibly, began the process of re-
laxing the pressure, the sprit of
caution by slow but suie degrecs giv
ing place to one of more expansive
confidence and ceven optmism,

It is as if, during the first two
vears of Britain’s inconspicuous re-
covery plan, the Government hid
bhusicd itself exclusively with dig-
g deep and laying the conerete
foundations of national [inance on
wiich the building was Lo be cree-
ted. And it has often seemed as 3
it, thought thal its sole duly was to
lay those Toundations, aud Lo leave
the building itseil exetuzively Lo pri-
viale enterprise. Bub now some of
the girders are ready to he pul in
pusition, and of these some al Jeast
are of state munufactwre. Th vob-
ing of mibltiows of publie money for
investment in the Cunarders was
the first deanatic indlest on of the
Government's new atbitude, Almost,

The oulput of 20,716 ounces was
some 20 per cent higher than the
oubput for January 1933. It is as-
sumed that for January British Col-
umbia producers would get the full
mwarkelb value of the gold, less mint
charges and other handling costs.

provincial trecsries - in the fiscal
year 1932-33 was $45499,458, of
which gasoline taxes accounted for
$24,948,280 and $20,%01,173 was in
license fces.

Will H, Hays, grand mogul of the
films, in his annual report, pro-
mises rich fare for discriminating
movie goers. Pictures being planncd
for thie coming season, he says, in-
ciude “David Copperfield,” “Vanity
Fair,” “Pride and Prejudice,” “Les
Miscrables,” “Rip Van Wmnkle,”
“Cyrano,” “The Count of Monte-
Chriso” and a number of other
classics. -

but tiwere wili also be a gquantity of
tawdry underwor!d melodramas and
similar thrillers to whieh Lthe ad-
vocates of betlar movies have been
object ng for these many years, Il
is there that the test will come, I
the public approves ond atiends the
film versions of great literatures,
there will be more of thewm. I i1
stavs away [rom tbe cheap and
vulzar - productions, fewer of them
wil be made. Good tustc has its
chance Lo triumph over mediocrity,
il the advocutles of the former can
poll o majority. -

Buy in Canada Says
M. Leslie Martin

Mr. Leslie Martin, superintendent
of Home 0Oil Distributors and mem-
ber of the B. C. Products Bureau
.of the Vancouver Board of Trade,
gave an interesting telk recently
to a large number of Prince George
residents. -

e had for his subject the great
increase in trade in the last few
years, not only in the province of
itishh Coluinbia, but -throughout,
the Dominion. Canuada, he said,
sLill helds fifth place among lhe
trading nations of the world. Deal-
ing more cspecially with B. C.,, he
gave the following figures. In 1915

there  were 621 manufacturing
plants with an aggregate capital of

$157,580,405; 31,000 cmployees; a
payroll of $15,269,729; and a produc-
ton value ol $72,321,950. Por the
“year 1931 the plants had increascd
Lo 1636 and the capital invested to
$382,525,641; the numher of cm-
p.oyces had incrcased to 34,375, the
payroll to $46,642,340; and the value
of the products to $175,707,357.

Mr. Martin gave a list of some
fifty-six different industries in the
Provinee and sa'd that there were
still some others. He pointed out
that many of these industries would
conme as o surprise to his listeners,
but while manufacturers were too
shiy to advcrtise their wares to the
general public, this must remain
the casc.

British Columbia, went on Mr.,
Martin,- now ranks third amongst
the provinces of Canada in the
manufacturing field. This he con-
sidered a great achievement when
it is born in mind that the com-
bined population. is less than that
of the city cf Toronto. He called for
‘support from every citizen for B.
C. trade. The grealest contribution
to external debt of Canada, aside
from war debis and raitway owner-
ship, hed been the purchase of for-
cign goods. He called for the cr-
cetion of new factories and in-
creased payrolls. Instead of asking
thie federal and provincial govern-
ments to undertake public works
for the alleviation of unemploy-
ment, he suggested that the pcople
of Canada rceduce their foreign
buying of goods. which could be

manuflactured in Canada. British
Columbia alone annually imports

$6,000,000 worth of manufactured
goods {rom foreign countrics which
could have.hbeen obtained in the
provinee, and had also imported
$11,000,000  worth of agricultural
products to the value of $13,000,000
[rom other provinees, all of which
might have been obtained within
I C. .

lor a  country over-railroaded,
over-governed and over-taxed ‘Mr.
Murt'n said Canada cannot afford
{5 neglect any opportunity to build
up industrial payrolls, and thereby
decrease the per capita burden of
{axntion. More pcople are nceded
o earry the burden, but in the op-
ovon of many Canada is not ycb
peady Lo encourage immigration
and should endeavor to increasc
popuwiat'on by direct und sound
methods, by buying at  home--in
2. C. or in Canada—the things the
country produces.

Mr. Martin is confident that the
{icde has turned. He says that busi-.
pess in B, C. is definitely -on the up
grade. Many industrial plants have
shown increases ranging -as high
as 50 per cent for Dccember and
January over the corresponding
months of the previous ycais; and
the exports of Canada for January
were up 47 per cent over those of
the correspond'ng month of the
previous year.

SHUDGE FIRES FOR CAMPERS

In the course of an address to
the Qucbec Society for the protec-
t‘on of plants, Mr. M. B. Dunn
of the Dominion Entomological
Branch gave some interesting ad-
vice on methods of protection ag-
ainst  mosqutoes and  blackflies
while camping, hunt'ng, and [ish-
ing.

Then scveral pieces of dry wood
should be added and allowed to
become well. lighted.

A small smudge buill in o tin
pail or can, and carricd in the canoc
or boat, is a source of unbelicv-
aly'e comlort when fishing in o ter-
ritory where flics arc numerous.
Several inches of sand should al-
ways bc placed in the hottom of
the pail to avoid hurning the bot-

tom of the bpat. )

Mosquitoes can  bite withh easc
through one thickness of an or-
dinary garment, such as o {lannel
shirt, wherever it touches the body,
Shirts made of closely woven duck.,
however, will put a kKink in the pro-
boscis of almost any mosquito, and
if light underwear is worn " inside
the shirt, the insects will be com-~
petely foiled. A favourite habit of
blackilies is to crawl inside onc’s
¢'othing and bite all parts of the
body. If thesc insects arc numer-
ous, thercfore; the shirt should e
kept buttoned and a large hand-
kerchief worn around the ncek,
covering the shirt collar. The shirt
s’.ecves' also should be kept closely
puttoned and held at the wrists
with elatsic bands.
