COUCH GRASS CONTROL 

Out of 22 methods of eradicat-
ng couch grass tested by the Cen­
tral Experimental Farm at Ottawa 
the partial summer-fallow followed 
i D y an intertilled crop has given the 
most satisfactory results. 

Tho partial summer-fallow is 
commenced immediately after a 
crop of hay has been removed. The 
couch grass area is then ploughed 
to a depth of four inches and the 
furrows art: worked down with a 
disk. After the sod has been suf­
ficiently rotted the cultivator is us­
ed to bring the couch grass roots 
to the surface of the ground. 

It has been discovered by experi­
ments conducted by the Field Hus­
bandry Division that three or four 
days' exposure of couch grass roots 
•jn the surface of the ground during 
warm dry weather is sufficient to 
kill them. For this reason cultivat­
ion should be repeated cvci'y three 
Df four efays during dry weather In 
order to bring a Ircsh layer of 
:ouch grass roots to lhc surface. 
Pho area partially summer-fallowed 
this way is ploughed sigain in the 
.;hc fall to a depth of six inches. 

In the following spring corn or 
some other Intertilled crop is plant­
ed on the summer-fallowed area. 
The corn receives five cultivations 
and two hoclngs during the grow­
ing sea.son to keep dov/n any rc-
iiiaining growth of couch gra.ss.
