We wish it thoroughly understood
that (hs article does not refer to
any onc person, but is directed a-
gainst a systcin. o

British Columbia today main-
tains o large and expensive Game
Department. The object of this de-.
partment, we presume, is to deal

with matters connected with wild~

life in the province. Lvery so often
the whole question of the Game
Department is discussed withh much
vigor in Victoria and it is always
decided to maintain 1t in order that
tourists and hunters may be en-
couraged to visit british Columbia.
Furthermore; farmers with stock
‘demand a certain amount of pro-
tection against coyotes, bear and
cougar. '

out of curiosity we would like to
know how many hours a week the
average game warden devotes Lo
ntatters connected with game, and

" hhow many hours e poiice work. On
all sides we hear farmers complain
ing of the losses of sheep due to
bears and coyotes, but very little
seems to be done about it. Shoot a
deer out of season or fail to attach
a tag to its carcass and a game
warden will appear like the geni of
Allad.n’s lamp. Should a coyote kill
haf a dozen of your lambs you can
complaiu to everyone between here,
Victoria and Timbucktoco but we
doubt very much if you will get any
satisfaction.

Individually, we believe tlic gane
wardens to be willing to help farm-
wers and would do so if they were
‘ot tied down by departmental reg-
ulations and red tape. If the de-
partment is to be given over Lo po--
lice work almost cntirely, surely the
better plan would be to give the
game wardens ncw badges and a
revolver and call them policemen.

‘On the grounds of economy all

hounties have been withdrawn ex-
cept that of $10.00 on cougar; this
is so small that it-is no inducement
to hunt them. In our opnon this
is onec of the biggest blunders the
government has made. A depart-
ment is maintained for the protect-
ion of game; hunters arc encourag-
cd to visit the province and o geod
revenue is derived from the sale of
licences, and, at the same time, cv-
ery inducement to hunt and kil
‘those animals which feed on ganie
is taken away. A cougar will kill at
least one deer a week., The small
farmer trying desperately to make
ends mect on a pre-cmption, or a
soldier grant of land can have a
inrge proportion of his  capital
whisked away by the visit of @ coy-
ole, bear or cougar to his chicken
Tun or sheep pen,

Let the game wardens help the
police when ncceessary, but let the
departiment realize that it is prim-
arily a game departnient and the
hills and ranges should be the scene
of its activities, not  the police
court, Last, but nol lcast — RE-

Now it is a well known fact that
onec can go to a person, offer him
a rentole chance of a fortunc in ex-
change for a very small sum and he
will open his pocket book at once;
‘approach - the same person with a
request for a donasion and he will
spend the next ten minules explain-
ing just how hard up he is.. And yct
year after year, usually three times
a year the same individual will
cheerfuly contribute to the Irish
hospitals or anythng else that will
give him a chance of getting back
a prize in return for his outlay.

Thesc sweepstakes which are so
concdemned by Otlawa crop up rcg-
ularly at every church bazaar or
sale of work in the form of a raffle
The rich man has his gambling pro-
vided for him on the race track, by
the stock market, in wheat pools
and the like. The poor man buys a
ticket in the hosp.tal sweepstake
and immediately bzcomes a crim-
inal in the eyes of the law. There is
i1 cach of us a gambling- streak.
Time has definitely shown that 1t
cannot be suppressed: why not con-
trol that streak and keep the money
tihat is being sent abrord every year
in Canada?

In spite of legislation prohibit-
ing 106te1‘ics, there arec so many tak-
ing place at the same t'me that it
is diff.cult to keep track of them.
While tiie majority are conducted
withthe utmost fairness, there are
olhers that arc not above suspicion.
In lcgalizisg these draws there
would be absoiute security, backed
by government conurol. An investor
wou'd be certain to get a fair run
for his money and at the same line
know that his own hospital would
benelit in the form of funds.

During the debate in the House
oi Commons at Ottawa, the Solici-
Lor-General, the only member of
the cabinet to gve h's support 1o
he bll, stated that he was in favor
of national lotleries, conducted on
Jines similar Lo those held in Spain
and France and other IEuropcan
countrics. These state lotleries are
a stendy source of incomc to the
countries in which they are heid.

In ihese hard times there is no
such thing as “tainied money”; it
is all money. The state is faced with
the problem of raising a very large
suim of money to meet its everyday
needs. Money raised by taxation is
given grudgingly. The same taxpay-
ers would be only too eager to swell
the national coffers by investing the
money they normally give to priv-
ately run sweepstakes in a state-
controlled lottery. Alter all, there
is no law compelling anyonc to buy
sweepstake tickets and it would be
just as simple for thosc at Ottawa
aid elsewhere who disapprove to
refrain from taking part, but be-
ause of their disapproval there is
1o reason for them to interfere with
the 1 berty of those who may hold
othier views on the subject.
