The Editor, Cariboo Observer: 
Dear Sir: 
May I be permitted the use of 

your columns to bring to public at­
tention the state of the pubhc ser­
vices in the Cariboo. 

On the piatform prior to his el­
ection, the. Member for Cariboo 
publicly stated thac no public ser­
vant would be dismissed if he were 
carrying out his work efficiently 
In making use of his military title 
on campaign literature he made a 
direct appeal to the ex-serviceman, 
and to those that still believe that 
the man that served his country 
overseas is entitled to a greater 
consideration than those that did 
not do .so. 

How has hc carried out tliese el­
ection promises? 

A magistrate with twenty-three 
years service on the bench has had 
h s commission rescinded under tlie 
most unsavory, circumstances; four 
))ub!ic servants, ail ex-servicemen, 
dismissed, and their places filled 
by men who did not go overseas; 
another public servant has been 
transferred. Does this seem in ac­
cord with his promises? 

The rescinding of tlrs- magis­
trate's commission smacks of the 
lowest kind of political tactics.' 
Shortly after the present member's 
eleci.ion, this magistrate tried and 
convcted the tlicn v.:cc-prcsident of 
the local Liberal Assoc.ation on a 
charge of common theft. A few 
days later, his commission was rc-
Gcindcd,_ and ante-dated, so that 
his tnaf of this man was rendered 
nu:i and void. Comment is unnec­
essary! 

A road superlnlcndcnt, an ex-
service man with nine years service 
with tlae public worlcs, is dismissed 
and is replaced by a man who, al­
though cf miliatary age; single in 
1914, did not apparently consider it 
it necessary to offer his services to 
his country. Rumor has itJ;hat this 
public servant opposed tlie Mem-
bci's proposal of'dismissing two of 
Ills men on the flimsy grounds of 
inefficiency. 

A mechanic witli thirteen years' 
service in tlic public works, who 
served in France in some of the 
hardest fighting, is dismissed, and 
replaced by a man wlio, two years 
ago, was an American citizen. 

And so on down tlie line. In not 
one case can aicffjc'.ency be proven, 
and npparentlj', service overseas 
count.s for nothing in the Mem­
ber's eyes, although he himself us­
ed it as a campaign argument. 

Under tlie last two. members for 
Cariboo tlie iniquitous system of 
political patronage was virtually 
stamped out. Now, under Mr. Mac­
Kay, it bursts forth like a poison­
ous cloud with all its attendant ev­
ils of in efficiency and hampci-ing 
of publ.c servants in their duties. 
Under tills member an utterly ruth­
less and unscrupulous campaign is 
being carried on, witli apparently 
the sole oljject of replacing men of 
integrity witli men who will put 
party hrst and public service sec­
ond. In the public works, two men 
utterly incompetent to hold their 
poistions have been thrust into of­
licc, ousting men of proven ability. 
And. if rumor is true, this is not 
the last of the dismissals and 
transfers, but merely the begin­
ning. 

II this is the vataitcd efficiency 
and economy wc licard so much a-
bout in the late election campaign? 

It wou d seem tliat for Cariboo at 
least, the famous 'Work and Wages' 
slogan has had 'fo rgood party men 
oniy" tacked on to it since then. 
Perhaps our local Mu.'Jsolini is try­
ing to surpa.ss the record of Bella 
Coola, with its now famous adver­
tisement fur government positions, 
the prime requisite being that all 
applicants liad to be certihed by 
three persons as bc'ng bona fide 
Liberals. 

Cariboo with its i)ast Iiistory and 
sturdy pioneer traditions of fair 
play, is above such petty political 
diicancry. Mr. MacKay witli his 
))ecul ar ideas of patronage, might 
get av;ay wilh it in a city, but not 
in tliis country, and it is up to the 
people of Card)oo to tell him .so in 
1)0 uncertain terms. II s own prin­
cipal .supporters, men of integrity 
and respected by the wiio'.c of the 
Cariboo, liavc opposed him in vain, 
and now it re;̂ t:i wth the people at 
largo to stop him. Tlicso things arc 
beyond politics a.nd clfect every tax 
payer. lncom]jctcnt public officials 
lueau inevitable uneconomical ex­
penditure of public fund.s. 

It io useless tu apjical to the man. 

as both the Legon and his own 
principal supporters have found.i 
Action should be ta,ken througii the 
public non-politica! bodies of this 
district directly to the responsible 
Ministers of the Crown—or a de­
mand for his resignation be made, 
as it is becoming more painfully ap­
parent daily that ne is absolutely 
out of touch with the general sen­
timent of' the electorate of the 
Cariboo; 

A Mussolini may be a necessity 
to Latin Italy, but for Anglo-Saxon 
Cariboo, with all the traditions of 
freedom inherited from the Mother 
Country, he is a total washout. 

Tiierc is .something, rotten in the 
state of Denmark, quoth Shakes­
peare—see to it that the same can­
not be said of Cariboo.
