TECHNOCRACY IN BRITAIN

ORD TRENT, the chairman of
the largest firm of retail chem-
ists in Great Britain, has announ-
ced that, having r_pconstructed their
factories and intsalled up-to-date
machinery, they propose to reduce
working time to five days a week,
without reducing pay. For the re-
tail assstants in the chain of shops
throughout the country they will
provide extra holidays cn full sal-
ary.
The experiment reperesnts an at-

‘tempt to make increased use of

machinery as an ally of t,he worker
instead of as an enémy. It is a

method applicable to a time of é_le- :

pression, or at least, one when mar-
kets are not rapidly expanding. Un-

like -the one commonly assocxated‘

with the name of Heny ‘Ford, which
by-improvement of machlnery ‘mak-
es high wages poss1ble, but dcpends
upon a constant'y expand'ng mar-

ket, the experiment of Lord Trent’s
firm turns the labour savng into

shorter hours instcad of reduced

numbers of workers. Thus the sav-
ing effected by the machine may be
applied to paying full wages for the
shorter working week rather than
cut prices for the peduct. If all goes
according to the plan, the economy

-effected by the machine will be used

directly for the advantage of the
mdustrial worker, ‘
The possible snag lies in the fact
that less enlightened firms may re-
fuse to adopt the samc methods.
Thep may use mechanical advan-
tages, not to improve the position
of their employes but to undersell
competitors. o the less enl'ghtened
may force the hand of the more en-
lightened, withi the result that we
may be back where we were before
in the old chaos, with consuming
power lagging behind productive
power. The remcdy lics either in
good will lead ng to agreement, or’in
sone measurc of compulsion, Lord
Trent suggests that payment for
holidays should be made compul-
sory in the case of all shop assis-
tants in the retail trade; and leg-
istation on these lines would not be
contrary Lo tradition in Great Brit-
ain, where so many acls have been
passcd restricting labor hours, reg-
wat ng hours of opencing for shops
and modifying conditions in fact-
oes. It is possible—and a bill now
hefore Pariiament dealing with the
cottontrade is an eramp'c—to pass
a law under which a minority of
industrialists will be compelled to

-conform Lo an agreement arrived al

by a majority of their representat-
lves.

Mcanwhile it is.ab least a great
step forward that leaders in indues-
Lry should be recogn zing that the
profits aris'ng from the machine
should not be ruthlessly abstracted
from the industry — a procedure
which, if generally adopted, leads to
ruin---but that the economp should
go Lo the beneflt hoth of the pro-
ductive workers and those engaged
in distribution. Using improved
methods for the bettérment of the
workers concerned seems to be the
objeet on which thie industrlalist to-
day should be persuaded to concen-
