the house I should like first of all
to extend to the Minister of Fin-
ance (Mr. Rhodes, my congratula-
tions on ths excellent manner in
which ‘lie . delivered the budget
speech and also on the excellent
mmalter which the specch contained,
and particularly  the full review
which he made of conditions
through- the country for the bene-
f:t.0f the pcople.

We have just had a discussion
on o point of order raised m re-
garcd to the amcendment moved by
thie lionn. member for Shelburne-
Yarmouth (Me, Ralston) and there
fore I think il will not be necessary
for me to pul on record again the
wording or that amendment, but
I shoud like to refer to some of
the remarks which thie hon. mem-
Ler for Shetbourne-Yarmouth made
in support of hs amendment ‘and
with reference to the budget as a
whele, Barny in his speech he said:

SThis budget is born of policies
which are dinmetricuily opposed to
those which ve endorse and which
we beléve to be for the benefit of
Canada.” .- A

That brings up for review just
what thie polic.cs of tlic governiment
are so {ar as Canada is conccrned,
aud. also just what lhe policies of
the oppos.tivn are for this country.
I shou.d like to refer f{for a few
minuutes to the  policies of this
government as . laid. down during
the last eicction campaign. 1 think
tlie house will agrec with ‘me that
the most outstanding feature of
the policies laid down by this gov-
rnmend during the last. campaign

‘was a different system of taxation, .

cne that is generally known.as the
protective policv. The Conservative
party—this is my interpretation, at
all events—clalmed that the-poli-
cies of the Liberal sovernment had
not had due regard to the protec-

tion of the different industries of

the country and
people.. e A

I ti.ak it will be taken for
granted that the result of the elec-
tion was a demand that the policies
as -lald down bv the- Conservative

the: welfare of the

pirty.. werd the oncs: which~shoulg- ol

be put into operation in this coun-
try.: We promised the people that
we would increase. the tariff taxa-
tion so as to improve conditions
throughout this country, and I do
not think there is anyone who will
argue that we have not implemen-
ted that promise. Indeed, I think
the consensuus of opinion on the
other side of the house is that we
have increased those tariff duties
to too great an extent. That being

“so, and taking it for granted that

the opposition are going to do what
they say, namely, reduce thoze
taritf duties shouid they come into
power, I think it is just as well for
us to see what has been the result
of the imposition of those tariff
duties.

In the first place I do not think
it ;s open to argument that tariffs
throughout the world have been
ra‘sed very materially duuring the
past six or seven years, and that
the raising of those tariffs was.not
coincident with the coming into
power cf the Conservative party in
this counlry. Long beofre we came
inlo power the different countries
of the world had bcen continually
rajsing their tariffs, and our com-
plaint was that the Liberal Govern-
ment then in power was not follow-
ing the example of other countries
in raisin gou rtariffs, and that
consequently the people of this
country of all classes and all occu-
pat ons were suflering hardshlips.
In other words, Canada was being
exposed to the dumping of all the
surplus produucts of the world on
account of the low tariffs prevail
ing in this country. The result was
people were thrown out of work
in this country, and many of our
produccrs were put in a position
where they were unable to earn a
livelihood, thelr market was ruined .
and uncmployment was gradually
growing worse,

Now I ‘want to bring to the at-
tention of the Ioust a few factors
in relation to that general qubject.
I want to refer to the Province of
British Colurabia in the first place,
and I give this statement to the
IHouse, that before the advent of
the Conservalive party to power
in this counlry the dairy men of
the Province of British Columbia
were very niuch dissatisfied with
conditions in their industry. It was
pointed out to them that on accunt
of the low tariff maintained by the

" Liberal Government they were not

receiving a reasonable return for
their products, that their neighbors
imniediately acruss the internat-
jonal boundary were protected by a
higher tariff and. were .enjoying
higher prices, and were able to
dump some of their surplus into
this country to the tisadvantage of
our own producers.

When the hon, member for Shel-
burne-Yarmoulh says in his amend-
ment that the policles of the Lib-
eral party are dlamelrically oppos-
ed to the polleies which are in ef-
fect under this government, I sup-

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SHIRTS
HE RESISTANCYE of the British
.character to external influences
has been in nothing so marked as
in the good humoyred indifference
with which it has received what
may be described as the Contin-
ental Shirt Epidemic. True, we have
Sir- Oswald Mosley and his Black-
shxrts but’ nobody. except - Lord
Rothermere takes them very ser-
1ously. They roar, on the whole, as
tamely as suckiing doves, and nine-
teen of them, obedient to the wag-
ging of a policeman’s finger, lately
filed' like lambs into the dock be-
fore’” a magistrate - and pleaded
guilty to a breach of the law just
like ordinary drunks. The House of
Cormymons may not be a very in-
spiréd assembly, but it has a vast.
corporate fund of common sense
whieh it promptly registered when
the question of prohibiting the
wearing of uniforms for political
purposés -was recently debated.
Commander O. Locker-Lampson
asked leave to bring in a Bill and
urged- that the appearance of a
uniform in British public life must
mean the gradual . extinction
government by consent, and that
it introduced a new spirit of for-
eign force into our affairs. Earl
Winterton in the course of an-ad-

mirable reply pointed out the dif-.

ficulty of defining a political uni-
form. If it were defined and people
were prohibited from wearing it,
they would at once put on some

Jlarge-sized brassard or badge which.

would have exactly the same effect.
Commander Locker-Lampson had
proposed that peopie should not be
permitted to wear any coloured

shirt. Commander Locker-Lampson

himself once belonged to a blue
shirt organization— (laughter) and
he took it that he did not want to
prohibit the wearing of shirts,
Whetihér they were biue or red or
black or any other color—that, in
other words, he did not wish peo-
pie to go about in singlets.

The news that Captain Roger ‘H.

- Eckersley, dn‘ector of the Brxtlsh
Broadcasting Corporation’s enter-

tainment program, is in the United-
States to make a study of radio
in this country, brings a shudder

for what he will find in the mat-

ter of announcers’ English. The
supreme authorities in England
on what goes on the air and what
does not, his remarks in a New
York interview are damning in im-
plication. Even more horrible, no

intelligent American radio devotee

can deny Captain Eckersicy's ob-
lique, ind:rect judgment. He dec-
lared: _

“(In England” it’s the king's Eng-
Jish or nothing. ‘We do not ask
that Americans appearing on our
programs conform, but when they
are British they either conform or
do not appear.”’

Captain Eckelsley may suffer )

little from the traditional arrogance -

of all Englishmen to things not
English, but knowingly or not he
has hit upon a major illness of Am-
erican broadcasts. Who has not had
his pleasuure in some fine program
turned to revulsion by a fiood of
announcers rhetoric that would
shame a fishwife?

Misplaced accents, garbled syn-
tax, swallowed suffixes, slurred
consonants, mutllated syllables,

_proper names tWISted out of all re-

‘cognition—these are only a few of
the terrors through which defence-
less radio audiences must sit in
order to hear programs in which
they have a special mterest. An oc-
casional slip of the tongue, an ac-
cent indigenous to some sector of
the country, may be not without
humor and may add a certain
charm, but mnothing will more
quickly spoil radio enjoyment than

.downright bad English.

By indirection Captain Eckersley
is suggesting a primer for announ-
cers, and we concur.
