The oil land, according to Mr.
Majors, is confined in the north by
the junction of the ¥Fraser and Ne-
chako River, and sweeps down to
the southeast in an area from 20
Lo 26 i ez wide, the eastern bound-
ary bLeing the southeast angle of
the Wil'low River and the western
fold running in a fairly straight
line from Bedrock Canyon across
the upper end of Hixon Creek.

It carries on between Lodi and
‘Ahbau Lakes, where it takes-an.
easterly swing, circling Barker-
ville on the east and then swinging
to the south and southwest, cen-
fined on the east by Swamp River.

It then turns due west and cros-
ses Swilt River and Victoria Creek,
continuing west crossing the Ques-
nel River and Fraser River to a
distance of some 33 miles southwest
to the neighborhood of Tzenzaicul
Lake and Merston Creek. The total
sweep of the structure is semi-cir-
cular, covering an area of 150 miles
with varying widths. - -

The structure as it croasses the
Fraser River -is appreoximately 13
miles in diameter, teginning 4 miles
below Quesnel and ending 2 miles
short of Australian Creek.

A..Wells, warden :of St. John's The-
ological'Colle;ge,"dVlnnipcg, for many
yea;"s a \ycstern man, a doctor of
dlyinfty,’ onc who has served king
and country.both as fighter and

chaplain, a man of fine physique
“and at the heydey of his powers.

sometbhing worse than folly. To dis-
parage it, as some of our, Socialists
are foud of doing, is to stultify their
own professions. Surely the whole
purpose of British statesmen in
cvery capital of-the Empire, wheth-
cr they are Conservittives or Social-
ists, manufacturers or farmers,
shouid be to consolidate it, to stren-

gthen it, and to a-wiract to it like-

minded lovers of space wherever

THE WAY OUT -

J UDGING from the recent cvents
in the country to the south of
us it certainly appears that the
National Recovery Act is turning
out to be a failure. “While the task
that faced Presideni Roosevelt from
the day he took office has been a
vory trying and difficult one, the
President hias shown greal courage
of h's convictions, and, in passing
the iegisiation which he and the
Government of the United States
sponsored there is no doubt it was
with every sincerc desire to better
conditions in general

But is should be remembered
that the population of that great
commercial republic is made up of
peopic from every country in the
world, and many from thie Latin
races. History has proven that the
peop'e from these countr.es are of
a very excitable nature and diffli-
cult to control. This may have some
thing to do with the unrest in that
country today. The strike of the
longshoremen has heen going on
for many weels. From recent news
despatches it is very likely to spread
to proportions which may get out
of bounds unless steps are taken to
prevent o greater crisis or stem
the spread ng unrest. It is cven ru-
’mouréd that on sympathetic
grounds the men at New York City

and other ports will 'g'o
strike.

should this take place the conse-
gquences may be far reaching.

I is to the credit of the Canadian
Unions that thcy have refused.to
be ‘drawn in to this controversy,
and- it is hoped the Unions will
continue to do so. Canadian Unions
up to the present iime have shown
excellent judgment in labour dis-
putes, except in one or two instan-
ces, but in these cases time has
acted as healer.

The Canadian labour lcad-
crs in this country no doubt are
walching the cvents in the United ,
States very closcly. Strikes even
when very few are affected prove
very costly, but when they reach
the point to which the present one
in the south has dcone, it is bound
to mean that the public will have to
pay the hill. It would not be sur-
prising if, before the {rouble con-
tinues much longer, that the Presi-
dent might call on some of our
labour leaders to consult with him
and advise. Stranger things have
happened. When sirikes reach a
stage that causes ioss of life and
destruction of valuanle property the
seriousness is difficult to even esti-
mate. This is espec:ally so when the
population comprises people from
all nations. It is difficult to find
in history any example where the
Lat.n people have been successful
in governing a coantry unless in
some form of dictatorship.

A big percentage of the people
in the United States are from these
races and descendents of them.
They are prone lu be very easily
led and stirred up in matters of this
kind. The troops have been called
to assist the police to quell riots,
and the resorting t¢o armed force
is quite disturbing. Tear gas bombs,
machine guns, and all the imple-
ments of torture have been brought
into play. No douby ihe sheriffs and
other officials will also be in the
picture. If so, the large metal star
badges and long strings of medals
for scrvices (from: Sunday School
and Temperance Socities also) may
act as protector against shot and
shall. To win this war it will take
very couragcous action on the part
of the cxecutives of the United
Slatez, and it is hoped this strike
w:ll not be of loag duration, as
anythnz affecting our southern

e ghbors adversely affects us in
the f1ke manner.
