Announcement _is. made by Hon,
John Hart, Minister . of Finance,
that is has been decided by t};e
Provincial Government that no tax
sale of lands in arrears of taxes
shall be held this year. '

When- held these sales take plac
about the middle of October, but it
is felt by the Government that" it
would not be :fair to farmers %o

hold -a.-tax isale.this Fall. .
At thie 'same_time it is .not in the

interest of the farmers to have tax
arrears piling up, so it is proposed
to give them an opportunity to work
out one year's arrears provided that
public works upon which they can
be employed are availabe in their
district.

Farmers wishing to take advan-
tage of this offer will present to the
District Engineer a statement from
the Provincial Collector showing
the amount due in arrears for one
yvear, and if work is available the
necessary arrangements will be
made. Collectors of Taxes and Dist-
rict Engineers have been given in-
structions accordingly. )

It is believed that this arrange-
ment will result in considerable
benefit to farmers who are in ar-
rears with their Provincial taxes.

It is felt that lights should be
placed on the Fraser and Quesnel
river bridges, and also, that in view
©of the increasing boat traffic on
the Fraser, that a lifeboat shouid
‘be kept in readiness at the old
steamboat landing for an emerg-
eucy. The would-be rescuers last
Saturday night were greatly handi-
capped by the darkness, and, in fact
there was nearly a double tragedy
when two of them attempted to
reach the drowning men in an old
punt with nothing to propel it by
but a couple of poles. There seems
10 be no doubt but what the un-
fortunatec men were carried into
thie current of the Quesnel before
help could be obtained.

It might ne to the advan-
tage of the Government of Brit'sh
Columbia to consuit the o'der Pro-
wvinee in regard to this kind of leg-

istation.

If the present gov-
ernment negotiate and carry out
some pact with the United States,
which it is rumored is under con-
sideration at. the present time, Can-
ada will no doubt derive such ben-
efits that will strengthen her pos-
