PUBLIC ENEMY NUI\!{BER ONE 

MERICA'S arch murderer, 
Frank Dillinger, known to 

the police of the United States as 
"Public Enemy Number One," has 
been located, not arrested but shot. 
From reports received it appears 
that Dillinger attended a theatre 
in Chicago. The picture that he 
went to v/!tness v.'as entitled "Mon-
hattan Melodrama," a gangster 
picture. It seems evident that the, 
gangster was keening well pasted 
even to the last ditch. 

Police had been tipped off that 
Dillinger v/as to attend the picture 
by a v/onian v.'ho accompanied him. 
She is known in press reports as 
the "V/oman in Red," and will no 
doubt go dov/n in American history 
as she is slated to receive fifteen 
thousand dollars hJv her informat­
ion. 

V/hile press reporters differ as to 
how many ̂ innocent bystanders were 
injured in th6 melee to take Dil­
linger, v.'ho has slam no less than 
fifteen people, it is stated that at 
least ten police officers were re­
quired to shoot him. 

Whi'e it is a good thing lU' the 
United States to be rid of such a 
character, it is difficult to under­
stand why such sensational tactics 
£;houId have been used by the po­
lice. It v/as not certain until finger 
prints had been taken whether or 
not the victim v/as Dillinger. What 
.If tliQ Woman in Red had been mis­
taken in the information she gave 
•to the authorities? 

The most striking angle of the 
matter is the fact tliat Iti' years the 
United States governments, botli 
federal and state, have permitted 
banditj;, thugs, bootleggers and un­
derworld cliaracters lo flourish to 
,'iuch an eritent that it has created 
a. situatx'n the parallel of which is 
difficU't to find in any other civil­
ized country. 

At any rate tliose present had liie 
ibenefit ol v.-itne.'jsing two sliov/s in 
one: "Manhatlan lilellidrama," and 
tlie "Death of DiJiingor." It is 
known that two innocent persons, 
both v/omeu, were shot in the fra­
cas, one of them seriously, and it 
vook a small battalion of police to 
,gst their man. Of all'the gunplay 
that buok place only tlu-ee bu'lets 
cfoun dthcr mark. 

•What a distinction thi.? draws 
«s between the police methods and 
'administrallon of Justice in Can­
ada and the United States. The sen­
sational methods adoped in;-̂ . the 
states can only act to encourage 
such procedure. In the final the 
following are the net results: 
jinger is r̂ lain without trial; a Wo­
man in Red gels fifteen thou.sand 
dollars and innocent people in-
c.udiug women are wounded, per-
liaps fatally-. 

the development of power sites. 
This would mean that capital would 
I'jllow to put into ett'ect such a pro­
gramme. In some ways private 
ownership is the better as capital is 
fearful of government ownership 
except in rare instances. But with 
proper government control as to 
rates to be cliarged the consumer:, 
from the small user' .to the min­
ing companies, the people could be 
assured of proper protection. 

Up to the present the chief 
sLurce of pov/er has been by the op­
eration of units by dicsel and gas 
engines. This proves to be very 
costly to consuiners, both large and 
small. It is quite safe to say that 
the haulage costs of fuel to sup­
ply these many plants alone would 
go a long way to pay the interest 
charges on any bond issue that 
might be required to install a cen­
tral hydro-electric paint for the 
Cariboo. It would create a great 
deal of employment and allow pro­
perties to be worked that cannot 
now be operated on acdJunt of 'the 
high cists of operation. The stor­
age basins that nature has pro­
vided ensures an ample supply for 
every month in the year. 

It did not take long for the B.C. 
Electric to get into the Bridge River 
field and reports state tliat power 
will be into that camp in av cry 
short time. The large amounts al­
ready expended on diesel and other 
engines together with the addition­
al plant would g'j a long way in 
the labour field to furnish empoy-
ment. It is a matter whicli might 
well be investigated by the gov­
ernment v/ithout delay, and v/ould 
relieve much of the unemployment 
in the upper country. 

Liost of the information as to a-
vailable and economical power sites 
is already in the possession of tlie 
government. This data has been 
compiled by the Hydrographic Sus-
vey at Ottawa, as v/ell as the Water 
Branch at Victoria. 

