“diagonal veins”. They are quartz
filled fissures which give every evi-
dence of permanance. They pinch
and swell in short aleng the strike,
ranging in width fiom a few inches
up - to ten feet. In places the veins
“stringer” with pyritized schist ly-
ing between the stringers. While
irregular, the veins show a steady
uniformity in the aggregate.
The principal mineralization is
with massive pyrite. In places cry-
stalline pyrite in- masses of cubes
occurs, but. this variety carries lit-
tle or no gold values. In addition
to pyrite a soft, grey black sul-
phide occurs sparingly, but appar-
ently is widely distributed in all
the veins. The mineral has been
called “telluride” but many tests
of specimens show definitely that
it is a bismuth-lead sulphide min-
eral. It is accompanied . by free
gold values. It seems likely that.
small amounts of this mineral with
associated gold, occur -throughout
the veins in many placesywhere-it - -
is not visible to the deye, thus ac-"
counting for many erratic high as-
says. _
“Throughout the veins the py-
rite content ranges from tén to
twenty-five per cent by weight.
Practically no arsenopyrite i5 pres-
ent and only rarely are grains of
chalcopyrite noted. The gold does
not occur “free” as commonly un-
derstood. Most of the pure, white
quartz carries no values, except that
where the Dblack sulphide occurs
grains of free gold are frequently
visible in the quartz. The gold is
directly associated with the pyrite
mineralization. In part, the gold in
a fine state of divisiim is free on
the pyrite, but apparently most of
it is directly assocated with the sul-
phide. '
The quartz is heavily sheared,
the veins having been involved in
regional metamorphism, which has
made the quartzite formation in
which they occur quite schistose. No
particular evidence of banding is
visib'e. the sulphides occuring ir-
regularly through the quartz and
apparently deposited simultane-
cus'y with the quartz. According to
Uglow the quartzites (Richfield for-
mation of the Cariboo series) are of
Pre-Cambrian age and the miner-
alization is Pre-Mississipplan and
possibly Pre-Cambrian, being post-

ANOTHER PLACER
0N COTTONWOOD

One of the most promising of
the placer mines in the district to-
day is situated just north of the
Boyd house on the Barkerville road.
Last year Bill Jones a well known
guide and hunter in the Horsefly
country, was prospecting along the
Cottonwood River. Finding good
colours he decided that this was a
spot worth investigating and built
a camp. As soon as weather con-
ditions permitted he made exhaus-
sive tests and was more than sat-
isfied with the results. ’

In the fall of last year he went
into partnership with Mr. Stricker
of Vancouver and it was decided to
install machinery and place the
property on a productive basis. In
-the face of such promising tests no
difficulty was encountered in fin-
ancing the work and operations
commenced. ‘ .

Last Thursday saw the plant in
full -working order and a crew of
five at work. They are using a drag
line and pump with a specially con-
structed flume to catch the fine
gold. At a depth of ten to twenty
feet they encountered a false bed-
rock containing good values in
coarse gold. :

THE CALDRON OF EUROPE

A. RAPID succession of events has
followed the assassination of Doll-
fuss. His former Vice-Chancellor
Lrnst von Starhemberg was at once
to the helm and in the few cdays
he held office slyJwed himself to be
a man of iron rule. Hls actlon in
quickly quashing the many minot
rebellions throughout the country
prove his determination to keep
peace must be carried out. Dr.
Kurt Schuschnigg has now taken
over the Chancellorship,  w.th von
glarhemberg again as Vice Chan-
cellor, :

In Premier Mussolini of Italy he
appears to have sincerc and strong
support. At the time of going to
press indications are that the Nuazis
are stil attempting to dominate the
situation. It is slgnificant, however,
that many fugitives are attempting

to flee--some swimming the rivers
{o get across the border.

Another report states that in
Beunos Alres, Argentine, a bomb

has been found sutside the German
Legation, Further despatches tell

us that the Nazis have mined the
roads to prevent movement of guns.
It is hoped the fire will not be fan-
ned outside of Austria, as if so, the
results may be far reaching and
complicated. o

Herr Hitler, in sclecting and
sending Von Papen.to Vienna will
bear. watching. There is no doubt
that Hitler wanted to get Von Pap-
en '‘out of his cabinet, and he ev-
idently believes he nas performed
two acts in one. Sooner or later it
may be regretied.

One thing is certain the Austrians
and Italians have very little faith
in Hitler's move. In fact it appears
to have created grave unrest. The
new Austrian Chancellor indeed has
a difficult task before him to keep
the lid securely down on the “Cal-
dron of Eurtme”, but he can rely
on Italy and Great Britain to do
their part. It is a noticeable facl,
that in this troubie the greater
numbers of the insurgents are
young men—chiefly from the high
cchools and universities, although
a few peasants are included. The
action of the other nations in de-
claring for the independence of
Austria is decisive, and the state-
ment issued by Sir John Simon was
clear and to the point.

«There is 2 feeling in Britain that
the Nazis may endeavour to obtain
power by peaceful means seeing
that their recent method has failed.
The experience of twenty years
ago when Germany regarded a for-
mer treaty as a “Scrap of Paper”
has served as a warning, and it
will require painstaking and care-
ful effort on the part of the states-
men of the countries involved to
keep the lid tightly closed on the
Caldrin of Europe. It appears to be
the general belief that while the
immediate .crisis has been post-
poned, the problem is not yet sol-
ved.

MILLION OUNCES OF SILVER

An Ottawa despatch states thati
Hun. E. N. Rhodes, Mininster of .
Finance, has issued instructions
that tenders be called for 250,000 ;
ounces of silver mined in Canada
and refined in a Canadian refinery.|
This will be the first purchase of,
silver under the new international‘;
agreement whereby Canada agreed |
to purchase 1,671,802 ounces a year
for four years beginning this year.
The four leading producers of the
white metal agreed to take off Lhe
market 35,000,000 ounces « yeal.
The other cuuntries to the agree- |
ment are United Statces, Mexico and
Peru. This silver will be in the form
of bars of 1,000 ounces each, and
will be held by the Departiment of
Finance as an additional security
to the note issue. Eventually it will .
be turned over to the Central Bank.
