DRASTIC RELIEF
RDERS ENFORCED

British Columbia suddenly laid
down a drastic series of unemploy-
ment relief regulations recently, all
designed to reduce the cost of the
dole, to cut the allowances of many
unemployed persons and to weed
out thousands of undeserving re-
lief recipients. ‘

Chief of the changes announced
by Hon. G. S. Pearson, minister of
labor are:

No one coming into British Co!-
umbia after August 1 will receive
any relief whatever.

The fixed scale of relief is scrap-
ped. Instead, relief ailowances will
be varied according to individual
requirements, but it will not ex-
ceed the present maximum. :

After the new registration of alil
unemployed, which started all over
British Columbia, each applicant
will be investigated personally by
an official of the government to
make sure that he is really entitled
to re’ief.

A board of review consisting of
three government officials wiil be
set up to pass finally on the eligi-
bility of every applicant for relief
and to fix the amount he shall
receive.

Mzle heads of families and single
men will be required to perform
work for relief and will be paid in
cash at the rate of forty cents an
hour starting August 1.

If a person is physically able to
work and refuses to_do so, or if
any person ‘“deliberately malingers
on the job, he will be automatic-
ally cut off relief.” His family will
be given the necessaries of life by
the issuance of scrip.

Foremen in charge of relief crews
are being given authority, after
consultation with their immediate
superiors, to discharge anyone who
will not perform a reasonable day’s
work. n D

‘VE HM'E before us a very in-
tev'eub'nv jssue of “The Governnient
Garsette”, bearing date July 9th,
1864. -This interesting publication
of vintage three score years and ten
2g0, is not only impressive butb
important. The cover which carries

the elaberate Coat of Arms takes.
-up about one thira of the space,
‘and is numbered Vol. 3,

No. 6,
Price 125 cents.

Included in the. features of this
historical document several are of
outstand'ng interest. These range
from -an advertzcsmﬁnt for tenders
for the clearing cof = cemetary site
by  chopping down Irom ten to
t"llltj acres, to a reward of $250.00
for the apprehens:on and convic-
tion of every Indian or other per-
son concerned as prineipal, or ac-
cessory to lhe murder of any of

It strikes us very forcibly that
with gold production as quoted in
the letter to the Governor that
money was scarce as yet, which
caused a.depression of feeling, it
would have a very different resu't
if some such new find was made in
these times. Another thing that oc-
curs to us is the calmness of the
letter—but then all Gold Commis-
sioners are calm, cool and collected,
as far as we know. In the same
issue is a reference to No. 11. “An
Ordinance to declare a lawful rate
of Interest in the Colony.” and after
reading it, one cannot but admire
the sound intention of the Gover-
vor. It is quite apparent that Ban-
kers in those days neither wore
“hales” or were made Knights over-
night under the regime of Douglas
and Seymour. We hope in future
issues to give more extracts from
this issue of “The Government Gaz-
ette” .
