LLOYD GEORGE ON THE WAR 

TT7HATEVER the reason, whether 
' ' because of the exposition be­

fore the Spread of Prices Commit­
tee, or whether the public are be­
ginning to realize that the chain 
store conibine is a bad thing for 
the community, the return of the 
sales for food chain stores is de­
creasing. For the last year the 
sales aggregated $102,940,200, while 
in 11932 they aggregated $109,693,-
300. In-British Columbia alone last 
year their sales were $9,367,200, and 
in 1932 $10,117,100, a decrease of 
$709,900. It is quite possible that the 
disclosures brought out before the 
Commission will have a keen effect 
on chain stores, and further de­
creases may be looked for. It is un­
fair that the local merchant who 
has placed his every security in the 
country, and' helped it to develop 
should be the victim oi a vicious 
system, mainly controlled in the 
United States, for the sole purpose 
of putting the smaller merchant 
out of busineiss, which, if allowed 
to continue, will place in the chain 
store trust a weapon to control 
and dictate the prices of commodi­
ties'to' the entire dominion. 

TRUTH IN ADVERTISING 

IN THE BAD Old Days, sometimes 
•referred to as the Good OHd Days 

an-advertiser was not always as 
careful of the truth in his state­
ments as he is today. In the course 
of time and with the increased 
competition in the commercial 
world it was found that the truth 
in advertising was the best method 
of-appealing to the public. 

We commend this policy to the 
notice of the Government of British 
Columbia. This Province today is 
proud and justly proud of her na­
tural resources and it is her earnest 
endeavour to atract the tourist in 
every way possible. Her scenery, 
fishing, big game hunting and 
camping sites are famed all over 
the North American continent. 
There is one feature in which she 
sa'dly' fails to live up to her reputa­
tion and that is in the matter of 
roads and highways. 

In the days before repeal the vis­
itor from the States was inclined to 
overlook this deficiency to some ex­
tent if he was permitted to slake 
his thirst. Today he can satisfy 
himself in his own home with all 
the alcoholic beverages he can wish 
for, and therefore looks for other 
attractions before setting out on a 
vacation.

F)ECENTLY most issues of Gov-
^ ernment bonds in both the 

United States and Canada have 
found ready sale in the neighbor­
hood of tliree per cent and even 
lower. With commodities the gen­
eral rule is that the price is based 
on supply and demand; A bountiful 
supply means a lower price. The 
same should apply to interest rates, 
and it is wejl known that the lower 
rates in- Great Britain as compared 
witli Canadian rates had the effect 
of bringing in much o'd country 
money into Canada for investment. 
In Australia, the Commonwealth 
Bank rate of interest on advances 
is 4y2 per cent and for rural credits 
four per cent: 

According to exchanges recently 
received ,tlie associated trading 
banks in Melbourne have decided 
on a charge of 5 per cent for prim­
ary producers, and at Sydney a 
maximum rate for advances of five 
per cent. 

Our tax burdens are now as high 
as the taxpayer can stand, but the 
debt is increasing. According to 
financial writers the action of the 
Governments in Canada and the 
United States, both of which have 
made an invasion into circles of 
business with the intention of as­
certaining the spread between pro­
ducer arid consumer, has had the 
effect of releasing exceedingly large 
amounts of money for sound invest­
ment, which of course means gov­
ernment bonds. 

The financial difficulties of Brit­
ain and Australia are rapidly being 
overcome. Why should interest 
rates in Canada be so high? 

If Australian banks can loan 
money at a maximum of five per 
cent, why cannot the banks of Can­
ada do likewise? 

Does it cost twice as much to op­
erate the banks in Canada as in 
other parts of the empire, with our 
resources, and increasing trade and 
commerce? 

From what we hear, the staffs of 
the banks are none too well paid. 
There is certainly a spread of rates 
of interest here. Will the new Can­
adian Bank remedy this condition? 
Let us see. 

1 BRITAIN'S war-time premier, Mr, 
•f-> L.oyd George is publishing his 
"War Memoirs". These will un­
doubtedly cause much comment, 
and it is very difficult to under-
s:;and why the distinguished Wel­
shman did not take action other 
than he did when in office if the 
statements now written by him are 
true. 

Indeed it is to be regretted that 
dur.ng these times when all gov­
ernments and peoples are endeav­
oring to get world affairs adjusted 
back to a normal state, that these 
memoirs should be published to 
create dissent-on among tiiose in 
high offices of state, and those in 
cuarge of the defences of other 
n.Lt.ons, which they are bound to 
ao. 

