HIGHWAYS AND BYWAYS 

HIGHWAYS beirfg one of the 
, main arteries of comerce, and 

byways tl̂ e branch arteries, it is 
hiterestjng to consider how the 
money collected from the Gasohne 
tax is expended, also how much of 
this revenue which properly belongs 
to road construction and mainten­
ance is alloted to such work. IMuch 
publicity has been and is still given 
to the money lejt in the various 
provinces by the tourist, but it 
should: also be borne in mind that 
the majority of tourists from the 
south erit'er Canada with ample 
suiiply of motor fuel and oils, and 
oh rieturning only purchase such 
amounts of these products as will 
suffice to get them barely to the 
border wiien returning owing to the 
higtier prices prevailing hi Canada, 

As a matter of fact the tourist 
actually does not expend any large 
amount of money while here ex­
cept as regards the hotels, and we 
feel sure that the hotel-keeper will 
iiot be offended at this comment. 

By way of comparison if we es­
timate every tourist expends $100,00 
oh an average, it is safe to assume 
that about half this amount is for 
gasoline. The Government takes 
approximately 14% of this, based on 
7 cents per gallon, in other words 
about seven dollars, the remainder 
going to the oil companies and re­
finers in the United States, as very 
little refining if any, is done in 
British Columbia owing to the fact 

-that the oil comes in from either 
tiie United States or Mexico, and 
other countries. It is true that any 
refining done in this provmce cre­
ates a payroll at the point where 
such industry is situated, but with 
the up-to-date methods it is not 
very great. But the point we wish to 
make clear is that so much is being 
said on this subject in the press, 
and it would be well if some study 
is given to the following statistics 
from official sources as to what 
portion of the gasoline tax reaches 
its proper cliannel of expenditure, 
taking the increase of 25% in the 
last four years the average of gas­
ohne taxes paid by motorists in 
Canada is recorded in figures from 
the Dominion Bureau of Statistics 
for 1933. Prom 1930 to 1932 the av­
erage tax in Canada was 5.44 cents 
per gallon. This year the average is 
6.77 cents per gallon which equals 
approximately ohe quarter of the 
selling price of the popular grades 
in the various sections of the Do­
minion.