Capital is always timid, but not 
so much so when they know tliat 
cheap power is available for the de­
velopment of properties, and that 
operating costs can be reduced to 
the, minimum v/hicli, after all, is 

•what makes dividends on invest­
ments possible. Mjr should it re­
quire a very great expenditure to 
determine whether or not the mar­
ket for power is large en'Jugh to 
Vvarrant th's action. We feel con­
fident the answer would be in the 
affirmative. 

While possibly the scriptures 
should not be quoted on a topic of 
lias kind, we Iiope to be forgiven 
if we quote from Proverbs: "As cold 
water is l^' a thirsty soul, so is good 
news' from a far country." 

Of course it has been said that 
the devil can quoie scripture for 
his own purpose, but in this in­
stance we would not mind being 
the devil. We believe the findings 
of a commission or of a competent 
hydro-electric engineer would be 
welcome th the people of Cariboo 
and the mining industry as cold 
water to a thirsty sbul. 

nearly 90 years continuous prospec­
ting to bring into production tlie 
fine gold mines how operating in 
the Pacific Great Eastern territory, 
this is largely due to the lack in 
years gone by of guidance by train­
ed and reliable technicians. 

In the old days, the dads and 
the mothers wanted the boys to 
become lawyers, doctors, preachers 
or teachers, anything but men who 
had to work with their hands.

Figure out the place yau would 
like to take in the future life of 
this province and struggle in every 
way to equip yourselves for the 
task ahead." 

All of wiiich reminds us, we can 
make our lives sublime. 

IVIany instances of great Canad­
ians could be citecf, wlio, in their 
days of youth held very inferior 
posif.Uis in life. Among the out­
standing could be mentioned Sir 
John Macdonald as a struggling 
lav/ student. The same can be said 
of Sir Wilfred Laurier, Sir Charles 
Tupper, and indeed, tlie majority 
of Canada's premiers, both living 
and dead, started without means or 
very little at all. Included can 
be mentioned the present Prime 
Muiister, and Rt. Hon. Arthur 
Meighcn. Others might be cited 
such as Timothy Eaton, the mer­
chant prince of Torontts Max Ait­
kin (now Lord Beaverbrook) who 
was an insurance agent in Calgary, 
and many others in British Colum­
bia whose history in tlie hall of 
fame needs not be written. The 
Hon. Walter Scott, first premier of 
Saskatchewan was at one time a 
"printers devil" in Regina. We do-
not know therefore what the fut­
ure has in store for us. Today is 
the day of opportunity. Ambition 
is a fine quality in youth.

British Columbia collected $3,-1 
930,177 from m-otorists, or 19.3 per 
cent of the province's current in- ' 
come, in the last fiscal year and 
during the same period, spent only 
$1,509,129 out of current account 
on roads, bridges, ferries and whar­
ves, according to figures taken from 
the public accounts for the year. 

In the same period, out of capi­
tal account the province spent $5,-
440.043 on highwaj'S, bridges and 
ferries, so that against total ex­
penditures of $2,053,172 the prov-
ince c?3llected nearly $4,000,000 in 

: gasoline tax and registrations from 
the owners of 88.554 vehicles, re­
presenting 12.4 per cent of the pop-
ulat'on. 

The only other expenditiire in­
cluded in the public accounts as a 
dh'ect charge for highways was an 
amount of $13,520 for interest on 
loans for I'jad purposes, but even 
allowing for interest on the total 
capital charges for roads, motorists 
believe the government collected 
considerably more than was spent 
and that the balance was absorbed 
Into revenue for general purposes. 

Today, the portion of public debt 
charged to highways is given as 
$54,711,029. but this represents, ac-
cordng to official figures "the pro­
portion of the province's fMtal debt 
to date which has been Incurred 
for capital expenditures in high­
ways, bridges, roads and buildings." 

A heavy proportion of this total 
covers bui'dings and gives rise to 
further charges by motoi'ists that 
I Irs cia.ss, representing 12.4 per cent 
of tho population, should not be 
taxed on gasoline and for regis­
trations, to pay for part of public 
debt whicli they are already con­
tributing in other forms of taxes. 

REBUILDING SLUMS IN BRITAIN 

In the British Parliament the 
House heard of the work being 
done to abolish slum houses in 
England. Already 28,000 slum hous­
es have been swept away and build­
ing has now commenced on 294,000 
new structures. In the five years 
slums win have vanished entirely 
except in densest cities where most 
work is to be done. This co-opera-