It is almost certain that the pub-
icat.on of h s book will bring much 

d' f'ference ot opinion, also discus­
sion by those mentioned not only 
in Brit..sh Government circles, but 
aiso Prance and the other countries 
which were Allies at the time. 

Had Mr. Lloyd'George been will-
uig to have exduded the matters 
wnich he must have known would 
create d.ssention, and devoted his 
memoirs to the task he did so well 
to accomp.isli during his term of 
off..ce,-a better purpose would have 
been served. While it is true that 
mistakes may have ben ma(Je,it is 
difficult to place the blame on any 
one in part.cmar. During the war, 
he, as Premier, was given. practic-
ahy gave him a blank cheque to 
carry out the work of the war. 

We do not like to think that at 
this time Mr. Lloyd George'is pub-
A.shing these for personal gain and 
notoriety, and for V^e want of other 
things "to do in the time now on 
his hands. As Leader of the Liberal 
Party which has now dwindled to 
a mere handful of members in the 
House of Commons under his lead­
ership, it will not be surprising if 
his action in publishing these mem­
oirs may create a situation that will 
not permit him to again return to 
public life. 

British people are very delicate 
on subjects of this kind, and es-
pecal-y those who lost much dur­
ing the war both in relatives and 
wealth. It is very easy to write in 
1934 and say that in 1916 the mili­
tary tactics used were all wrong, 
but it is far worse to criticize men 
hke Haig and other generals -who 
are now dead and cannot speak for 
themselves. 

We shall indeed "be much surpri­
sed if some of the military and na­
val leaders will not hit back rather 
hard at the ex-premier,, nor shall 
we be astonished if his escape from , 
a meeting in Birmingham at the 
time of the Boer War, will not be 
again mentioned frequently - when 
he had to be disguised in the.uni- . 
form of a policeman to get away ^ 
from the meeting. Mr. Lloyd George • 
was wrong then as history has! 
shown, and he may be wrong again 
in his memoirs. One thing is certain 

that references will be made in 
the old land just now to his famous 
"Hang the Kaiser Election". 

The''Kaiser is living with every 
comfort at Doom, and must often 
smhe when he thinks -What Mr.'I' 
Lloyd George was going to do. We '•: 
also wonder what he will think of 
these memoirs. 

In other words if the tactics pur- ; 
sued, during his term at the helm 
were wrong, difficult as they un­
doubtedly were, Mr, Lloyd ;George 
must accept his share of the res-
ponsibhity, but this is certainly a 
very inopportune time o create fur- j 
ther discord. Tn condemning others 
he condemns hirhselT also. i

MR. STANLEY BALDWIN 

AT WESTMINSTER, in the Moth­
er of Parliaments, a few days 

ago, an amusing incident occurred 
which only goes to show the res­
pect held by members of the house 
towards their opponents. 

In the absence of Prime Minister 
Ramsey Macdonald, the govern­
ment is being lead by Mr, Stanley 
Baldwin, One of the Labour Oppos­
ition members asked, "In the ab­
sence of the Prime Minister, will 
steps be taken to increase the re-
numeration of the acting Prime 
Minister to a more adequate figure? 
Ordinarily the Chancellor of the 
iExchequer would have replied since 
it involved finance, in which case 
he must either have answered in 
the affirmative or have indicated 
why the suggestion was rejected. 
But Mr. Baldwin took it upon him­
self to answer when he said "No, 
Sir", which brought laughter from 
ali parts of the House and from all 
parties. 

This not only shows the good will 
which prevails in the oldest of Par-
haments, and at the same time the 
popular esteem which the people 
hold for their acting Prime Minis­
ter, This is typical of Parliamentary 
practice over there, but no doubt 
every member of the Commons rem 
embered, when In 1919, Mr. Baldwin 
then a rich man, handed over to 
the Treasury £150,000, being one 
flftli of all he possessed, to the na­
tion, without a word to anyone. In 
fact It was not until recently that 
this was known. 

The world-wide depression has 
since made Mr. Baldwin a com­
paratively poor man. His action in 
this matter, and his previous gift 
to the nation, will not make hhn 
tho less popular, but will endear 
him to the people of the old land 
and the other nations of the British 
Commonwealth that includes Can-
